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The article discusses the sphere of state (municipal) services in Russia. In particular, the process
of providing these services and bilateral assessment are considered. It reveals one of the ways of
assessing the quality of governance at the state and municipal levels. The author defines the con-
cept of the quality of services, as well as the components of this quality. The emphasis is on the
difference between the concepts of the service quality in various literary sources, as well as in
statutory documents related to the sphere of state (municipal) services in Russia. Some of the
mechanisms to improve the quality of public (municipal) services are analyzed in the framework
of modern legislation, from the period of administrative reform (2003) to the present day. One of
the findings if that there is lack of proper control over the provision of state (municipal) services
in Russia. In this regard, the article proposes a scheme of the total control over these services,
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which should be linked to the expansion of existing control mechanisms within the process of
service delivery.

Key words: state services; municipal services; quality of services; quality control; total quality
control.

Every modern democratic states aims to improve the quality of its own activities, which affects
a number of factors related to the quality of life of the citizens. The process of reforming the
state is diverse in nature; it gives an indication of the efficiency / inefficiency of public authori-
ties and local governments for various reasons. One way to assess the quality of management
at the state level is to assess the quality of the state (municipalpal) service (hereinafter - ser-
vices).

Perhaps, we should start with the fact that an active discussion of the aforementioned ser-
vices began with a number of changes in the Russian legislation, which were based on the
definition of such services and also established service standards for the state and municipal
authorities in the Rusian Federation.

Despite the fact that the identification of services took place only in 2010, the government
started paying attention to the issues of their quality in early 2003. The national administra-
tive reform began during this period and was formulated in one of the decrees of the President
of the Russian Federation. Thus, the state uses various mechanisms to improve the quality of
services that are associated with the correction of their size and composition, as well as their
standardization, the optimization of service procedures, the reform of service delivery centers,
etc.

At the same time, the concept of services has several distinct definitions directly in the
framework of the law, and there are many refined and generalized definitions in the works
written by leading scientists. Thus, the concept of “quality services” has an even greater varie-
ty of interpretations. From a more general standpoint, the quality of services can be consi-
dered as:

- The degree of satisfaction of consumer expectations (the term is fixed in this sense in the
international standards ISO 9000, adopted in 1994);

- The degree of compliance with the prescribed requirements and standards;

- From the standpoint of compliance of the provided the services with their value;

- As a common set of technical, technological, and operational characteristics by which the
service might meet the needs of its consumers (Sokolova, & Tarasova, 2015, p. 26).

The quality of service is an integer that can be expressed in terms of a certain system of
the interconnected elements and the quality indicators, which are enshrined in the Guidelines
for Assessing the Quality of Services in the Territory of the Russian Federation.

Quality monitoring is aimed at assessing the quality of services for these indicators. It is a
method of social control and is expressed in the indicator that measures “citizens’ satisfaction
with the quality of services received.” In turn, quality control is a complex system of methods
thatallows you to ensure customer satisfaction (Sokolova, 201, p. 215).

As a mechanism to improve the quality services, it is necessary to use total control of their
quality, including control over the three stages of service delivery (Figure 1).

However, the efforts to improve the quality of services apply only to stages of production
services to a greater extent, from the moment when a customer apply for a service and until
the survice is filly provided (in a way to meet users’ information and functional needs). This
phase includes an analysis of the existing order of services with the procedure provided in
Administrative Regulations (a document for the translational regulation of the service delivery
process).
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Very often, quality control carrying out in one step is insufficient. For example, control
over the process of drawing the regulations of administrative services is expected in the pre-
paratory phase (in this case, we are talking not about the quality of general provisions of the
regulations, verification of which is produced by the executive authorities). In addition, at this
stage, it is advisable to monitor the accuracy of the standard services, the cost estimates the
time required to draft the standards and regulations, including their final cost.

Accordingly, control of performance of any administrative regulation occurs at the pro-
duction stage. Thus, there is a very important fact: evaluation of the quality of services must be
made on the basis of the already existing regulations, the quality of which has been tested in
the previous step.

In turn, the stage of after-steps, which is widespread abroad, includes monitoring and
evaluation of complaints from the consumers, as well as the actual assessment of repeated
requests for services, identifying their underlying causes. Thus, the introduction of total con-
trol over the service quality in all stages is a supplement to the existing quality control me-
chanisms, and, therefore, it is its extension. Conducting this control in the proposed scheme is
a necessity, because the concern and satisfaction of a number of citizens' needs is one of the
most important tasks of public authorities.

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The article describes the phenomena of conversion in a wide lingua-historical spectrum. In spite
of the well-known fact that the issue of conversion has a long history, it still remains as one of the
most disputable topics in lexicology, and linguists all over the world couldn’t have reached a con-
sensus in the definition of conversion yet. Therefore the author made an attempt to analyze dif-
ferent approaches of outstanding linguists to the problem of conversion comparing their view-
points and the results of their researches in this field. Based on the comparative historical analy-
sis, the author was able to identify varieties of conversion according to its morphological and
syntactic functions. There are verbalization (formation of verbs); substantivation (formation of
nouns); adjectivation (formation of adjectives) and adverbalization (formation of adverbs). Be-
sides, there is another important type of conversion that includes transpositive and word building
(lexical) ones. In order to make the article more comprehensible to the auditory, the author pro-
vided all types of conversion with relevant examples.

Key words: conversion; linguists; word-formation; transition; parts of speech; morphological,
syntactic, semantic functions; types of conversion.

The vocabulary of modern English is enriching mainly due to the process of word formation
and borrowing of new words from other languages. In modern linguistics, principal types of
word building are as follows: 1) Derivation (affixation); 2) Word composition/Compounding;
3) Conversion; 4) Shortening; 5) Sound interchange. In language, as it can be seen, there is a
system of means and rules intended specifically for the nomination purposes by which there
occurs formation of new words based on already existing units in the language. Among these
means, it is possible to identify the most productive ones and the most actively functioning in
the language. Conversion is one of the most productive ways functioning in English from all of
the above mentioned ways of enriching vocabulary of the language. This method of word for-
mation to a greater extent is typical for the English language due to its analytical system. Con-
version as a way of word formation is observed in Russian language as well. For example,
u36umuiii yesioBek (participle) u uzéumeie uctuub (adjective), 8b1XodHoU eHb (adjective)
¥ 8b1X0dHOII (noun). However, conversion is more productive in English language.

Conversion in modern linguistics is defined as "the way of word formation without the use
of word-building affixes; a variety of transposition at which there takes place a transition of
one word to the other part of speech so that the nominative form of one part of speech is used
without any material change as a representative of the other part of speech. Some authors use
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terms as affixless derivation, zero-suffixation or root-formation. In conversion the following
changes occur in the derivative and root stems:

- there is a change in the derivative word’s semantics in comparison with the root stem; for
example, an adjective transforming into a noun no longer denotes an object’s feature and be-
gins to express the subject;

- compatibility of derivative words changes; so the noun can be used in any position in the
sentence and turning into the class of adjectives it is used only before a noun;

-the paradigm of the word changes; transforming word takes all the grammatical features of
the new part of speech; for example, a noun transferring into the category of adjectives stops
changing by cases, the number and category of possession as adjectives.

The phenomenon of conversion was turned to the attention of grammarians relatively
early. English grammarian ].Greenwood noted that many nouns and some adjectives (and
sometimes other parts of speech) become verbs by using them instead of verbs. So from a
noun a house a verb to house is formed, from nouns fish and oil there are verbs to fish, to oil. He
was one of the first English grammarians who drew attention to the syntactic feature of the
considering phenomenon. Followed by ].Greenwood, there arose attention to the way of affix-
less word formation in the works of J.Buchanan and W.Ward. The issue of the direction of
derivatives, considered as one of the most complicated in modern linguistics, raises in English
grammar for the first time in the work of another English grammarian W.Hazlitt. "Sometimes
itis difficult to determine whether a substantive derived from the verb or vice versa. In gener-
al, however, it can be assumed, - he writes, - that substantives expressing an action derives
from the verb and those which express things or objects can be considered as the roots of
verbs related to these objects” [1; p. 34]. Thus, he placed in the forefront the semantic criterion
for determining derivative. At the same time, comparing the verbs to love, to sleep with nouns
love and sleep, W. Hazlitt emphasizes that they are different "not in content, but in form and
manner of expression.”

The last quarter of the nineteenth century represents an important milestone in the de-
velopment of studies on conversion at the English grammatical tradition. A significant contri-
bution to its development was made by a well-known British linguist H.Sweet. The term «con-
version» first appeared in his book «New English Grammar» in 1891. He says: “But in English,
as in many other languages, we can often convert a word, that is, make it into another part of
speech without any modification or addition, except, of course, the necessary change of inflec-
tion.”[2; p. 4] H.Sweet’s viewpoint about conversion is dual. On the one hand, he did not reject
the idea of syntactic polyfunctionality of words; on the other hand, conversion is treated by
him as a syntactic- morphological word building process. It begins with syntax and ends with
morphology. Such an approach to conversion became widespread later on.

Conversion, according to H.Sweet, has features of similarity with derivation, although a
new lexical unit is not always formed as a result of conversion. He believes that the use of the
word in the function of other parts of speech cannot provide enough basis to consider it as
belonging to the other parts of speech. So, H.Sweet regards the word silk in the phrase silk
thread as a noun. The converted word, the grammarian emphasizes, must acquire formal fea-
tures (inflections, etc.) of that part of speech into which it has been transformed. "The problem
of to which part of speech the word belongs, - he writes - is, therefore, a matter of form, not
meaning."[3; p. 636]

It is important to take into account H.Sweet’s conclusion that in conversion the indication
of the converted word is represented by its grammatical form. Not only the syntax compatibil-
ity with other words is considered, but the paradigm of derivative words is included as well.
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The grammarian draws attention to the fact that although the converted word retains root
meaning, however, in the future there may occur a semantic difference between them.

Many researchers were involved in the problem of conversion and are still studying it,
therefore, we can relatively divide them into two groups. The first group of researchers did not
consider conversion as a word formation process, such linguists as A. Kennedy, R. Waddell, K.
Pollock, tend to treat this phenomenon as the use of the same word in the functions of various
parts of speech, or functional transition from one part of speech to another "[4; p. 229]. That is,
words such as 'wife' - noun, 'to wife'(to marry)'- verb, are forms of the same word. However,
researchers supporting this theory are in the minority. Most of lexicologists and linguists hold
the opposite view which claims that conversion is not just one of the ways of word formation
in English, but one of the most productive ways. At the same time, the researchers who hold
this point of view give different definitions to conversion. For example, A.I Smirnitsky offered
the following interpretation: "Conversion is such a kind of word derivation in which a para-
digm of the word serves as a word-formation means." [5; p. 287] Prof. A.I. Smirntitsky treats
conversion as a morphological way of forming words when one part of speech is formed from
another part of speech by changing its paradigm, e.g. to form the verb «to dial» from the noun
«dial» we change the paradigm of the noun (a dial, dials) for the paradigm of a regular verb (I
dial, he dials, dialed, dialing). A. Marchand in his book «The Categories and Types of Present-
day English» treats conversion as a morphological-syntactical word-building because we have
not only the change of the paradigm, but also the change of the syntactic function, e.g. I need
some good paper for my room. (The noun «paper» is an object in the sentence). I paper my
room every year. (The verb «paper» is the predicate in the sentence).

However, researchers have agreed with one issue which is a variety of conversion. In lex-
icology there are four main types of conversion such as: 1) verbalization (formation of verbs);
2) substantivation (formation of nouns); 3) adjectivation (formation of adjectives); 4) adver-
balization (formation of adverbs). The most productive type is substantivation, mainly formed
from verbs, then from adjectives. The next extended one is verbalization, mostly in relation
"noun - verb." The least active ones are the processes of adjectivation and adverbalization.

Also, researchers divide conversion into two types: transpositive and word building (lexi-
cal).

"In transpositive conversion cognitive meaning does not change, but its syntactic quality
does. In word building (lexical) conversion derivative changes cognitive (lexical) meaning,
simultaneously changing or keeping syntactic quality (i.e. transferring or not transferring to a
different part of speech) "[6; p. 760].

Transpositive conversion includes all cases of changing parts of speech, where there is no
specific word-formation means, and all the formal meaning is limited by changing grammati-
cal paradigms. In turn, lexical conversion does not require changing the part of speech, in spite
of the fact that it often happens like this.

Moreover, transpositive conversion may be full or partial.

At full conversion a new word receives all the properties of the other parts of speech. For
example, nouns at the stage of verbalization start to denote an action and are used as a predi-
cate, and also takes all the inflectional forms of the verb, such as face - to face; a pilot - to pilot; a
phone - to phone.

Conversely, in the process of partial conversion it is not necessarily for the word to acquire
all the features of the other parts of speech. For instance, initially a noun is formed by conver-
sion from the verbal root, then the noun is combined with such verbs as “give, make, have,
take”. There are some examples: to smoke - a smoke - to have a smoke; to look - a look - to give a
look; to walk - a walk - to take a walk.
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Many nouns derived from verbs as a result of partial conversion are used only in the sin-
gular form: It gave me quite a scare. That was a good laugh.

The main feature of conversion as a word-formation process is formation of a new denota-
tion with a new content. Peculiarity of this phenomenon is that there occurs a different inter-
pretation, a turnabout of motivating basics and considering it from the new point of view.

"Another condition for conversion is obligatory sameness of the nominative form of two
words which are the source and derived ones, that is, sameness that caused to motivation of
the unit’s process with a unit motivated by it. This fact causes to some difficulties in both defin-
ing direction of derivatives (what is derived and from what it is done), and with the definition
of the secondary, derivative nature of studying unit "[1; p. 33].

Moreover, converted relations may occur not only within two members, but also among a
large number of words, that is, there can be a chain of two or more words under the derivation
relationships.

Ufimtseva also argues that in modern English verbs according to the binomial model of
conversion can be formed from any noun, on the conditions that in the language there is not a
verb formed from the same root by the method of derivation .

In view of the aforesaid, we can draw the following conclusions: firstly, despite a long his-
tory of the issue, conversion remains one of the most controversial topics in lexicology and
researchers couldn’t have reached a consensus in the definition of conversion yet; secondly, at
conversion as in one of the ways of word formation, it is possible to highlight the most and the
least productive varieties operating in the language, and thirdly, conversion may be divided
into two types that are transpositive and derivational (lexical), while the former is of two
types: full and incomplete (partial).

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Arab feminism is a form of feminism concerned with the role of Arab women in society. It aims for
the full equality of all Arabs, regardless of gender, in public and private life. Arabic feminists ad-
vocate women'’s rights, gender equality, and social justice grounded in an Islamic framework. The
roots of the political and social phenomenon originate in modern times. The aim of the article is
to give coverage of intellectual origins of Arab feminism. It highlights the ideas of early advocates
of women’s rights in Arabic society, such as Qasim Amin, Malak Hifni Nasif, Jamil Sidqi al-Zahawi,
and others.

Keywords: Arab feminism, Arab women’s liberation, intellectual history.

Despite the fact that the feminist movement appeared relatively recently, in the Arabic society
were those who advocated the improvement of women'’s rights. For the first time women’s
issue was raised in December 1849 in Beirut at a public meeting of the Syrian Scientific Socie-
ty. It was said that only an educated woman can fully perform her duty of mother and wife.
The Syrian Scientific Society (al-Jam’iya al-llmiya al-Suriya) was a group of intellectuals who
took part in promoting the study of science in educational institutions in Syria. At that public
meeting the women'’s issue was raised by the most prominent Christian Arab educator Butrus
al-Bustani. He then called the enslavement of women one of the main reasons for the back-
wardness of the Arab nation.

The tradition of scientific interpretation (in the light of the Qur'an) of the rights and status
of women in the society was established in the end of the 19th century by the Egyptian jurist
and publicist, Islamic modernist Qasim Amin [1]. He was Kurd by origin, was considered by
many as the “first feminist” in the Arab world, and received his law degree in France. In his
writings Q. Amin relied on the works of the theologian Muhammed Abduh. Qasim Amin proc-
laimed the need to return the legitimate rights of the woman in the family, the destruction of
polygamy, the recognition of women'’s rights to demand a divorce, the right to have education
and profession. He led a political movement for women’s equality, arguing that women can
play an equally important role in society as men.

Greatly influenced by the works of Herbert Spencer and John Stuart Mill who argued for
gender equality, Qasim Amin believed that “heightening a women’s status in society would
greatly improve the nation” [2, p. 233].

His book “The Liberation of Women” (1899) argued for the abolition of the veil, and that's
why caused controversy in all the Arab countries and in India. Q. Amin pointed out that the
veiling and segregation constituted “a huge barrier between woman and her elevation, and
consequently a barrier between the nation and its advance” [3, p. 160].
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Qasim Amin was active supporter of divorce legislation. He thought that repeating the
words of divorce, such as “I have divorced you” or “you are divorced” three times was not
serious agreement. He criticized the Muslim scholars for being narrowly interested in the
various expressions of “divorce”, thinking that these efforts were only useful in the study of
grammar and language, not in the development of discipline in jurisprudence [4, p. 95]. The
lack of legal system in the divorce process was what he believed that contributed to the high
divorce rate in Cairo [5, p. 10].

Amin’s next book “The New Woman” (1901) contained a response to his opponents.
When his first soft enough critical remarks were perceived as an unheard-of heresy, he wrote
a much more radical book in which he argued that the level of cultural development of a na-
tion depends on how high the level of cultural development of its women who teach children
and do men humane. He went so far as to say about the superiority of Western culture over
the classic Arab culture, at least in this respect. The book was subjected to violent attacks by
the opponents.

Qasim Amin’s famous quotes about women are the following:

e “The number of children killed by ignorant women every year exceeds the number
of people who die in the most brutal wars.”

e “A good mother is more useful to her species than a good man, while a corrupt
mother is more harmful than a corrupt man.”

e “Itis impossible to be successful men if they do not have mothers capable of raising
them to be successful.”

e “There is no doubt that the man’s decision to imprison his wife contradicts the free-
dom which is the woman’s natural right.”

e “The woman who is forbidden to educate herself save in the duties of the servant, or
is limited in her educational pursuits is indeed a slave, because her natural instincts and
God-given talents are subordinated in deference to her condition, which is tantamount to
moral enslavement” [6].

His views influenced the development of the women’s movement in the Arab world. For
the first time the position of Muslim women in the society received systemic understanding.

At the same time in the interwar period feminism was becoming increasingly popular in
Western Europe, and some Egyptian women, including those who were taking part in Euro-
pean conferences of feminists returned home and began to appear in public with an open face.
Some women from the higher strata of society began to acquire a profession, which were pre-
viously considered “male”, and took an active part in social life.

In the second half of the 19th century woman theme gained a foothold in the Arab fiction,
especially in Syrian. Love and sympathy to the woman were the main motives of novels and
journalism of Salim al-Bustani, poems and novels of Jurji Zaydan.

Associate professor of sociology at Qatar University Dr. Kaltham Al Ghanim states: “Using
unrealistic and exaggerated language, feminist writing by female authors began appearing in
Arabic literature and became a basic factor in the criticism of the situation of Arab women.
Women were made to appear as though the saviours of humanity from injustice, hatred and
war, and the most active and rebellious element in society; this of course was a reaction to the
powerlessness from which Arab women suffered” [7, p. 84].

The first Arab women'’s newspapers and magazines played an important role in the devel-
opment of the women’s movement in the Arab countries.

“Layla” was the first women’s magazine published in Iraq. This magazine, first released in
1923, was dedicated to the latest useful matters related to science, art, literature, sociology
and, in particular, education and training of girls, family health and other issues related to
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housekeeping. After the establishment of a national government in Iraq has several magazines
and newspapers devoted to women’s issues. “Layla” marked the birth of the women’s press in
Iraq, the magazine is considered one of the factors that influenced the emergence and forma-
tion of the Arab women’s movement. The magazine was produced under the motto “Towards
arevival of the Iraqi woman” and spread the news of culture, education, and issues relating to
the family, as well as led the campaign for the liberation of women. Among its sections were
the following: “The Crucible of right”, “Tax News”, “Housewives Corner”, “Strange News”,
“Rings of Magic Strings”, and others. The magazine also highlighted issues relating to medical
research, literature and poetry, and published the works of famous Iraqi poets al-Rasafi and al-
Zahawi. One of the most important articles published in the magazine was an article published
in Issue 6 on May 15, 1924, addressed to the Constituent Assembly of Iraq to grant women
their legal rights. A total of 20 issues was issued by “Layla”. Its last issue of August 15, 1925
contained a sad article, in which the readers were informed about the difficult financial situa-
tion of the magazine. Shortly thereafter, the owner of the magazine Paulina Hassoun left Iraq
and the magazine ceased to exist.

At the beginning of the 20th century in Syria, Christian Arab women grouped around the
progressive women’s magazines “Al-Hasna” and “Al-Arous” expanded journalistic and literary
activities. Among the Muslim writers Gibran Khalil Gibran and Mohammad Hussein Haykal,
supporters of the emancipation and authors of the novel “Broken Wings” and “Zaynab” won
the great popularity at that time. At the same time an Egyptian journalist and teacher Malak
Hifni Nasif declared her ideas on improvement of women'’s rights. In 1909 she published “Al-
Nisa'iyat” (“Homage to Women”), a collection of many of her talks and essays [8, p.
54]. Through these articles, she raised her own voice for the advancement of women.

“Al-Nisa'iyat” received a great reputation in the Muslim world. The path to the liberation of
women, she thought, is through education and training, and the vocation of women is
education of children, but such an education “so that they were not slaves”. She believed that
family, and necessarily school can provide the best guide to the development of boys and girls.
In the article “Hijab” she wrote that Muslim women were not ready to abolish it, only an over-
coming of ignorance and education can help them to take off the hijab. In her another article
publicist She stated that the marriage must be preceded by an acquaintance and love.

This issue of the marital rights of women was one of the feminist issues with which she
had significant personal experience. Her husband had two wives and this fact caused her to
strongly protest against the polygamy. In an article entitled “Or Co-Wives”, she passionately
condemned polygamy, calling this practice “women’s mortal enemy” [3, p. 182].

Malak thought that reforms in education could be the best solution to many of the prob-
lems that Arab women faced. She wrote that any girl who did not have an opportunity to at-
tend and finish school had been treated unjustly [9, p. 145]. She opposed the implementation
of missionary schools in Egypt, arguing that “the most ignorant of girls are the graduates of the
missionary schools” [10, p. 84].

In 1910, a series of articles of Iraqi poet Jamil Sidqi al-Zahawi were published in the news-
paper “Al-Mu’ayyad” in Cairo, in which the rights and status of women were more decisive,
and most importantly, were highlighted through religious interpretation. Al-Zahavi raised the
question of women’s equation in cases of inheritance, divorce, testimony, the women'’s rights
to require strict monogamy and taking off the veil. He considered necessary the implementa-
tion of measures to improve the education of women and their social roles. The reaction of the
conservative part of the Iraqi society to the articles of Al-Zahawi was so violent that in Bagh-
dad a large protest demonstration took place, many required to kill the author, in the clerical
periodicals he was accused of undermining the foundations of faith.
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At the beginning of the 20th century, “women’s issue” first manifested itself in the public
documents of the revolutionary-democratic and socialist movements, declarations of govern-
ments in the Arab world. Then the women of the Arab countries were involved in national and
anti-colonial movements. In 1919, Egyptian women participated in armed rebellion against
the British colonialists. This action combined with the efforts to change the status of women in
society.

There are numerous literature, discourses and the agendas used to explore and analyse
the history of Arab feminism. Thus, the Professor of Political Science at Howard University
PhD Mervat Hatem critically examined the founding myths of the modern history of Arab
women, especially the role that men played in it, as well as the contributions that moderniza-
tion and nationalism made to their roles and rights. She also explained how the state emerged
as an important agent in the definition of, response to and the appropriation of the agendas of
women following decolonization [11, p. 91].

In conclusion, we state that Arab feminism served the great intellectual impulse in the his-
tory of Arab countries. And we support the hopes of Professor Mervat Hatem in her words:
“We have come a long way, but our journey is far from over. There is a lot of work that still
needs to be done, but I am more than confident in our collective ability to do it” [11, p. 100].

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The article analyses the formation of the philosophical Sufi weltanschauung by the great theore-
tician of the 11t century Abulkhasan Ali ibn Osman Jullabi Khujviri and his importance in the
history of the Sufism. Also, several related works of other prominent Sufi scholars are evaluated
according to the contemporary studies.
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It is difficult to imagine the history and the philosophy of the people of Orient in the 9t-11th
centuries without the concept of Sufism. In the same period, there were many famous Sufis,
and the several scientific, historic works related to the theoretical and analytical facets and
problems of tasawwuf. One of them is the “Kashf-ul Makhjoob” by the Abulkhasan Ali ibn Os-
man Jullabi Khudjviri. Khujviri was born circa in the beginning of the 11t century in Ghazna,
and according to the sources died in 1072-1076 in Lahore. From the history of the Sufism, it is
known that the theoretical foundation of the Sufism was problematic to determine. The main
reason is that from the 8th century till the 11t century there was a lot of factions, schools, and
parties existing simultaneously. They tried to comment in various ways the problems of the
theology.

It is important to mention the contribution of the Khujviri, a devout supporter of the
school of the Khanafiyya, part of the sunnism to the concept and the philosophy of Sufism. The
main source giving complete information about the life of Khujviri is his main work “Kashf ul-
makhjoob li arbab al qulub” [“The opening of the curtain for the owners of the soul”]. The
scholar in “Kashf ul makhjoob” mentions several important details of his life, and from these
data we can comprehend that he was well aware of the teaching and philosophy of Islam.
More than that, he was interested in philosophy and theology, which later become known as
tasawwuf. He showed great respect to the famous scholars and the educated people of his
native land and studied a lot from them. After that he visited Syria, Iraq, Baghdad, Medina, Fars
(Iran), Kuhestan, Azerbaijan, Tabaristan, Khuzestan, Khorasan, and Mawaraunnakhr and be-
came the disciple of the famous people of the Islamic world, while learning a lot regarding
these aspects. He approached Islam as a treatment for every illness, as a concept of enlighten-
ment for every obscurity and studied a lot in this issue. Khujviri became famous in Ghazna as a
great imam and the scholar, who was well aware of the school of the Sufism. As a person
reaching all these degrees and levels, he met with the famous sheikhs of the world and had
numerous conversations about these issues.

Consequently, Khujviri’s first scientific journey was to Mawaraunnakhr, where he met
several mashayikhs, who became famous as a shaykhs among the populace, the pirs of the
tariqas, and had several conversations with them. Such conversations had spiritual-irfani ben-
efits that led Khujviri to Turkestan, wehere he had a meeting and conversations with Bob
Umar. In the chapter “al Kalamu fi zikri karomotihim” of “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qu-
lub”, there is a story about the meeting of these mashayikhs.

In the chapter eleven of this work he gives complete and precious data on “the imams who
lived in the last periods of tabiins.” In this chapter he also talks about the contrubution of 64
imams and Sufi sheikhs to the development of Sufism. Consequently Khujviri makes an in-
depth analysis of the ideo-theoretical facets of the order of “Khakimiyya” founded by Khakim
at Termizi. In the chapter thirteen of the canon, he gives information on Sufis and Sufi scholars,
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shaykhs, who lived in several countries, such as Syria, Iraq, Iran, Kuhestan, Azerbaijan, Taba-
ristan, Kish, Kirman, Khuzestan, Khorasan, Mawaraunnakhr, and Ghazna. It is worth to men-
tion that Khujviri talks in detail anout 5 prominent Sufi representatives of Mawaraunnakhr in
the chapter “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qulub.” These representatives are Abu Jafar Muk-
hammad ibn al-Khusayni al-Kharami, Khoja Abu Mukhammad Bayghazi, Akhmad Ilagi, Khoja
Arif, and Ali ibn Ishak.

Also, Khujviri esteems Termizi in his book. Writing about Termizi, Khujviri mentions that
he had written a lot of books, such as “Khatm an nakhd”, “Navodir ul usul”, “Kitab at tawhid,”
“Tarikh-ul mashayikh,” and “Kitab azab al qabr.” The scholar considers Termizi’s ethical views
and devotes some attention to “Adab ul muridin” (“The book of ethics for disciples”) in the
chapter twenty three of the “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qulub.” The teaching of Termizi has
atremendous effect on the formation of sufi-irfani, socio-ethical views of Khujviri. As a proof of
our opinion it is worth to mention the following commentaries of the Sufi scholar. Khujviri
says about Termizi, “In my view he is great, because my heart is prisoned by him” (8, p. 50).
Later the scholar says, “The basis and the rule of the Sufism and ma'rifat is the divination and
its proof and all the sheikhs are agreed on it, but Mukhammad bin Ali is better and higher in
estimation” (1, p. 256). The Sufi scholar speaks about his master’s, Abulfazl Khuttalis, opinion
about Termizi, “My shaykh states, Mukhammad (Termizi, Z. N.), is the real precious pearl. In all
universe, there is no equivalence like him” (3, p. 140).

As Akhmad Abdullayev, Doctor of Philosophy in Philology confirms, “The Tarikh-ul ma-
shoyikh” by Termizi is mentioned in no sources but the book “Khujviri Kashf ul-makhjoob li
arbab al qulub.” This book is the first sufi-phylosophical source nourishing the Sufi views of
Khujviri. In this book, the information on the Sufi scholars who lived in the 6th -9t centuries is
given. He introduced the concept of vali to the tasawwuf (2, p. 18). Our compatriot Khakim at-
Termizi has in-depth theoretical analysis on the qualities of vali, the status and the degrees of
vali. In his views, in order to reach the Truth, there is a third thing besides knowledge and the
reason - the divine one - vali (5, p. 35). The book “Khatm ul-anbiya” by Khakim at-Termizi is
the first short volume devoted to the problems of valayat and valj, in this place the themes of
degrees of vali, khatm ul-avliya are thoroughly analysed (5, p. 64). There are scarce sources
which give complete, precise, and trustworthy information about the life of Khakim at-
Termizi.

One of these reliable sources, “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qulub” by Abulkhasan Khuj-
viri was written in the 11t century. In this book, the Sufi scholar pays great attention to the
tariqat of “Khakimiyya” and the activities of the members of this tarigat. It is obvious that the
sheikhs, the pirs of tarigat, imams, and the Sufi scholars occupy the most important place in
the formation of the weltanschauung and the teaching of Khujviri. It is worth mentioning that
the cities like Bahdad, Basra, Balkh, Nishabur, Bukhara, and Termiz are important as the the
centers of tasawwuf and tarigats. Universally famous Sufi scholars and first tasawwuf tarigats
were formed there. The Sufi scholar tried to acquire all the knowledge existing in his epoch. He
learned tasawwuf under the supervision of Abul Fazl al-Khuttali, who was the supporter of the
“sakhf”(abstinence) rationalistic teaching founded by Junaid Baghdadi. From this point we can
conclude without doubt that Khujviri was also the supporter of the Junaidiyya tarigat. The sufi
scholar, at the same time with making forward the main concepts of the tasawwuf tariqat, was
learning the ethics of tariqat.

Pir Muhammad Karam Shah, who has written the foreword to the English edition of
“Kashf ul-makhjoob li arbab al qulub” in Lahore, determines the chain of Baiyyat(tr ust or
fidelity) in the following way: “Khujviri is the disciple of Khazrat Sheikh Abul Fazl bin Khasan
Khuttali; Sheikh Abul Fazl is the disciple of Sheikh Abul Khasan Khusri; Khusri is the disciple of
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Abu Bakr Shibli; Shibli is the disciple of Khazrat Junaid Baghdadi; Baghdadi is the disciple of
Sheikh Sari Sagati; Saqati is the disciple of the Sheikh Ma'ruf Karkhi. Karkhi was the disciple of
Khazrat Davud Tain, who was the disciple of Khazrat Khabib Ajami. Khazrat Khabib Ajami was
the disciple of Khazrat Khoja Khasan Basri, who was educated under aegis of Khazrat Ali (r.a.),
who was under the spiritual protection of the great prophet Khazrat Muhammad Musta-
fa(sav.)” (7, p.-47).

Khujviri specially mentions Sheikh Khazrat Khuttali in “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qu-
lub” and tells the following: “He is the ornament of the avtad (representatives of tariqat) and is
the leader of the fair people, who are the followers of Islam. I have high estimation about him
in the world of tha tariqat. In tasawwuf, he followed the path of Khazrat Junaid Baghdadi, be-
came the fidel-trustworthy disciple of Khazrat Sheikh Khusri. We can also add that, our fam-
ous grandfather Alisher Navai gives the following opinions from the tongue of Khujviri in his
“Nasayim-ul mukhabbat”: In tarigat I follow him. He was the scholar in the field of tafsir
(commenting Quran) and narration. He was the disciple of Khusri and holder of his secrets,
akran of Abu Amr Qazvini and Abulkhusayn Salbih. He lived for sixty years far from people
and most part of his life spent in the Lugham Mountains. He lived a long life and was the hold-
er of the prediction; he was not wearing clothes of the Sufis. And I cannot see any people better
than him” (4, p. 214).

In order to reach his main target, perfection Khujviri was in the service of the sheikh (Ab-
ulfazl Khuttali- Z.N.) until his last breath, when his master was passing away (leaving this
world), the head of the master was on the knees of Khujviri. It means that the perfect disciple
had a deep reverence and devotion for his master. The Sufi scholar determines the Khuttali as
the leader of the inner secrets. In each chapter of the “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qulub”,
writing like commenting in several places, he uses the views of his master in order to confirm
his some sufi-phylosophical problems.

Besides Khuttali the Sufi scholars, Khujviri studied under the supervision of several other
Sufi scholar and sheikhs. While counting the names of the masters who taught him, he shows
his high appraisals for them. One of them was Sheikh Abul Abbas Amad bin Muhammad Al-
Ashkani. There is a lot of written regarding this issue in “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qulub.”
Alisher Navai in “Nasayim ul-mukhabbat” says, “His name is Akhmad b. Muhammad. He was
the imam in the usulu fury, in the science of ulum; he had seen a lot of the sheikhs.” According
to information provided by Navai, Khujviri admired the teaching of Abulabbas Ashqani. Also,
the Sufi scholar brings information about Abulabbas Shagani in several places of “Kashf ul-
makhjoob li arbab al qulub” and states that he studied tasawwuf sciences from him. In addi-
tion to the Sufi scholars and sheikhs, Khujviri studied the science of Tasawwuf under the su-
pervision of Abulgasim Gurgani, Muzaffar Khamdan, and Abulkarim Qushayri. Besides that,
during the lifetime of Khujvir, the development of the concrete and natural sciences was flou-
rishing in the countries of Orient. The activities by scientific academies, the support of the
Greek philosophy, and the culture of the Arab caliphs affected the weltanschauung and the
thinking of the ethnicities, which lived in that period.

The activities and studies by Musa al Khorezmi, Akhmad al Ferghani, Abu Nasr Farabi, Abu
Raykhan Biruni, Abu Ali Ibn Sina, and other scholars and encyclopedic scientists can serve as
proof of our opinion. These scientists influenced the development of various directions of the
Muslim epistemology ang gnoseology and became the base for the acquaintance of the Orient
with the Greek peripatetism. This situation was not left without attention from the Khujviri. In
several places of “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qulub,” the author brings information in this
issue.
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Many East and Western scholars and researchers highly appreciated the role of Khujviri as
a representative of the tasawwuf. For instance, the teaching of Khujviri is studied thoroughly
by the Russian orientalists, such as Y. E. Bertels, V. Jukovsky, A. Knish, I. Shakh, S. M. Prozorov,
V. V. Lavsky, L. Yakovlev, I. S. Nasirov, N. I. Prigarina, and A. Orlov. They all illuminated the role
of Khujviri in the world of tasawwuf. Western scholars of tasawwuf and orientalists. such as D.
J. Trimingham, A. Schiemmel, A. Korben, A. Arberry, Karl W. Ernst, R. Nicholson, and several
others, have analysed Khujviri and his valuable, multifaceted ideas. The Russian orientalist A.
Orlov has translated “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qulub” from English to Russian and edited
for the attention of the wide public in 2004. R. Nicholson for the first time translated “Kashf ul-
makhjoob li arbab al qulub” to English in 1911. Here R. Nicholson mentions the name of Abu
Nasr Sarraj as having deep impact in the weltanschauung of Khujviri besides above-
mentioned scholars. The tasawwuf legacy of Khujviri is also studied by the Turkish research-
ers. Khasan Kamil Yilmaz, Osman Turar, and Suleyman Uludag have studied the teaching of
Khujviri and the ideas analysed in “Kashf ul- makhjoob li arbab al qulub.”

In conclusion, there several main points in the formation of the tasawwuf-phylosophical
weltanschauung of the Khujviri:

- First, the role of the Sufi scholars, who lived in first periods of tasawwuf, especially the
sheikhs lived in Central Asia, was inestimable in the formation of the tasawwuf-philosophical
weltanschauung of the Sufi scholar.

- Second, during the period which is analyzed in the aforementioned paragraphs. there
were various ideas and philosophical factions existing in the socio-spiritual and cultural life of
the society. The existence of such ideo-philosophical schools and factions, the religious diversi-
ty, and especially the existence of various sects (shariah, kalam, mutazila sects), influenced the
formation of the weltanschauung of Khujviri.

- Third, during the period in which Khujviri was living and writing at the same time with
the development Islamic theology and peripatetic philosophy, concrete and natural sciences
developed rapidly. More than that, also their representatives had serious contradictions and
confrontations with the mutakallims occupied with the Islamic theology, muta’zilis, qadaris,
kharijis, the representatives of the science of shariah, which, in turn, attracted the views and
weltanschauung of Khujviri, influencing his life path, tasawwuf-irfani, philosophical, and cul-
tural legacy.

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This paper describes the trend of express sociology as a new branch of scientific knowledge. The
reasons of occurrence of express sociology are revealed.They include the time factor and the dy-
namics of social processes. The peculiarity of the technology consists in the unity of quantitative
and qualitative research strategies. Technological bases of express sociology are identified. Ex-
press sociology relates to the field of humanitarian technologies and is a management tool. The
objectives of express sociology are: (i) examining management decisions, (ii) changing the situa-
tion in an organization, and (iii) regulating public attitudes. The benefits and risks of the technol-
ogy of express sociology are substantiated. The advantages of this humanitarian technology are:
efficiency, reliability, and concreteness. The technology risks include the contradiction between
the desire for short-term information and the reliability of information. The contradiction is re-
solved due to the professionalism and responsibility of a scientist. A sociologist usiong express
technology is included in the change management process in an organization. He/she is a mem-
ber of the design team, participates in the development of targeted programs of social develop-
ment of the organization, is a mediator between employees and heads of structural divisions, and
performs the functions of a communicator in relations with the partners of the organization.

Key words: express sociology; technology; social processes; time factor; humanitarian tech-
nology; management.

Express sociology is a management tool. Its purpose is to create appropriate conditions and a
meaningful information context for the solution of social problems within an organization. A
quality sociological research promotes self-realization of organization members and creates a
new quality of the organizational environment. The new quality is based on the interaction
between different target groups within a particular organization. This feature of express soci-
ology is its specificity and expresses a qualitative difference from other types of sociological
activities.

Express sociology belongs to a class of technologies. In the sociological literature, the atti-
tude to the content of “social technologies” and “humanitarian technologies” is ambiguous.

The concept of “social technologies” originates earlier than the concept of “humanitarian
technologies.” Its foundations lie in Karl Popper's ideas of social engineering. Russian sociolo-
gist B. F. Usmanov could generalize different approaches in order to reveal the content of this
category. Social technologies are (i) a variety of methods and techniques aimed at solving so-
cial problems; (ii) a system of knowledge about the organization of social interaction; (iii)
practices for solving contradictions and conflicts; (iv) an integral part of the control mechan-
ism for problematic situations; (v) and a set of innovative techniques to achieve results (Tuli-
nov, 2000, p. 17).

Unlike researchers studying the problems of social technologies, proponents of a humani-
tarian approach adhere to other positions. A. A, Belov and S. M. Eliseev indicate the connection
of universal and situational moments, “Humanitarian technologies are both a successful brand
and an independent methodology simultaneously, which is perhaps still not fully set out clear-
ly and consistently” (Belov & Eliseev, 2001, p. 32). Humanitarian technologies focus their at-
tention on the problem of identifying the potential of a group. On the other hand, they focus on
the development of communication strategy.

Express sociology belongs to the class of humanitarian technologies, which are con-
structed in accordance with the principle of “here and now.” This kind of humanitarian tech-
nologies involves temporal and spatial constraints. Temporal constraints synchronize the
process of sociological observation with the process of decision-making. The received infor-
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mation has a value, when it becomes an organic part of the administrative decision. Spatial
constraints structure the channels of sociological information flows.

Spatial and temporal constraints identify the contents of those problems that are ad-
dressed by the technology of sociological support of management activities.

The first task is focused on the analysis and examination of decision-making. It reveals
those conditions that contribute to the changes within an organization.

The second task involves changes in a situation that prevailes in an organization. Its im-
plementation is aimed at determining the content of decisions, which are modified in the
process of studying a problem situation.

The next task involves identifying the results of the project research. Its solution helps
detect hidden innovative features of an organization.

Performing another task is aimed at regulating moods within the target groups that make
up an organization. First, its implementation reveals the creation of a symbolic space for man-
agement solutions. Second, it motivates the target group on the implementation of solutions

Originality of the express technology is the unity of quantitative and qualitative research
strategies. The quantitative strategy includes methodological foundations and empirical prac-
tice, which are based on testable hypotheses. Thus, the procedure of hypothesis testing is built
on the use of formal mathematical methods: on the discovery of the signs of social processes
and the formal-logical analysis of the information received.

The quality strategy includes methodological foundations and the empirical practice,
which involve the study of a particular individual. This individual is considered as the begin-
ning of sociality. He/she interprets the world and acts in it relying on his/her own interpreta-
tions. Using high-quality strategies, a sociologist must discover the subjective world of the
individual and explain his/her motives. As a result, the symbolic structure is created, the aim
of which is to incorporate the subjective experience of the members of a particular organiza-
tion.

The differences between these two strategies are essential. They are caused by the choice
of cognitive constructs and, accordingly, the choice of methods. The quantitative strategy is
focused on the description of the statistical distribution of signs. However, a sociologist in this
case does not consider actions of the individual. In contrast, high-quality strategies focuse on
the inner world of the individual, but they do not reflect the contours of the symbolic space of
the organization. However, these two strategies are combined with the logic of a given study.
Logic is an ordered set of elements: a goal - programming - information - an information
product - results — a decision.

More than that, both these strategies are mutually opposite and complementary to each
other simultaneously. In case of the express technology, the principle of complementarity of
these two strategues is a truly manifestation of the interdisciplinary approach. The combina-
tion of the two strategies creates a number of opportunities for the bulk of social reconstruc-
tion and provides an adequate reflection of the reality.

A sociologist who uses the express technology is included in the change management
process in the organization. He/she is (i) a member of the design team, (ii) participates in the
development of targeted social development programs of the organization, (iii) is a mediator
between employees and heads of departments, and (iv) functions as a communicator in the
relationship with the partners of the organization.

What is the heuristic potential of express sociology? First of all, this technology performs a
function of operational diagnostics. It is aimed at solving specific problems and adopting case
management solutions. The locality is its other feature. As a rule, a study is initiated by the
customer. The head of the organization or the head of a particular unit acts as the customer.
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The third feature is that the outcome of the research is an integral part of the solution, which is
aimed at achieving the result.

The proportion of the fundamental bases of sociology is minimal; express methods consti-
tute its foundation. This is due to information openness of the organization and the orientate-
on of the research on the result, which is necessary “here and now.” In this case, the researcher
must follow one simple rule: it is necessary to collect and analyze only the minimum of infor-
mation, which works for making specific management decisions.

The traditional version of a sociological research program includes the following compo-
nents: (i) stating the problem; (ii) formulating the subject, the object, objectives, and tasks of
the research; (iii) the process of conceptualization and operationalization of the concepts; and
(iv) stating the hypotheses. In contrast, the express technology relies on only two stages: (i)
formulation of the problems and (ii) justification of the hypotheses.

We need to impose restrictions on the hypotheses. Hypotheses justification in the tradi-
tional sense is the field of the professionals in methodology. Such hypotheses are formulated
on the basis of the indicators included in the questionnaire. These hypotheses are not in-
tended to have a scientific depth and solidity. In order to efficiently conduct an express study,
the bank of standardized methods is needed. A sociologist can develop a program to conduct a
study in a short time and get a result.

What are the advantages of the tools of express sociology? First of all, in its efficiency. Effi-
ciency, as an effective tool, allows diagnosing the specific situation in the short term in order to
identify positive or negative trends. Simplification of the procedures of investigating, collect-
ing, and processing empirical information is a means to achieve efficiency.

Reliability is a further advantage of the aforementioned technology. Reliability of informa-
tion is an essential attribute of any sociological research that meets professional requirements.
Reliability, as is known, depends on the quality of the sample, the reliability of the techniques,
and the sensitivity of the tools. In addition, specificity is also an advantage in express sociology.
Due to its nature, an express study is aimed at achieving purely practical results.

Application of this technology is associated with certain risks. A specialist in the express
technology seeks to obtain short-term and reliable information. This creates a dissonance: the
desire for authenticity requires the compliance with the procedures and methods, which slow
down the pace of the study; in turn, the customer is interested in the timely resolution of the
problems and wants a sociologist to provide the results as soon as possible. How is it possible
to overcome this contradiction? Professionalism and responsibility of the scientist are of pa-
ramount importance in this case. Only a professional can determine how to simplify the me-
thod of their research and reduce the number of respondents, while not distorting the result
itself. Only a professional can find a balance between the truth and the result.

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The article continues the studies of the impact of cultural factors on the economic progress of
different cultures and societies around the world, which were initiated years ago in the Harvard
Academy of International and Area Studies. The author’s research specifically focuses on “value
and attitude measurement” with the purpose to identify cultural values among Russian young
professionals, because it is very important for the economic future of the country. Although ques-
tionnaires, which include checklists or pre-formulated answers, are commonly used for value
studies, the author chooses a more “liberal” approach without a strict framework: data was ga-
thered by the content-analysis of the short essays were written by 4t year students of St. Peters-
burg Polytechnic University, enrolled in the Governance and Public Administration program in
2010-2015. Based on the content analysis, the following conclusions are drawn:students showed
a relatively high rating of values pertaining to comfort and success and significantly lower rating
of moral and ethical values. One of the most important values for economic and social progress -
"freedom” - was rated as the last one. Also, study showed the significant increase in the value of
“power.” In combining with other studies, author suggests that the cultural values that dominate
the Russian society may be more non- productive than productive and could be an obstacle to the
country's progress because it might give rise to economic stagnation and the lack of development
of state institutions.

Introduction: Culture, Mental Models as facilitators (or obstacles) of the progress.
G. Hofstede, F.Fukuyama, L. Harrison, S. Huntington, E. Yasyn and many others have studied
cultural barriers to the economic and political development of societies [1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7]. The
term “culture” describes all aspects of society: values, symbols, institutions, practices, and
relationships between people. These studies show that there is a correlation between culture
and the nature of the economy and introduce the concept of “productive” and “non-productive
economic culture” [7]. For example, a system of values, mental models, attitudes and etc. in
general could be called “productive” if it promotes economic development of a country. And
on the contrary - “non-productive” - when it does not promote or inhibits the economic devel-
opment of a country.

Several years ago, the Harvard Academy of International and Area Studies, initiated a
project to study the impact of cultural factors on the economic progress of different cultures
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and societies from around the world. The research agenda comprised six basic elements.
These elements are: (i) a value/attitude typology; (ii) the relationship between culture and
development; (iii) the relationship among values/attitudes, policies and institutions; (iv) cul-
tural transmission; (iv) value/attitude measurement; and (vi) assessing cultural initiatives
already underway.

Research. The study specifically deals with “value and attitude measurement.” The pur-
pose of this study is to identify cultural values among Russian youth. It is important to find out
what values are shared by young professionals because it is very important for the economic
future of the country.

Methods. Although questionnaires, which include checklists or pre-formulated answers,
are commonly used for value studies (for instance, Schwartz’s Value Inventory) [8]. The au-
thor suggests values measuring based on content-analysis of the text which considers as more
liberal, without a strict framework and more appropriate for the current situation in Russia.

In 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013, and 2015, a number of content analyses of texts (short essays)
were conducted. These essays were written by the students of St. Petersburg State Polytechnic
University enrolled in the Governance and Public Administration program. Each year approx-
imately 48-52 essays were analyzed for a total of 250 responses. In essays, students explained
the reasons of choosing the program specialty. Students were asked to write an answer to this
open-ended question: “List the reasons why you have chosen this profession?” The researcher
was interested in the students being able to be honest and complete their answers. So, it was
important that their answers were based on life experience and not a forced choice answer. It
should be noted that a real system of values occurs when a person makes a free choice, not a
forced answer. The students were not required to specify name, sex, and age; therefore, they
would feel freer and secure to answer honestly.

The content analysis began with the identification of semantic units [9, 10, 11], which used
the concepts of value orientations. Semantic units associated with the values orientations were
chosen from the results of the project “Tomsk Initiative-Core Values of Russians” [12], which
was carried out by a large group of Russian researchers from Moscow and Tomsk in 2001-
2003. The results were published in “Basovie Tzennosty Rossiyan: Sotzialnie Ustanovki. Ziz-
nennie Strategii Cimvoli. Myphi.” The English translation is “Basic values of Russians: Social
attitudes. Life Strategies. Symbols. Myths”. The concepts chosen were: independence, power,
freedom, calmness/peace, mercy, justice, patriotism, pleasure, success, law, mind, selfless,
development/growth, prosperity/wealth, comfort, integrity/honesty, work, and family. The
indicators (words) corresponding with the semantic units were selected from the students’
texts (See Table 1 “Semantic units and text indicators”).

Next, the frequency of each reference in the texts was calculated. Since the samples from
each year (2010, 2011, 2012, 2013, 2015) were different in the number of texts, the frequen-
cies of responses were normalized, i.e. they were divided by the number of texts [11] (See
Tables 2 -6 “The results of content analysis”).

Limitations on the use of the content analysis method. Limitations include interpreta-
tions of words and meaning between the students and the coder. As Weber notes, “To make
valid inferences from the text, it is important that the classification procedure be reliable in the
sense of being consistent: Different people should code the same text in the same way” [13].
Since there was only one coder, there is high reliability in the consistent interpretation of the
words. Another limitation is the complexity of the process. The use of measures and numbers
as a valid way to obtain “objectivity” and “systematicity,” may be spoiled by the human ten-
dency to read textual material selectively, in support of expectations rather than against them
[14].
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Conclusions. Based on the content analysis, the following conclusions can be drawn. First,
the most frequently used words by the students are associated with notions of “pleasure,”
“comfort,” “success,” and “power.” Second, the least frequently used words by the students are
associated with the concepts, such as “lawfulness,” “selfness,” “justice,” and “freedom.” From
2010 to 2015, these rankings have not changed with the exception of “power.” During this
period of time, this value increased more than 2 times (from 20.8 to 48). Overall, students still
showed a relatively high rating of values pertaining to comfort and success and significantly
lower rating of moral and ethical values, and one of the most important values for economic
development and social progress - “freedom” - was rated the last one. But it should be noted
that for the development of an innovative economy two factors are very important to succeed:
(i) freedom of creativity and (ii) freedom of enterprise. These data confirm that the trends iden-
tified in previous research (“Basic values of Russians: Social attitudes. Life Strategies. Symbols.
Myths” (2003) [15]) remain the same: high ratings of vital values, lower ratings of moral and
ethical values. Young professionals want to pursue pleasure and an exciting life.

The results of other studies [16, 17] show the increasing “string atomization” of the Rus-
sian society, reducing horizontal linkages, with the dominance of the etatist complex (from
French “Etat” - “state”). The concept of “Etatism”, is close to “Statism”; it is the worldview and
ideology, which absolutes role of the state in society and promotes the maximum subordinate
of the interests of individuals and groups with the interests of the state, which is supposed to
be standing over society. Also it should be noted that surveys done in 2014 found the level of
confidence or trust between people in Russia was not more than 20% [18, 19]. This corres-
ponds to results of the survey conducted in January 2013 by independent center ROMIR in
Russia. The ROMIR survey conducted (N=2000, 41 Russian Federation, 203 survey point) on a
representative sample indicated that only 22.9% of respondents believed that people can be
trusted. The majority of Russians (73.7%) believe that people cannot be trusted and need to
be very careful in relationships (Undecided was 3.4%).

On the basis of the above, the system of values in the Russian culture can be attributed to
non-productive culture, and it is an obstacle to the country's progress. There is a strong need
for further research in this area to identify cultural trends in the Russian society and to under-
stand the chief factors that influence to the values and attitude formation (such as university
education, churches, child rearing practices, the media, the workplace etc.), to create the value
and attitude guideline for the promotion of progressive values and attitudes.

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This article examines what impact the government and the banking system have on the devel-
opment of small- and medium-sized businesses. Different ways to impact on the company by the
government and the banking system are studied and evaluated. The authors propose several
methods for more effective state support in the development of new businesses.

Key words: government; banking system; small business; medium-sized enterprise; business;
Russian Federation.

Nowadays, every person realizes that business is very important in their life. Thanks to differ-
ent enterprises and companies every person with little efforts can choose a product, which is
good enough for them. Small- and medium-sized enterprises (SME) take a big part in every
market economy. Large enterprises usually develop either under the state’s control or with its
cooperation. Nevertheless, one should not forget that SME help develop the society as a sys-
tem of large-scale cooperation. Some states forget about part of these enterprises and do not
help them. Consequently, it might become a reason of why a state remains without changes in
its economic development.

SME are well supported in the Russian Federation, because there are often new compa-
nies appearing, which help society and the whole country to develop. One of the most famous
ways of supporting this economy sector is to give subventions, which are contributed to en-
terprises for free. The subventions must help in developing most perspective projects. Almost
in the same way, start-up companies are supported. The state can also organize a competition,
where a winner gets grant for devoloping their own project.

For exampole, the Government of Leningrad Oblast takes action in this direction. St. Pe-
tersburg takes first place in the amount of small enterprises: 100 thousands inhabitants —
368,7 points. There are also statistics of Moscow and the Moscow region, which we may use to
compare the results: the Moscow region - 239,8 points; Moscow - 213,5 points.

St. Petersburg also takes good places in a world rating: in amount of small-scale enterpris-
es for 100 thousands inhabitants, St. Petersburg takes 18t place in the world. This index ex-
ceeds the middle one in more than 3 times in the Russian Federation. In amount of workers at
small-scale enterprises, St. Petersburg takes 33t place between Lithuania and Latvia. This
index exceeds the middle one in 1,3 times in the Russian Federation.

Frequently SME get an opportunity to develop by receiving the state’s support. Banks of
the Russian Federation do not support this type of business. We can prove that with the un-
dertaken studies of Aori Company.

According to the statistics, it is obvious that 19% of entrepreneurs would like to take outa
loan, but they cannot do it. Therefore, 5t half of SME does not have an opportunity to get sup-
port from bank for its development. 12% of respondents often use bank’s services. They are in
requisition and are not afraid of paying back the bank if a crisis comes. 7% of respondents
used bank services only once, very likely those entrepreneurs were not pleased with bank
percents or with their relations. Finally, 62% of entrepreneurs had never used credit services.
This category of entrepreneurs is not the same as that category, which often takes out a loan
for developing its business. Respondents of this category are more likely to have set up busi-
ness recently and haven’t had a chance to become widely known. That is why, their market
position is not stable, and loan interests during the crisis can ruin a company. Consequently,
entrepreneurs try not to take out a loan until their market position is stable.

The next undertaken study made by Aori Company is connected with hindrance of SME to
take out a loan. 36% of respondents noticed high percentages of bank. Undoubtedly, enter-
prises, which are not stable, cannot afford a loan with high interest rates. However, the most
popular answer was: “Too many necessary documents.” Companies, which have set up busi-
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ness recently, face with difficulties trying to have a loan from a bank. Collecting all necessary
documents takes a lot of time time, and many entrepreneurs do not want to do it. We also
should not forget that banks ask for certificates about company’s earnings. These certificates
are necessary for assure the bank that a particular enterprise is available to pay back a loan.
However, company, which has set up recently, does not have certificates about its incomings
for last one or two years. That is how SME is limited in taking loans. 3% of our respondents
mentioned that they had hindrance in receiving pawn. It shows limitations of SME in receiving
credits. Those companies that want to have a credit may not have enough resources to pay
them back. Last 3% of entrepreneurs mentioned that they did not have any problem in taking
out a loan. These owners are of those enterprises, which are the most popular in the market
which receive large profit.

In conclusion, SME are developing most of all with support from the state. The banking
system does not often provide resources for development for this sector for many reasons. We
consider the state to be more dynamic in supporting SME.

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Personnel audit as the tool of an assessment of human resources of the modern enterprise is an
effective information basis for development of the all system of elements of the internal enterprise
environment of the organization.

Key words: internal enterprise environment; enterprise development; personnel audit.

Personnel audit in modern practice is understood as a complex assessment of human re-
sources and a personnel management system regarding their compliance to the purposes and
strategy of the company, and also identification of the reasons (with an assessment of their
influence and the importance) emergence of problems in functioning of the company, with the
subsequent recommendations about reduction of a control system of human resources
and/or human resources in compliance with requirements of business.

The optimum and rational mechanism of realization of personnel audit will allow it to be-
come a basis of development of the internal enterprise environment. Human resources of the
organization provide development of all other elements of the internal environment of the
organization. Therefore, due to improvement of elements of the internal enterprise environ-
ment their deep analysis in the context of influence of elements of a personnel management
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system and the personnel on realization of these elements has to be the cornerstone of devel-
opment of the enterprise.

According to the author, it is necessary to understand process of improvement of activity
of the enterprise by increase of efficiency of functioning of elements of his internal environ-
ment as development of the internal enterprise environment. Elements of the internal enter-
prise environment accompanied by the possible directions of development and the main me-
thods of realization of these directions are presented in Table 1.

In the conditions of transition to post-industrial society there was a revaluation of value of
human resources for the organization. The personnel are recognized as a fundamental condi-
tion of ensuring competitiveness of the enterprises as the major innovative resource in eco-
nomic, social and cultural development. Noticeable growth in improvement of the theory and
practice of human resource management is connected with it.

Dynamic development of business causes need of development and deployment of new
approaches to human resource management for the organizations. Today in the world econ-
omy the new paradigm of sustained economic growth which is based on use of knowledge
and innovations as the major economic resources was created. Innovations create the strong-
est competitive advantages of the modern organizations, and as the prerequisite and a condi-
tion of innovative process serves existence in the organization of innovative potential. When it
is told about the innovative potential of personnel, it is, first of all, about set of abilities and
opportunities of workers to carry out a sustainable development of the organization. At reali-
zation of innovative strategy functions of service of human resource management extend: the
importance gets consultation of heads, the role of work with expected information increases,
to the forefront there are actions for development, motivation and stimulation of personnel.
Innovative approach to human resource management in the organization is shown in realiza-
tion of modern integration techniques, such as management of creativity, management of
talents, management of knowledge, a HR benchmarking and MBO in human resource man-
agement, personnel monitoring, controlling of personnel, personnel audit.

For effective realization of modern integration technologies in human resource manage-
ment, it is necessary to carry out the complex analysis of the internal enterprise environment
in combination with personnel audit, and on the basis of the carried-out analysis to develop
recommendations about improvement of elements of the internal environment.

After carrying out the analysis of elements of the internal enterprise environment, accord-
ing to the offered model, realization of personnel audit follows directly. At the same time all
activities for human resource management have to be proved by those characteristics of ele-
ments of the internal environment which are revealed by means of the VPS-analysis.

Following the results of carrying out the VPS-analysis the main are formulated strong and
weaknesses of elements of the internal enterprise environment on the basis of which the
group of target indicators and characteristics which need to be reached within development of
the enterprise is formed. These indicators and characteristics are the cornerstone of develop-
ment of the plan of carrying out personnel audit at the enterprise, and also implementation of
the recommendations offered following the results of carrying out personnel audit.

Process of realization of personnel audit as estimates of a control system of human re-
sources has to contain the following main objects presented in Figure 1.

Due to improvement of elements of the internal enterprise environment their deep analy-
sis in the context of influence of elements of a personnel management system and the person-
nel on realization of these elements has to be the cornerstone of development of the enter-
prise.
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Personnel audit at the enterprise is capable to reveal and open serious problems of the en-
terprise as a result of which solution all internal enterprise environment will successfully de-
velop. But for achieving the maximum efficiency, it is necessary not just to carry out the proce-
dure of personnel audit an enterprise, but to make it elaborately and rationally, establishing
the organized mechanism of carrying out personnel audit as full-fledged technology of an
assessment of a control system of human resources.

When the management of an enterprise makes the decision that it is necessary to book
personnel audit, auditors at the enterprise, both the staff of this organization and consultants
from other specialized companies may act as auditors. Then, the management and auditors in
common formulate specific goals and problems of personnel audit. More precisely and cor-
rectly the purposes are formulated, than the probability subjects effectively to book personnel
audit is higher. Therefore, it is impossible to underestimate the importance of this stage while
carrying out personnel audit. The formulated purposes and tasks form a basis of the specifica-
tion which needs to be developed before the process of personnel audit starts. The plan of
carrying out personnel audit has to represent the document, in which the content of the pro-
cedure of personnel audit, specific performers of each element, and terms of its performance is
stipulated.

The process of personnel audit is preceded with a number of preparatory activities to
which the development of the system of personnel motivation belongs to an assessment, pre-
liminary conversations with personnel, etc. Thus, the mechanism of carrying out personnel
audit includes such elements as an object and the direction of an assessment, the subject and
participants of an assessment, methods of an assessment, and approximate expenses of time
for carrying out an assessment.

Separately, it should be noted that the specification of tests and requirements to em-
ployees at a preparatory stage occurs depending on to which element of the internal enter-
prise environment this or that position belongs. To define the accessory of a position and dthe
egree of its importance, it is necessary to use the method of gradering the positions adapted to
this technique.

Following the results of carrying out organizational actions within personnel audit, the fi-
nal document should include conclusions from the protocols of an assessment and also a
complex of recommendations about possible ways to correct the defects and to improve per-
sonnel management systems at the enterprise.

It is expedient to book personnel audit with a certain frequency, especially when the man-
agers constantly have actual information on the personnel structure of the enterprise, and
when they also need the personnel audit in the following cases: the reorganization of the com-
pany; the inefficiency of regular structure (surplus of employees); the need to increase the
controllability of branches or offices of the enterprise; the solution of a question of investing
into the company; the release of a new product or service on the market; and the emergence
of a question of production expansion.

The following information is the result of personnel audit:

- main personnel problems and their reasons;

- a development plan for optimization of costs of human resource management of the
company;

- an assessment of degree of compliance of the existing structure and the number of
personnel structure to the strategy of the enterprise;

- critical points and zones of risk in the developed personnel management system;

- an assessment of readiness of personnel for realization of the purposes and tasks of
the organization;
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- obvious, hidden, and potential sources of threats and risks connected with person-
nel;

- sources of new problem and conflict situations emerging;

- recommendations on optimization in order to increase effective management of hu-
man resources of the company;

- recommendations on the development of elements of the internal enterprise envi-
ronment on the basis of the carried-out analysis.

The mechanism of carrying out personnel audit offered above is rather universal and
might be applied at the enterprises of various fields of activity. And nevertheless, it is neces-
sary to consider specifics of each branch and requirements to the personnel while conducting
personnel audit. Personnel audit promotes the professional development of the personnel by
means of a complex step-by-step assessment of strong elements and weaknesses of personnel
management systems; it also identifies the ways to improve and develop both human re-
source management and the personnel.

The scheme of development of the internal enterprise environment on the basis of per-
sonnel audit is presented in a general view in Figure 2.

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The need to strengthen the institutional foundations of number of banking system and increase
the efficiency of the whole system behind the adoption in recent years, a number of policy docu-
ments aimed at the liberalization and reform of the banking system.

Key words: commercial banks; liberalization; privatization of banks; financial stability.

Banks of Uzbekistan had to develop for many uears and overcome considerable difficulties in
order to become a powerful system, influencing the national economy. In 1991 initiated the
formation of a number of banks, which were acting in changed conditions of the economic
growth in Uzbekistan, acquiring new traits stage by stage and mastering modern methods of
work.1991-1992 years became the turning point for the approach to the banking system.
Enactment of the law of Uzbekistan “About banks and banking system” became the base for
formation of two-level banking system and foundation of the Central bank along with entrust-
ing to it new functions. The bank was faced with duties to control money circulation and pay-
ment system, to form commercial bank structures.

The need to enhance the institutional basis of banking system operation and to increase
the efficiency of the whole system predetermined the acception of program documents in
recent years, aimed at liberalization and reformation of the banking system in Uzbekistan. In
that case, systematic and approach to liberalization of banking forms the basis of documents. It
is noteworthy that adherence to these principles made it possible for Uzbekistan to avoid the
loss of people’s trust in native banks, which was observed in a number of countries with tran-
sit economy. It is undoubtedly great success in creating a stable and reliable banking system,
and it serves as basis for further improvement of the whole financial system.

Nowadays, Uzbekistan has a goal to create an effective banking sector with a modern bank
structure. The banking reform program, which is being implemeted, determines the guide-
lines of its liberalization by the activation of the banks privatization process, attraction of addi-
tional foreign and domestic investments to the funds of banks, including the further commer-
cialization of their activity and enhancement of the access of entrepreneurial structures to the
bank financing and efforts aimed at increasing investors’ trust in banks.

In medium-term prospect, there are two main strategic goals, which will define the devel-
opment of the Uzbekistan banking sector. The first one is the increase of the financial stability
of the banks and the spreading of a spectrum of financial services in internal markets. The
second one is the activation of banks of Uzbekistan in the international capital market. All the

steps undoubtedly indicate aspiration, intention, and readiness of the country to integrate into
the globalizing world economy.

At present time, the banking sector of Uzbekistan is presented by the Central bank and 30
commercial banks, 3 of them are the state banks, 5 include participation of foreign capital, in 9
banks dominates the private capital, and 13 banks consist of mixed forms of property.

Development of new banking system with only private capital is the priority direction in
the reforming banking sector of Uzbekistan, the government and the Central bank in every
possible way stimulate the development of private banks. So, they are granted tax remission
and other different privileges, they are given a technical support in personnel training. At
present, the number of private banks makes up nearly the half of the total number of commer-
cial banks of the country. Stimulation of development of private banks favored the growth of
competition, the improvement of the quality of banking services and the effective market allo-
cation of financial resources. This, in its turn, was to impact the developing process and stimu-
late private enterprises in the country.

Even having started stage of real economic self-sufficiency and having begun the universa-
lization of its activity, some commercial banks, which were organized on the basis of former
national specialized banks, kept not only economic potential and the infrastructure created
over the years, but also the clientele and the originality of functional service area. Being forced
to continue to work with numerous clients whose financial positions were becoming more
difficult due to the worsening of economic circumstances in the country and the raise of non-
payment, these banks were becoming hostages to problems, which solutions considerably
depended directly on their own activity.

High inflation in the first half of 90’s made troubles for many industrial enterprise-
borrowers in finding cash assets to pay off debts to banks because of the worsening gap be-
tween outputting costs and selling prices. Solution to most problems of bank supervision is
regarded as the enhancement of the system approach, eliminating isolation of separate de-
partments in the supervision section and further development of their activity. Effective prin-
ciples of bank supervision were enshrined in the documents of the Basel committee of bank
supervision. Most of these regulations in one form or another reflected in normative acts of
the Central bank of Uzbekistan and government legislation. However, efficiency of supervision
is provided by the integral system of supervision actions.

One of the Basel principles is the need to license the banking activity. The approach to li-
censing must be strict. Organizations, which do not meet certain criteria, do not have a right to
do banking business. When considering applications for the grant of license, banking supervi-
sors carefully analyze the minimum amount of nominal capital and the structure of bank
property, its membership, and personal of directors and chief executives, the operational fi-
nancial plan, the organization of internal control, and the development plan in the near future.

During the conditions of assessment of efficient asset allocation and formation of their
loan portfolio, banks solve macroeconomic problem of efficient resources allocation. From
these positions over control (or rather non-regulation) of their activity deprives the economy
of crucial mechanism for the market economy. Consequently, there also has to be wise super-
vision (dominance the principle of “no harm”). In its place, commercial banks are objectively
interested in maximum social trust in them based on reliability and stability, which can pro-
vide competent regulation of banking activity. Commercial banks and the Central Bank are
mirrors to each other. Their activity and interests cross with each other. Efficient banking
system cannot survive in the case of confrontation and unreliability. The Central Bank should
not be in an excessively strict position, but commercial banks should understand that after the
long run the supervision positively reflects in their long-term collective interests.

Today banking community of Uzbekistan should tackle many difficult problems, but the
development perspective of this sector is very optimistic. Definitely, the crucial development
of banking system will not occur on its own. It will be the result of raised efficiency of banking
business and its further liberalization, which will eventually found the real basis for the sup-
port sustainable growth of the whole economy.
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In today’s reality, all developing countries feel the impact of small business sector on the econ-
omy and try to use the most effective methods of solving problems that are related with firms
implementing their financial performers in small scale.

Small enterprise in comparison with large corporations has a number of advantages that
ensure their undeniable efficiency:

- Secure the market with those goods and services that are inefficient to produce or
provide for large organizations because of high economic costs and low
reimbursement of expenses;

- Large quantity of money circulation;

- Quickadaptation to constantly changing economic conditions;

- Efficacious application of groundbreaking ideas and innovations.

Currently, in the Russian economy the development of small business is a key source of
production efficiency growth, market saturation with necessary goods and services, im-
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provement of living standards. However, at the moment, small business is objectively having
weaker market position than large and medium enterprise.

On the one hand, small companies are characterized by significant growth potential and
flexibility of market behavior that provide their survival and development, and at the same
time, it is required to provide access to resources that give practical opportunity for small
enterprises to carry out active business activities. The concept of “small enterprises’ potential”
refers to the least explored categories of market economy, as there are no unified algorithm
and tool for measuring and evaluating the potential of small business, its formation and re-
production. The potential of a small enterprise relies on many factors, such as technology
equipment, professional qualification of staff, financial resources, market position, etc. Repro-
duction is main potential objective for small enterprises. The possibilities of reproduction
depend on those resources that are owned by small enterprises. They include:

- technical resources - production equipment;

- material resources - raw, materials;

- human resources - the number and qualifications of personnel, etc,;

- information resources - data about the system and its external environment;

- financial resources - the amount and usage of funds;

- management resources — ways of decision-making, system planning, registration
and control;

Today, there are different approaches to the assessment of small business potential.
Among them are: the comparative method, in which considered firm is compared with firms-
analogues; the cost method, associated with the valuation of the company’s property. Tool,
which is used to capacity calculation, based on the most complete list of resources’ types and
limitations of their use. Note, that the potential of small business in the country is not fully
implemented.

To resist the influence of those factors that hinder the development of small business is
one of the most important challenges for the economy. Today small organizations face some
problems, that can be placed in the following order by the degree of importance:

- High taxes;

- Excessive obstacles by the administrative apparatus;
- Unfavorable conditions for lending;

- Lack of social protection.

The economic growth rate in a particular industry directly depend on the number of effec-
tive and competitive enterprises of small and average business in this sector, therefore it is
necessary to create powerful mechanisms of small business supporting for the economic
weath of our country [1, p. 197].

Are there any prospects for small business segment developing in Russia for coming
years? Is it possible to develop this economic sector, considering the numerous sanctions im-
posed on Russian Federation by the European Union and the United States?

Plans for the future. Assistance and preservation of small business are among the most
urgent issues for the state, as precisely the small enterprise sector has a significant impact on
GDP growth in the country.

For solving the existing problems the Russian Government intends to use the instruments of
state support, such as:

- Improvement of credit and tax policy mechanisms;

- Implementation of uniform investment standards.
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In November, 2008 the Government of Russian Federation approved "the Concept of long-
term socially-economic development in the country", according to this document the entities
of small and average business will have achieved certain indicators by 2020:
- The relative share of small business will be 30% in GDP of the country, and the total
volume of small and average enterprises will be 50% of total GDP;
- The percentage of companies included in small business sector will increase to
80%;
- The number of people working in small business industry will grow to 60% of total
population;

Over the last two years, the state apparatus has been paying more and more attention to
the problem of small business developing. Mainly, such interest is caused by the introduced
sanctions of foreign countries, which leads to enhancement of Russian entrepreneurship,
including small business sector.

It is expected that the efficiency index of small enterprises will increase to Western-
European level during the next 5 years. Nonetheless, the perspectives for the small businesses
developing directly depend on the aid, which is rendered by the government; therefore, the
following statements must be accomplished for achieving the target:

- enforce schemes for competitiveness maintenance of promising enterprises;

- devise institutional mechanisms for the effective lending institutions activity;

- formulate the most favorable conditions for microfinance institution functioning;

- ensure the accessibility of state and municipal property for Russian manufacturers;

- renovate the mechanisms of business incubators in innovative business sphere;

- produce infrastructure for small enterprise improving;

- provide access to government tenders for businessmen of small and average
business;

- eliminate administrative barriers by legislative framework perfecting.

In addition to previously mentioned, the Russian Government has established a project for
creating more than 500 business incubators, providing each region with the 100 million
rubles guarantee Fund, the investment Fund and the necessary microfinance infrastructure
for small business developing [3, p. 3]. The Government should use the small business subsi-
dizing projects to create such mechanisms.

First changes. According to analysts, the results of some implementations have already
appeared. This is reflected in activity structure changing of some credit and financial entities,
which has shifted to short-term loans that are often used by entrepreneurs in small business
sector [2, p. 58].

In the opinion of the expert services, because of many factors have influenced on ruble and
oil prices falling, the main hope shouldn't be imposed on large corporations, but on small
businesses, as currently the development of this industry is more promising.

PucyHok 1. I'paduueckoe npecTaB/ieHue KaipoBOro NoTeHIMala paboTHHUKA.
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This article deals with the basic directions of the social teacher’s activities in the educational
environment in the conditions of the Kyrgyz Republic. It analyses a questionnaire survey con-
ducted among school directors and students regarding ordinary activities of a social teacher in
modern conditions of the school education development. A social worker is noted to be a signifi-
cant figure in socialization of children’s personalities, building communication channels among
the children, their families, and the teaching staff.
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The educational system aims at creating a comfortable school learning environment for chil-
dren through improving curricula, introducing diversity into the learning process with the use
of innovative technologies. At the same time, it is mindful to the characteristics of socialization
of children in the educational institutions. The so-called Institute of Social Workers was intro-
duced in the schools of the Kyrgyz Republic in 2011 in order to create acceptable conditions
for students’ socialization. School administrations accepted the introduction of the aforemen-
tioned service in the education system.

The questionnaire survey conducted among school directors shows that they believe that
the position of a school social teacher to be important. 112 school directors participated in the
survey in total. They explain their point of view by the fact that the social teachers act as a
mediator between the students and the teaching staff. The reason why they were surveyd is
that they could examine a social status of their students and had many opportunities to work
with them on an individual basis. Also, there are many parents who externally or internally
migrated to/in Kyrgyzstan; therefore, the social teachers have to cooperate with a number of
different social organizations in order to uphold children’s rights and help them in solving
educational challenges. Their entire activities are aimed at ensuring that teachers fulfil their
main function, which is to pay sufficient attention to the process of education. According to the
school directors, various measures to prevent crimes among the students are the most impor-
tant thing of any social teacher. Scope of the social teachers’ work is extremely versatile, since
they work closely with the parents, students, and the whole community. It is surprising that
some directors think that the presence of a full-time employee with special education in social
work is not necessary, because any teacher can easily cope with such duties. Of course, future
teachers study psychology in the course of training in universities but not to the extent that is
necessary for the social teacher.

Being engaged in personality development, social pedagogy regulates system of relations
in the family and in the school team. In the crisis conditions of the existence of the personality
in the family or at school, the social teacher helps a child to find a place in society and adapt for
changing conditions in life. Knowledge of child psychology and communication methods with
children are very important in such a profession. In this case, social pedagogy analyses the
impact of these relations on the family system, performing family functions by its members.
Subject of the social pedagogy is, in the first place, an individual in childhood. Childhood turns
out to be the most vulnerable, unprotected period.

Addressing current challenges, there is a growing understanding that the expertise and
knowledge about the role of a person in society, the process of personality formation, individ-
ual socialization, and difficulties of the childhood in current conditions are required to ensure
the efficient operation of the Institute of Social Teachers within the education system of Kyr-
gyzstan. For instance, DeYoung (2007) states, “Kyrgyzstan’s social fabric continues to unravel,
with unclear and contested understandings of free market dynamics, democratic processes,
and how a multiethnic nation can collaborate now...” (p. 254). The practice of social teachers
aims to help children (adolescents) to achieve social and mental stability in society and estab-
lish new relationships. This predetermines the main goals of the social pedagogy, i.e. to help a
child to navigate in the society’s current crisis conditions, teaching how to overcoming difficul-
ties. Society, along with individuals’ inner circles and personal relations, is the main area of
social teachers’ activities. In addition, the sphere of relations in the family, immediate sur-
roundings, and neighbourhoods is the priority, especially in current conditions.
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Modern requirements for the social teachers include: (i) to work with the children from
troubled families and orphanages; (ii) to work at different social educational centers and at the
centers of social and psychological assistance (Smirnyagina, n.d.).

Work of the social teachers with children and families is a key element in all these institu-
tions. Let's try to identify the core in social teachers’ activities in any of the aforementioned
social pedagogical and social educational institutions. Let's consider what common features
the work of the social teachers has in these institutions.

1.  Knowledge about a child (adolescent) will help the social teachers make right deci-
sion regarding the type of assistance they can provide to a child in the process of socialization.
One needs to know about his/her health, relations in the family, at school, and among the
peers. The social teachers are able to make any decision only after compiling “Identity Card”
and “Environment Card.” They get knowledge about children from conversations with their
surrounding, analysising behavioural patterns and social networks;

2. The next stage in the social teachers’ work is to understand the problem situation, in
which a child finds him/herself in, paying attention to behavioural patterns. Having conduced
a comprehensive analysis of the situation, the ways to overcome the crisis should be outlined;

3. Any social teacher should have pedagogical thoughtfulness and tact, communication
skills, the ability not to violate personal boundaries, making an educational impact on the
child. It is important not only to influence a child (adolescent), but also to coordinate the influ-
ence coming from the family, school, and the peers, deeply affecting the relations with
him/her. Also, this is a step-by-step process: more ambitious goals might be set up once there
isa clear progress has been achieved;

4. An ability of a social teacher to convince a child (adolescent) that only he/she can
change his/her live and overcome the existing situation is very important in social teachers’
everyday work. In addition, they need to establish an environment to ensure that a child (ado-
lescent) is willing to settle down to a course of self-improvement and self-organization;

5. Social teachers’ organizational activities aims at mediating between a child and the
whole society, state, and public organizations, and most importantly at helping this child to
constantly adapt to life new conditions (Nikitina, 2007).

In organizing their work, the school social teachers give the priority to creating a healthy
microclimate in each team. They also invest in the humanization of interpersonal relations,
encourage personal development, and promote protection of individual interests, organizing
leisure and inclusive activities, inclusion in socially useful activities. More than that, profes-
sional social teachers also explore personal problems of students and teachers, taking all pos-
sible measures to address them. Also, they give special attention to the issues of child protec-
tion against cruelty, selfishness, and permissiveness of the parents.

What is the core in the social teachers’ work, and how does it differ from the work of other
school teachers, subject teachers, and even supervising their teachers or tutors? Usually,
teachers have to work with a class or a group, and their methods are mainly focused on team-
work. The social teachers work with a person, an individual child (adolescent), or with a group
of people, but a small one. If the social teachers work with a family, the work is carried out
individually with each member. Also, they work in the field of child and adolescent protection,
providing social or medical assistance. They should be able to organize education, rehabilita-
tion, and adaptation for those who need this type of professional assistance.

Different countries have two approaches to social teachers’ activities: a social teacher ei-
ther cooperates with a school or is a full-time employee. In Kyrgyzstan, this is a full-time job.
Working with children at school, the social teachers should visit students’ families, providing
assistance for parents and students in normalizing their relations and finding out the reasons
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for students’ absence. They also identify families that maltreat children, physically or mentally
underdeveloped children, deprived children, and provide care to them. These are those chil-
dren who cannot have a good academic standing due to their intellectual abilities, experience
stress either within a group of peers at school or in their families, or have deseases and other
health disabilities, being even addicted to drugs or alcohol. They are usually observed by a
commission on juvenile affairs. In addition, the social teachers should work with the gifted
children. In some cases, assistance to this group of children may include the understanding of
their relations with others, while in other cases it goes further and consists of helping to learn
how to control his/her actions, being a confident person. However, in both cases, the social
teachers are required to be sensitive and warm-hearted.

The social teachers coordinate the teaching staff to work with difficult children, families,
creating a positive social microenvironment, which is also important today. They regularly
inform the school teaching staff about the psychological climate in classrooms, any problem a
child. Also, they play a major role in preparing and drawing up a school social work plan.

Children who illegally work during school hours should get more attention from the social
teachers, who deal with a range of issues regarding their education, checking whether the
legal norms of child labour are fulfilled. This issue is very serious in current conditions and
very relevant today. The social teachers make sure whether all those in need visit rehabilita-
tion centres, and reveive a number of social benefits, provided to all large families in Kyr-
gyzstan, such as free breakfasts at schools and free clothing.

Crisis in education and lack of funding resulted in staff shortage; in turn, the isolation of
schools from dynamic social processes affected the education of the younger generation. Ac-
cording to DeYoung (2007), “Neither is it clear how schools will be able to implement what-
ever vospitaniye activities they are commanded to perform without additional resources and
where most other public institutions also remain in shambles” (p. 254). Kabulov (2007) also
states, “Kyrgyzstan teachers feel burdened by shortages of equipment and supplies such as
paper, textbooks and other audio-visual materials; teachers rely on chalk and the blackboard”
(p- 124). There are various negative processes in society, which affect the development of the
Kyrgyz educational system; however, the social teachers take a worthy place in the educa-
tional environment.

This is proved by the questionnaire survey conducted in many schools of Kyrgyzstan. A to-
tal of 112 students were involved in the survey. When asked “Do you have a school social
teacher?” 100% of the students sayed “Yes.” This suggests that a school social teacher is not
just a nominal staff member, but a person who is known by all students. When asked “Do you
turn to him/her for support?” 78 students answered in the affirmative, which was 69.6% of
the total number of the respondents, and 34 students (or 30.35%) answered in the negative.
Comparing statistic data, only about 30% of the students appear to be trouble-free ones at
schools. When asked “When did you turn to them?” the respondents listed a wide range of
problems, such as (i) conflicts with classmates and teachers, (ii) racketeering, (iii) family con-
flicts, (iv) theft of money, and others. In all cases, the social teachers responded and held talks,
training sessions, discussed the issues during advisory hours, and showed movies.

The next question was devoted to the level of satisfaction with the quality of social teach-
ers’ activities. When asked “Are you satisfied with his/her help, if you received any?” 50 stu-
dents (or 64.1%) from those seeking assistance answered in the affirmative, while 16 students
(20.5%) responded that the assistance from their social teachers was of low quality and did
not change the situation. Eight students (10.3%) were partially satisfied with the help of the
social teachers. What has changed after receiving the help? Children note the following posi-
tive aspects: (i) their conflicts with the classmates have been resolved; (ii) children could build
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peacefull relations and become friends; (iii) a conflict girl learned to control her behaviour
after participating in conflict management trainings. Additionally, through conversations and
training sessions, racketeering decreased significantly, etc.

“What a social teacher should be like?” Here is the vision of the school students. A social
teacher is a person, who can easily find a common language with children and adults; is fair,
friendly, able to use the Internet, diligent, intelligent, kind, educated, humane, decisive, able to
approach every individual student, active, able to read students’ minds, cultural, easy, able to
correctly solve problems, calm; knows psychology, protects interests and the rights of stu-
dents, knows his/her business, can keep secrets, knows the ethics of behaviour. This is only
part of children’s description of a nearly ideal social teacher.

The last question in the survey was “Would you choose the profession of a social teacher?”
A positive response was received from 50 students or 44% of the total number of survey par-
ticipants, 52 students (46%) answered in the negative, and 10 students (8.9%) responded “I
do not know”. The students indicated the following reasons to choose this profession in the
future. On the one hand, they were interested in such work, and they would like to help other
students, visiting households with a purpose of establishing communication chanles for re-
solving personal and educational issues effectively with both the students and their parents.
On the other hand, they would like to organize educational programs, such as “Akylordo,” a
club of experts, etc. Students also want to be like their social teachers, because they admire
their personal characteristics and understand the social importance of this profession.

Students indicated the following reasons that might prevent them from choosing this pro-
fession. They were of opinion that it was a very difficult, demanding, and poorly paid work. It
should be stressed that young people believe that the current generation is uneducated, and
this fact complicates the teachers’ work at schools. Some of them said that they had already
chosen their profession.

In sum, the social teachers are in charge of creating a situation that could enable children
to cope with any crisis they find themselves in or to prevent such situations in life. Their pro-
fessionalism and trust relations with children are of great importance here.
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The question of assessment appeared together with the processes of teaching and study. The
relevance of it is indisputable due to its absolute necessity in the teaching process. It’s quite un-
derstandable that any foreign language teaching has the aim of improvement and increase of
students’ skills of communication. Nowadays the most common used tools for assessment have
become tests of different kinds. But the consequences of using them are not so good , especially
when they take the first place without speaking. In my work with the help of investigations made
on students’ work with tests or without them it have proved that the usage of tests especially
multiple choice tests or true false tests have to take the least positions in the process of stud , be-
cause they decrease students’ abilities to speak and to communicate with each other. So it has
been shown that in the process of foreign language study we can have tests as assessment but in
very small doses and in combination with speaking.

Key words: assessment, tests, teaching English, skills, improvement, disadvantages.

From the time people began studying, there have always been a necessity to possess different
ways of assessment. The question of assessment has a high level of relevance (and I'm sure
will be constantly having for a very long period of time) due to its absolute necessity and in-
disputable role in the teaching process. Speaking about teaching English, it is absolutely clear
that as any language it must be checked in all ways taking into consideration 4 types of activi-
ties: (i) listening; (ii) writing; (iii) reading, and (iv) speaking. And, of course, it goes without
saying that in any kind of assessment, speaking should take the leading positions.

The first place in modern educational field is taken by different kinds of tests which year
by year are regressing students’ skills in English study. In one of my previous works I spoke
about the educational investigation having been performed with my students. The investiga-
tion combined 3 groups of students that received either only tests as assessment or both
speaking and multiple choice tests, and in the third group all the process was made in a com-
municative form, the results of which proved the negative influence and bad skills in those
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groups whose only assessment were multiple choice tests. In Russia we have been having a
test scale of assessment not for such a long time. Tests as we know came into the light in the
beginning of the last century. At that time, Frederick Kelly showed his opinion that different
teachers tended to give different judgments of student work. And he considered that to be a
big problem in education (really, how can we, teachers, have different judgments?!). And he
proposed eliminating this variation through the use of standard tests with predetermined
answers. How bad that there was not a person who proved that theory to be imprudent. And
from that time, the process of education was being constantly enlarged by new forms and
variations of tests. Of course, in most cases it is a kind of teachers’ work easement: for many
it’s better to check “a-b-c” variants than to listen to the student, or even check a lot of writings.
But the fact still remains the fact - we teach English for one main purpose, i.e. to create or im-
prove communicative skills of the students.

As we know tests can be classified according to different points. On the one hand, we have
tests that can be divided into 4 main groups. They include: (i) placement, (ii) diagnostic, (iii)
achievement, and (iv) proficiency tests. The first group helps sort new students into teaching
groups of the same level. These tests often start simply and get more and more difficult. Their
general standard is needed rather than testing specific language points and a variety of test
activities give better results than a single assessment. The second group - diagnostic (also
known as formative or progress) test how well the students have learnt some certain ele-
ments and are usually done at the end of a course. The content of the test and question types
should be familiar to the students and a high degree of success is expected if they know what
is in the test. The results also show which areas need to be revised with the class or individu-
als. The third group of achievement tests, also known as an attainment or summative test,
aims to measure things having been learnt over a longer period of time compared to a diag-
nostic test. Such testing shows the standard reached and results can be compared to other
students. One of the problems with these tests is that you cannot examine everything simulta-
neously in a few hours, so you have to choose samples. The fourth group of proficiency test,
such as the Cambridge IELTS and the American TOEFL, are proficiency tests with the aim of
providing a snapshot of a candidate’s ability to apply what they know. Such kind of tests have a
future orientation and are often used by further education bodies, employers, and immigra-
tion authorities to determine acceptable standards for applicants.

Speaking about forms of tests we mind the following:

- multiple choice tests in which there is a stem and various options to choose from. The
advantages of this question type are that it is very easy to use our intuition. But the disadvan-
tage is that it can have so-called “luck effect”. Also it takes time for the candidate to process the
information which leads to problems with the validity of the exam, because if a person has low
level of knowledge it seems like reading skills are tested and not grammar or lexical ones;

- transformations, the type in which a candidate has to rewrite a sentence based on an in-
struction or a key word given. The problem with that is that a candidate may simply be able to
rewrite sentences to a formula. Transformations are particularly effective for testing grammar
and understanding a form. This would not be an appropriate question type if you wanted to
test such skills as reading or listening;

- filling gaps where the candidate fills the gap to complete the sentence. A hint may some-
times be included, such as a root verb that needs to be changed, or the first letter of the word
etc. This tests grammar or vocabulary. Again, this type of task is easy to mark and relatively
easy to write. Gap-fills can be used to test a variety of areas, such as vocabulary and grammar,
and are very effective at testing listening for specific words;
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- matching when the candidate must link items from the first column to items in the
second. This could be individual words, words and definitions, parts of sentences, pictures to
words, etc. As it is easy to mark, candidates can get the right answers without knowing the
words, if they have most of the answers correct they know the last one left must be right. To
avoid this, thee should be more words than it is necessary. Matching exercises are most often
used to test vocabulary;

- cloze, the kind of much more integrative task type as candidates have to process the
components of the language simultaneously. It has also been proved to be a good indicator of
overall language proficiency. The teacher must be careful about multiple correct answers, and
students may need some practice of this type of task. Cloze tests can be very effective for test-
ing grammar, vocabulary, and intensive reading;

- true-false - here the candidate must decide if a statement is true or false. Again, this type
is easy to mark but guessing can result in many correct answers. The best way to counteract
this effect is to have a lot of items. This question type is mostly used to test listening and read-
ing comprehension;

- error correction, it tests where errors must be found and corrected in a sentence or pas-
sage. It could be an extra word, mistakes with verb forms, words missed, etc. One problem
with this question type is that some errors can be corrected in more than one way. Error cor-
rection is useful for testing grammar and vocabulary as well as readings and listening.

And, of course, all of them can be done in a written form, orally, online, and during any
kind of exams (and that is absolutely indisputably).

If we try to complete the table with advantages and disadvantages of tests as an assess-
ment we can clearly see that pluses in the first column will not take the leading position, and it
will be easy to fulfill the second one. And if matching or completion tests can have some ad-
vantages, multiple choice tests can have much more disadvantageous in them. MCT (multiple
choice test) is such kind of assessment when the respondent is already given the right an-
swers. We have already mentioned its structure with the stem and a question or a sentences
that should be completed, and the set of options with 3, 4, 5 variants, but with already given
right variant. And as a result, from the very beginning it deprives the respondent of the ability
to think and evaluate leaving just an option of “choose”. And in most cases, it is just a point of
luck, especially for those who are not so really good at knowledge (Test question..., n.d.).

I'm not saying that all the tests are a complete evil, and we should avoid them absolutely.
In my work I prefer using such kind of tests as matching, true-false, completion. But in all cases
they should be used with speaking which will give us a combination of two communicative
skills. Dealing with medical English, one of the most commonly used tests in my work is
matching, when we match a word and its definition. As an example, here is the exercise used in
“Digestive system “ lessons in the form of matching, where the definition of the word have to
be matched with the word itself: “A large gland behind the stomach which secretes diges-
tive enzymes into the duodenum; the first part of the small intestine immediately beyond
the stomach, leading to the jejunum; the final section of thelarge intestine; the part of
the alimentary canal which connects the throatto the stomach and is amuscular tube
lined with mucous membrane; The whole passage along which food passes through the body
from mouth to anus during digestion (rectum, esophagus, alimentary canal, duodenum, pan-
creas)”.

Or, for example, advantageous kind of test is completion: listening to the audiomaterial
(combination of listening and speaking), the students have to find out right variant (comple-
tion test):

“the purpose of the digestion is
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To help the body move

To circulate blood to all parts of the body

To carry away wastes from the body

To break down food into proteins and carbohydrates that body can use

the tube that transports food down into the stomach is

The small intestine

The mouth

The esophagus

The large intestine

the material that is not absorbed by the small intestine

- breaks down into proteins in the stomach

- passes into the large intestine

- turns into sugar in the pancreas

- moves into the liver

the gastric juices in the stomach

start the breakdown of proteins in the food pieces

help break down and absorb fats

absorb nutrients into your blood

move sugar from the blood into the body cell”.

And, of course, the process of learning has to be done orally. The problem of tests is that
from the moment of their appearance less and less time is given to the speaking. But we all
know that the main purpose of English learning is to create the best conditions for the learn-
er’s communication and improvement of the communicative activity.

One more research has been made in this field by me, when the students were given just
to fill the tests without being read or explained, and in the second group the students were
given more oral exercises. The investigation took just one month and was stopped due to
uprising wish of students of non talking activities. They were just glad to put that “a-b-c” an-
swers, hand them and be free, but when the next lesson I tried to speak about the same ma-
terial, there appeared some problematic moments. And on the other hand, the second group of
students that even if doing some kind of testing did it orally, with explanations had no difficul-
ties with the speaking.

So, from that moment more time was given to the speaking and communicative point of
teaching in both groups. And the more students speak the better results we have. I have no
purpose to belittle absolutely the good points of test assessment but as my research showed -
any process of teaching first of all should include speaking. Any form of assessment you can
use in your educational process but ask students to speak and have communicative skills be-
ing improved.

As Uzbekistan struggles against the global financial and economic crisis with political, eco-
nomic, social tactics and means in a complex-systematic way, there is, in turn, a specific task of
education system. This task is aimed at directing contemporary personnel to study the causes
of financial and economic crisis and to prevent such odd consequences.

First of all, it is important that young personnel should be taught about the reasons of the
crisis, and they need to a number of ways and means to eradicate consequences of the global
financial and economic crisis. In this way, President Islam Karimov’s book titled “The global
financial-economic crisis: Ways and measures to overcome it in the conditions of Uzbekistan”
is widely used to teach a special course at higher education institutions. According to this
book, “Support of the banking system, modernization, technical renewal, and diversification of
production, along with the broad introduction of innovative technologies - a reliable way of
overcoming thr crisis and securing Uzbekistan’s new achievements in the world market”
(President of Uzbekistan, n.d.). The followings are to be taught to students as tasks of abolish-
ing the financial economic crisis while teaching this special course. Supporting the banks is
perceived to enhance the liquidation or the payment capability of banks that is considered to
be a prior task.

In order to modernize the production, it is necessary to give the opportunity to economize
workforce, energy, and raw materials. More than that, it also helps firms and factories to re-
duce costs of production. Diversifying the production (which means to produce new types of
goods) gives an opportunity to produce and export the products that have yet to be made in
the country.

Teachiing the state policy for young personnel through the system of higher education
help them to understand a unique attitude of struggle against the economic crisis, and it also
results in the formation of a system in regard with a solution of the problem. As a separate
state, an effective way of resolving the crisis is that each and every member of the society
should realize the crisis consciously and fight against it in collaboration. Education services are
the best way to provide solidarity. In the time of crisis, changing the methods of bureaucratic
governing has also proven its effectiveness. Indeed, while Uzbekistan is still shifting into the
world economy, the state is a head principle, and the education system is under control of the
government, which gives a chance to banish the consequences of economic and financial crisis
in all spheres, including the sector of education.

It is obvious that the financial and economic crisis might result in a social and political cri-
sis as well. There have been over a million job vacancies created annually over the last years in
Uzbekistan. The government pays attention to vocational college graduates in order to get
them employed. In fact, half of employees in the country are college graduates today. The fact
that college graduates are entitled with privileged loans and credits helps them to cope with
their choice of career in life. If college students possess some particular profession or vocation,
then they can obtain their initial capitals in order to start their private business in regard with
their specialties. It helps prevent poverty and protests that might arise due to unemployment.

The social and political aspect of the financial and economic crisis is that social conflicts,
national and religious extremism, and political radicalism might increase. If people are not
able to fulfill their life necessities, then they will have to feel urge for extreme solutions. That
might lead to suicides and protest, or may contribute to the increase in activities of some ex-
tremist and terrorist groups. Therefore, peace, stability, and harmony among nations, freedom
of religion, social solidarity and development goals are being activated through education
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whereas religious extremism, detrimental effect of terroristic actions to the development of
society, racism, nationalistic goals, along with the consequences of religious contradictions,
colored revolutions, and civil wars are being condemned. These activities provide peaceful life
style for those who belong to different nationalities and religions in Uzbekistan, where more
than 130 nationalities live and 16 confessions of religion exist.

Today the world has become a single entity, and, in turn, economic, socialm and political
integrations are moving states closer to each other. As a result, any positive or negative event
happening on the other side of the planet could have influence over other states. Hence,
through education, young personnel may get a better understanding of these changes, bar-
riers, and matters on the international level, including not only economic and trade conse-
quences, but also threats of the rapid growth of terrorism and extremism in particular states
and different regions of the entire world. Teaching to think globally for young personnel help
them to realize the problems in their iwn country as part of the global problem.

On the way of fighting against the world financial and economic crisis, as part of the sys-
tematic approach, this policy gives positive results. Education itself cannot abolish the eco-
nomic crisis, however, as a spiritual, moralm and social support, it can prevent and eradicate
negative consequences of the crisis.

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This article reviews the technologythat allows you to effectively manage the life cycle of buildings
and structures. The use of building information modeling (BIM) in operation of real estate is
actual direction and suggests solutions to problems. The main issue addressed in this article: (i)
organization of safe operation through effective technical monitoring of the condition of the
building; (ii) robust modeling of the state of the environment in the future on the basis of engi-
neering methods of calculation; (iii) optimization of the volume and quality of construction, as
well as (iv)there are significant savings of time and resources at all stages of the life cycle of build-
ings and facilities. Confirmation of the analysis is the positive experience of the introduction of
this technology on the territory of the Russian Federation through the activities of the company
"SODIS Lab" with Olympic objects in Sochi-2014, the skyscrapers "Moscow-City", the stadiums
built for the 2018 World Cup and more, etc. The result of this work is to focus on the cost, but the
perspective and economically and technically sound lifecycle management tool, building, as in-
formation modeling.

Key words: information modeling; exploitation; buildings and constructions.

Introduction. The introduction of new technologies for the exploitation of constructions and
engineering systems of the buildings becomes increasingly important, especially for the exist-
ing buildings. Let’s consider the main problems encountered during the operation.

1. Safe operation of buildings and structures. Today, an important aspect of the safety
of construction projects is a high quality and on timely evaluation of physical deteriorations of
structures and facilities, and the monitoring of these parameters for the purpose of effective
control of their technical condition. The issue is serious enough and especially important for
large cities, where the growth of construction, infill development, and soil instability prevail.
According to the norms, technical inspection of residential buildings is carried out bu the
Housing Inspection at least once every 5 years (according to SP 13-102-2003 “Rules for the
survey of bearing structures of buildings and structures”). Practice shows that the buildings
are not surveyed at all or properly, and the processes that lead to the destruction of buildings
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may occur between scheduled examinations. Therefore, it is necessary to shorten the interval
between the surveys, but it is not economically feasible.

There are many different methods for conduction a survey of buildings and structures,
which can be divided into three groups: (i) visual, (ii) instrumental, and (iii) technical-
instrumental.

Examination of objects (structures) by the experts on external features is the basis of vis-
ual methods.

Instrumental methods are based on the examination of objects (structures) with the use
of special tools (ultrasonic devices, televisions, various measuring systems, etc.).

Instrumental-technical methods complement the first two methods of the group by the
use of specialized software, including the method of finite element analysis in order to solve a
range of various applications.

Building Information Modeling (BIM) is actively developed and is used to solve these
problems. This concept was proposed by Professor Institute of Technology Chuck Eastman in
1975. BIM is an innovative modern approach to the design, construction, and operation of
buildings. From a technical point of view, BIM is an integrated process built on coordinated,
reliable information about a project, including the development of building concepts, its con-
struction, and commissioning. The undeniable advantage of this technology is the simulation
of various processes in the construction phase and during the operation of the facility. In order
to ensure the reliability of complex engineering services and the construction of buildings, it is
necessary to consider the monitoring of technical condition of buildings and structures as part
of a single functional building (structure) management system.

2. Reduction of operating costs on the design elements of engineering systems of
buildings and structures. Operation of the building is 80% of the total cost of ownership:
utilities - 25%, staff costs - 40%, construction - 10%, recycling - 5% (Starkov, 2012).

The use of BIM and the automated building management system (BMS) is one of the ways
to improve the economic efficiency of any building. The building information model and the
building management system in the complex include control, monitoring, and optimization of
the operation of engineering systems to ensure optimal conditions for minimum cost.

As aresult, we have:

- Reduction of the likelihood of accidents;

- Increase in the level of comfort.

As aresult of increasing the economic efficiency of the building, we may observe:

- Saving energy and resources;

- Increasing operating life.

In total, there are savings of up to 40% in operating costs and lower total cost of building
ownership up to 30% (Kozlov, 2010).

3. Modelling of modes of operation, leading to the deterioration of structures and
building systems in the future.

Information modeling of construction projects is a completely new approach to design,
construct, operate, and repair the building. During the final stages of building, this technology
allows to reconcile assets and to test the technology and compliance in all sections. It helps see
whether there are possible deviations from the initial project. In addition, this technology
allows modeling and calculating the wear and possible damage to buildings in the future op-
eration. When the issue of repair, reconstruction, or re-building becomes relevant, it makes
possible to design and manage the reconstruction or repair of a building, its demolition or
disposal (Figure 2).
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Let’s consider the practical effectiveness of BIM in the process of operation: (i) this
allows the system to bring together future construction, to choose their destination, to calcu-
late and agree on the components; (ii) to check their viability, functional fitness, and perfor-
mance in advance; (iii) to avoid possible inconsistencies and intersections in adjacent sections.

Unlike traditional systems, such as computer-aided design that creates a geometric 3D
model, the result of information modeling of construction projects is a 3D model b, or an ob-
ject-oriented (digital and information) model of the object and the process of its con-
struction (Construction Management Project, CMP; Design Documentation, DD). Information
model is the foundation and actively used to create project and working documentation for all
sections, PWP, CMP, and DD (Firgue 3). BIM manages the lifecycle of the building process and
is an objective source of information with a high degree of confidence to maintain the model in
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the current form, constantly changing, supplementing, replacing, and reflecting the current
state of the building.

Conclusion. The aforementioned problems might be actually entirely solved by BIM.
However, BIM should be seen as a management tool of the object properties in all stages of the
life cycle. The economic efficiency of management made up by reducing annual operating
costs due to the following factors:

- reduction in energy consumption for own needs of the object (electricity, water);

- reduction in management risks;

- fuel and material economy;

- security (both in construction operation phases);

- accuracy of accounting data;

- compliance with the law;

- optimization of the use of production;

- improved inventory management;

- configuration management of the building;

BIM has shown the ability to achieve the high speed, volume, and the quality of construc-
tion, as well as significant savings in the budget. This technology has been fully applied in the
design and further construction of Olympic facilities in Sochi, Russia (Firgue 4).

Despite the obvious advantages of the new technology, BIM is not very popular among
companies in the CIS. The leader in this field in the Russian Federation is a company “SODIS
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lab” (formerly NPO SODIS). The company participated in the construction of Olympic facilities
in Sochi in 2014 (the coastal and mountain clusters), skyscrapers “Moscow City,” the stadiums
being built for the 2018 World Cup, etc. (Informatsionnyye modeli ..., n.d.).

Strengthening the process of information technology implementation in construction and
maintenaning the buildings are regulated by the Order of the Ministry of Construction of the
Russian Federation “On approval of the Plan of the phased introduction of BIM in the field of
industrial and civil construction” (29.12.2014 N926/np) (Kalinin & Sokova, 2010). It is clear
that BIM will become a real tool in construction in Russia.
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The author has positioned convergent technologies as the basis for the development of the new technological
order. Convergent technologies are characterized by the interpenetration and mutual influence of nanotech-
nology, biotechnology, information technology and cognitive science (NBIC). The convergence of technologies
is playing a leading role in the process of establishing a new technology platform and has an impact on the
current management system, relationships between the elements of the system, principles of existence and
functioning of the system, which give rise to structural changes and shifts. In this article, the author presents
the main directions of changes in the management paradigm in the formation of the new technological order
and technology platform. The author concludes that the process of convergence of technologies has influence
on the structural transformation of the economy, the emergence of new forms of economic structures and
structural shifts.

Key words: convergent technologies; NBIC-technology; technological order; technological platform; struc-
tural shifts; structural transformation.

Current structural shifts in the economy of industrialized countries are systematic, because
they are part of a global macro shift. This shift predetermines the transition from industrial to
postindustrial society. Shifts occur because of the transformation the economy, along with the
emergence of new technologies and knowledge. These processes lead to a number of changes
in relationships between system elements. Management methods, objectives, and functions
are developing and acquiring a new quality.

Scientific and technical progress is characterized by the development of scientific know-
ledge and its application in the form of new technologies, which are more efficient and produc-
tive. This progress is the determining factor of the dynamics in economic structure. In the
modern economy era, the progress of technologies leads to innovation growth. The time in-
terval between discoveries and its introduction is reduced. As a result, many areas of economy
are in the process of ongoing structural changes. The structural change therefore interacts
with institutional and economic change, including changes in the social, financial and manufac-
turing sectors, so as to shape the patterns of technological change (Quatraro, 2012, p. 17).

Development and formation of technological platforms determine a periodic change of
technological orders and formation of the basis and new economic structures in the process of
structural transformation. Dmitrij S. Lvov and Sergej Yu. Glazyev considere the technological
order as large complexes of technology-oriented productions, the groups of technological sets
connected to each other with the same technological chains and forming reproducible integri-
ties (Glazyev, 2009).

By now, according to Glazyev, there are five technological order, which have been formed.

The first technological order (1770-1830) is characterized by the development of the tex-
tile industry. Key factors, technological innovations and engines of the development of tech-
nological order, are the textile machines and water engine. It is the core of the technological
structure of the textile industry, textile machinery, pig iron, iron processing, and construction
of canals.

The second technological order (1830-1880), the core of which includes steam engines,
the railway construction, transport, mechanical engineering, steamship engineering, the coal
industry, the machine-tool industry, and the ferrous metallurgy. Key factors are the steam
engine and engineering tools.

The third technological order (1880-1930) is based on electricity and the development of
the heavy industry and power lines. In addition, the core technological order was about the
production and distribution of steel and inorganic chemistry. A key factor is the electric motor.
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The fourth technological order (1930-1970) based on developing automobile industry,
tractor industry, nonferrous metallurgy, durable goods, synthetics, organic chemistry, oil pro-
duction and processing. Key factors are the internal contribution engine, petrochemistry.

The fifth technological order (1970-2010) is characterized by producing and processing of
natural gas, developing electronics, computer engineering, and fiberoptic engineering, devel-
oping and implementing information and communication technologies. Microelectronic com-
ponents are the key factor in the formatting and developing the order.

Glazyev, Inshakov, Kablov and others note a new stage in the formation of a new technol-
ogical order. It is consistent with the Long Wave Theory by Nikolai Kondratiev. The modern
economy is in the process of forming a new technological order. That order will be based on
developing robotics, bioengineering, nanotechnology, the creation of materials with prede-
termined properties, and genetic engineering. A key factor of the sixth technological order will
be nanotechnology. The space technology, nuclear industry, airlines, and flexible automation
will be further developed. It gives reasons to believe that the sixth technological order will be
based on the convergent technologies that would have the synergy effect, which can signifi-
cantly accelerate the technical progress in the future.

The phrase “convergent technologies” was introduced by Mihail C. Roco, the chair of the
US National Science and Technology Council's Subcommittee on Nanoscale Science, Engineer-
ing and Technology, and by William S. Bainbridge, one of the most famous sociologists. Con-
vergence technologies refer to the synergistic combination of the four major “NBIC” (nano-
bio-info-cogno) provinces of science and technology, each of which is currently progressing at
a rapid rate: (a) nanoscience and nanotechnology; (b) biotechnology and biomedicine, includ-
ing genetic engineering; (c) information technology, including advanced computing and com-
munications; (d) cognitive science, including cognitive neuroscience (Roco & Bainbridge,
2003, p. 9). Currently, the converged technologies are complemented by social and humanita-
rian technologies.

Some authors consider that the information technology is the major catalyst of the con-
vergence process (Trofimov & Trofimova, 2014, p. 20). Kovalchuk, the director of Russia's
National Research Centre "Kurchatov Institute”, states that the above-sectoral nature of in-
formation technology is applied in all fields of science and industry (Kovalchuk, 2007, pp. 6-
11). Information technology was the hoop, which united all the cross-industry science and laid
the groundwork for the development of science and technology. However, nanotechnology is
designed to connect the existing cross-sector science and technology into a single picture of
the natural sciences, but at a new, atomic level. They are also able to change the ways of stor-
ing and transmitting information. The impact of nanotechnology on information technology
revolves around two distinct areas (Crowford, “Nanotechnology Introduction Se-
ries: Information Technology™): (i) the use of nanomaterials in order to create smaller, faster,
more efficient memory for the use in computers; and (ii) the replacement of current computer
devices for devices with computers using advanced quantum computer technology. Some of
the areas, such as the quantum computers, are expected to perform tasks in the areas such as
vision recognition, medical diagnosis, and artificial intelligence processing tasks.

Specific nanotechnology and its comprehensive nature allow them to converge with other
technologies. Domestic and foreign authors speak about development of health care, informa-
tion, energy, industrial, agricultural and other types of nanotechnology. Therefore, nanotech-
nology acquires the status of global technology.

Kovalchuk says that nanotechnology is not just some new technological approaches, ma-
terials, systems, devices or substances that appear. Therefore, it is necessary to talk about
changing the methodology of science and its paradigm (Kovalchuk, 2007).
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Thus, itis possible to determine the structure of convergent technologies, consisting of the
two levels: (i) the vertical level that characterizes the level of nanotechnologies development,
and (ii) the horizontal level that defines the sphere of convergent technologies development -
biotechnology, information technology, and cognitive science.

Although NBIC-technologies influence each other, their heterogeneity should be also taken
into consideration. Cogno- and bio-components are in the early stages of formation. Nano-
segment forms the trend of technological development, while the info-communication seg-
ment is its core. Nevertheless, the level of technology convergence is so high that it is often
impossible to attribute a particular technological solution to a particular NBIC-technology,
especially in multidimensional problems, for example, the expansion of human capabilities
(Leschev, 2014, pp. 69-75).

According to Sergeev, the essence of NBIC-convergence is not synergistic and does not
merge from the rapidly developing fields of knowledge, but it originates from the creating
dynamic in interdisciplinary boundaries, having local interfaces, which connect and form a
disciplinary field of science and technology without losing their self-organizing nature (Ser-
geev, 2013, pp. 158-168).

The development of new technologies has an impact on all spheres of the socio-economic
system and leads to the change of its structure and, therefore, to the appearance of structural
shifts.

There is continuity between the fifth and the sixth technological orders. A key factor of its
development is the information technology. Results of the analysis features of technological
developments and structural shifts in the economies of the developed countries that they have
caused suggest that the technological basis of digitalization has played a key role in the innova-
tive development in recent decades. Clearly, the development of information technology and
telecommunications has had a significant impact on the production, economy, community,
and the culture. And it also leads to the fact that the regional socio-economic systems must
function in the new environment. Therefore, a new paradigm of management in the condi-
tions of informatization of business processes and the technological platform development is
formed. High-tech products, intellectualization of the resources and the world market of intel-
lectual property are the characteristic features of the technology platform, which is actively
formed. The mechanisms and institutional frameworks for the diffusion and commercializa-
tion of knowledge in the framework of the national innovation system provide the structural
optimization of its elements, and sustainable economic development (Gasanov, 2014, pp. 5-
17). Thus, the convergence of technology plays a key role in the deployment of innovative
structural shifts in the economy. It also stimulates the formation of the new types of structural
shifts, in particular, the structural convergence, which forms the basis for the emergence of the
new forms of networks and the cluster structures of the economy.

In accordance with the increase in complexity of the management control systems, man-
agement methods and management tools are expanded and modified. With the developing of
the fifth technological order, the functions of the traditional system of management such as
goal setting, forecasting, planning, organization, coordination, decision making, motivation,
control, accounting have been automated and expanded by the functions of information man-
agement and knowledge management: collection, storage, processing, transmission of infor-
mation, decline of information asymmetries. Techniques and tools of the structural analysis,
the measurement of business processes, identifying problems, modeling, benchmarking, sta-
tistical methods, along with the generation of ideas are modified and automated, too.

In the conditions of formation of the new technological order and the development of
technologies, the main directions of changes can be identified:
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First, the contribution of employee and employer. Employees sell to organization not only
their labor, knowledge and competition, but also attitudes, trust, loyalty. Therefore, we may
observe a substantial modification of property relations and management. Intellectualization
of the production and the phenomenon of intellectual capital qualitatively transform a proper-
ty system within the firm and, consequently, bring to life a new quality of management of this
property.

Second, the object of management has changed, too. The business process that focuses on
the results and creates the value becomes a management unit. Moreover, the business process
can extend beyond a single organization and cover the whole world.

The third change is related to organizational resources. Knowledge is the most important
resource. Any organization is considered as a certain set of knowledge. Integration and com-
bination of knowledge with other strategic resources allows you to boost a competence of
organization as compared to its competitors. The role of knowledge in the sixth technological
order will continue to increase.

There is the following direction of changes related to the organizational structure. The op-
erational economy chanches and becomes the network-oriented economy. Network man-
agement is aimed at providing the high performance in the field of extended reproduction of
network knowledge and the modification of the market products derived from new know-
ledge (Salikhov & Nejmatova, 2009, pp. 2-8). In addition, the phenomenon of convergence
leads to the development of cluster structures in the economy.

The next change is due to the increasing complexity of the management process. The
modern management discipline is closely related to other sciences, such as marketing, ma-
thematical modeling, probability theory, psychology, etc. Because of the emerging of the new
technological order, management should be complemented and coordinated by scientific
analasys and forecasting. Successful implementation of scientific and technical forecasts al-
lows us to develop and implement forecasts to the social development of the country (Aver-
bukh, 2010, pp. 159-166). Formation and development of the sixth technological order indi-
cate that new departments, which were involved in forecasting and analysing activities and
innovative developments in enterprises, should be created. The state's role in the innovation
economy is to make business and science to be engaged in innovation activities. However, an
important role in investing in the development and financial support for research centers is
assigned to private investment.

Then, the development of science and the increase store of knowledge are the main im-
perative of allocation of separate branches in management: strategic, innovative, investment,
and informational. This leads to the emergence of new jobs and to some changes in the orga-
nizational structure.

Finally, in order to response immediately to the events, there is a need in high dynamic
environment. It places demands on the dynamic operational management. The information
system provides such a dynamic. Development of supporting industries of the sixth technolo-
gical order will be based on such systems.

Therefore, the elements of the management system are adapted and changed. Obviously,
countries that develop the technology of the current technological order most intensively and
rebuild the economic environment quickly will get leadership in the global economy. Such
countries should correctly predict emerging a new landmark and basic innovations, and ad-
vance start moving in this direction for reaching the goal.

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The article discusses a new methodological procedure of increasing the complete extraction of
subsurface resources interconnected by a joint optimization of the entire complex, defining pa-
rameters of ore deposits in a single dynamic model. It is built on the principles of systemic and
market incentives of all stakeholders, such as the state, investors, and the population.
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The continuous growth of the consumption of mineral resources in the national economy is
the urgent need for a careful and economic use of our subsoil resources. The successful devel-
opment of our economy, the growth of material well-being and the cultural level of the popula-
tion depend on the effective use of mineral resources. Improving the use of mineral resources
is one of the most important conditions for reducing material costs in any national economy. It
contributes to improving the production structure and increases the return of fixed assets for
enterprises.

The efficient use of available mineral resources means extracting all the existing compo-
nents of the mineral in a particular area without losses and deterioration. In the common prac-
tice of mining operations, there are quantitative losses of minerals, which are characterized by
the incomplete extraction of mineral resources and losses in the processing (Dronov & Tolo-
bekova, 2003).

In the context of the increasing role of limited mineral reserves, as one may observe at the
present stage, the task of the most complete extraction of mineral resources and their rational
use is of great importance in the development of ore deposits. To prevent the possible deple-
tion of reserves and the conservation of mineral resources, it is very important to respect the
principle of the most complete extraction of basic and associated components of subsoil min-
erals (Gatov, 1975).

In this regard, in order to ensure the complete extraction of mineral resources and to en-
hance the economic efficiency of ore deposits and investments, I developed a methodical ap-
proach, described in this article. The main idea of this methodical approach is to provide a
coherent, collaborative, and systemic optimization of the main parameters for the develop-
ment of ore deposits into a single dynamic model.
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Each deposit has its natural and economic potential, the full use of which might not be
achieved in many cases. Therefore, this methodological approach (manual) includes mechan-
isms and practical techniques aimed at reaching the full use of the natural potential of ore
deposits. It is built on the principles of systemic and market incentives of all stakeholders, such
as the state, investors, and the population. It should be noted that in practice of the developed
market economies, there is a main indicator of the efficiency of mining projects: the level of
return on investment (internal rate of return (IRR) is the absolute efficiency criterion). In
these countries, the main purpose of extracting the valuable minerals is to get profit.

The concept of economic efficiency in mining projects in Kyrgyzstan is related to the fact
that the state is the owner of the country’s subsoil (according to the Constitution of the Kyrgyz
Republic). The main methodological difference of the proposed methodological approach is
that the author considers the state as an equal mining bussines actor and recognizes its inter-
est in the most complete and rational development of mineral resources. To achieve this goal,
it is necessary to use comparative effectiveness criteria. At the same time, the dynamic market
index called “net present value” (NPV) is the main criterion of the comparative effectiveness of
integrated options for delineation and development of ore deposits.

Therefore, NPV is used as an optimization indicator and forms a structural basis of the dy-
namic model, which is designed specifically to enhance the completeness of mineral resource
extraction. Moreover, in the methodological basis, the internal rate of return (IRR) is used as
the most comprehensive indicator of absolute efficiency; it helps control the rate of return of
invested capital. The total undiscounted profit, the value of balance sheet reserves, the repay-
ment period, and the return on investments are used as additional performance indicators.

Thus, the combination of criteria, along with relative and absolute efficiency, is used to op-
timize the delineation of reserves and the development of ore deposits as proposed in the
current methodology. With this methodological technique it is possible to move from a tradi-
tional form of evaluating different mining projects to a systemic study and targeted identifica-
tion of potential and optimal areas. This makes it possible, as proved by practice, to increase
the return on invested financial resources (even in several times) and, at the same time, to
increase the amount of recoverable (economically viable) deposit reserves, achieving higher
completeness of extraction and processing of minerals.

The solution of this problem should be based on a system of technical and economic opti-
mization of the main parameters of interdependent development of mineral deposits. In turn,
the optimization procedure should be based on a sufficiently complete and accurate reflection
in the calculation of their geological and technical features: structural and morphological com-
plexities, a degree of exploration, economic values of extraction, a construction period, a de-
sign capacity, technological improvements, etc. (Gatov, 1975).

At the same time, the procedure of involving large and naturally separated excavation
units is the first step to improve the completeness of extraction of mineral resources. In the
future, the differentiation of conditions will be an important next step. In this way, the main
idea of the development of mineral deposits is a unilateral differentiation of conditions on
reserves. (Unilateral differentiation: a condition value according to the usage period decreases,
ie. Co2Cyp=Cy; bilateral differentiation: a condition value increases at the beginning of each
operating unit but decreases later, which allows to develop part of additional reserves, i.e.
Co2Cep=Cy).

Thus, the objective functional for joint optimization of the main parameters of develop-
ment of deposits in the proposed methodology can be considered in the following system:

The “0” index is a complex of jointly optimized parameters. The functional (1), compli-
cated with a system of relations between the parameters, creates a dynamic optimization
model.

According to (1), a detailed optimization model is the sum of the discounted annual in-
come less capital and operating expenses for the entire lifetime of the project. The NPV effectis
expressed as a function from the variables according to delineation options B, production
capacity 4, and the initial C, and final Cx content of such kinds of stocks:

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Introduction. Generally, while distributed in the atmosphere, the optical wave’s energy at-
tenuation in open optical transmission systems (OOTS) is caused by the molecular and aerosol
absorption as well as dispersion, which are significantly higher that the attenuation caused by
turbulence and radial wave pressure on atmospheric aerosols. Total attenuation value caused
by all factors listed above as well as its statistical characteristics is important for OOTS calcula-
tions.

Problem statement. It is known [1] that energy losses in OOTS consist of two compo-
nents: constant and variable, which is defined by changes in atmospheric transparency de-
pending on meteorological conditions. As a rule, the value of constant component is known for
a specific region; therefore, the detection of wave energy attenuation caused by changes in
atmospheric transparency due to the presence of aerosols is the main issue for OOTS design.
Thus, determination of statistical characteristics of optical radiation attenuation depending on
atmospheric conditions is practical. This in turn determines the reliability of OOTS.

Solution. Quantitative estimation of atmosphere transparency is determined by meteoro-
logical visibility range (MVR) [2, 3]. Therefore, the MRV data continuously collected at mete-
orological stations are used for regional statistical attenuation values in atmospheric optical
channel (AOC).

Statistical MRV data collected at meteorological station at Tashkent airport as well as
some established their statistical characteristics are published in the paper [4, 5]. Sample size
(total observation time) was 26,280 hours (three years: 2004, 2006, and 2008). In accordance
with International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO), all monitored MVR values were divided
into 11 intervals: 0-0.45; 0.45-0.7; 0.7-1.1; 1.1-1.3; 1.3-1.5; 1.5-2.2; 2.2-3.0; 3.0-3.5; 3.5-4.1; 4.1-
7.0; 7.0-10.0. The chosen intervals are detailed enough and allow collecting data with frequen-
cy that is acceptable for practical calculations to assess the impact of atmospheric transparen-
cy on OOTS functionality. Further, the hitting probabilities Sm into appropriate interval
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throughout the year as well as average data of hitting probability during the all observation
time were calculated.

To clarify possible changes in climatic conditions in the region, additional statistical data
were collected at meteorological station at the Tashkent airport for the year of 2011. The data
processed as MRV integral distribution functions (IDF) - F(Sm) monthly, are in agreement
with those results obtained previously in [5].

Table 1 shows the F(Sm) as monthly average MRV IDF for Tashkent from 2004 to 2011.

Using the data from Table 1 and known formulas in [6], the value of mathematical expec-
tation m(sm) and dispersion 62 (sm) of random variable Sm were calculated (See Table 2). The
analyses of data in Table 2 shows that maximum transparency of atmosphere is observed
from April untill September and minimum is observed in December and January. Seasonal
changes in the magnitude m(sm) and ¢2%(sm) are monotonic, where the small value m (sm) cor-
responds to the great value of 62 (sm).

Due to various reasons, the analytical description of MRV empirical distributions was not
logically completed. Therefore, let us consider perspectives of showing obtained empirical
functions of MRV distribution for Tashkent region in the form of analytical equations.

There are various methods for obtaining analytical relationships. According to prelimi-
nary data, the most appropriate method is the equalization method of ordinates, which we are
going to use.

The equalization method of ordinates [7] considers that the best approximation of analyti-
cal relationship to the empirical is in meeting the following requirement: analytical relation-
ship “passes” through given empirical points.

For the case of one variable function, the mathematical formulation of the problem is a ne-
cessary definition of unknown parameters a; where (i=1,2, .., k); functions y = ¢ (%, a3, az, ...,
ax)with the requirement that with arguments xz, xz, ..., xk the function values become y3, y,, ...,
yi respectfully.

After processing data from Table 1 by using the equalization method of ordinates, three
empirical functions have been chosen: linear, quadratic, and exponential.

The empirical dependencies F(sm) for the months of November, December, and January
correspond to quadratic function. Other months correspond to the exponential function. An-
nual average empirical integral function of distribution F (Sm) aa inclusive to up to sm=7 km
corresponds to linear function.

Let us consider the derivation method of quadratic function for January and exponential
function for March for F (sm).

Following the solution using the equalization method of ordinates according to the data
from Table 1 for January and March, we plot graphs of empirical dependency F(sm) emp. Empir-
ical dependency F (Sm) emp. corresponds to the month of January of quadratic function and to

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The article describes a research on the state of lymphocyte activation markers in children with
acute respiratory disease. Studies show that children with thymomegaly have both amplification
and inhibition of apoptosis.

Key words: children; respiratory diseases; thymomegalia; connective tissue dysplasia; apop-
tosis.

Respiratory tract infections are a serious problem, especially in childhood. Physiological cha-
racteristics of young children often promote heavy, toxic course of acute respiratory diseases.
Features of the immune system of a child’s body of the early and preschool age are the factors
contributing to to their respiratory disease, especially viral infections, in older age and in
adulthood.

Developing of the immune system dysfunction on the background, secondary immune de-
ficiency, which occurs when thymomegaly not only complicates the clinical course of bron-
chopulmonary diseases, but also worsens the prognosis of diseases. So far, the description of
the individual immunological reactivity of children with thymomegaly remains largely hypo-
thetical; however, it causes a frequent respiratory disease with a complicated course.

Recently, much attention was paid to the study of apoptosis in terms of its influence on the
various pathological processes. Currently, soluble membrane molecule of the immune system
cells, particularly the activation and apoptosis markers, is studied in autoimmune, infectious,
and oncologic diseases (Novikov, Baryshnikov, & Karaulov, 2007).

Apoptosis, or programmed cell death, is an element of many biological processes in multi
cellular organisms, in particular by optimizing the functions of the immune and nervous sys-
tem (Hengartner, 2000). Apoptosis plays an important role in the homeostasis of tissues, car-
rying a protective function, eliminating the autoreactive T-killer lymphocytes, and thus limit-
ing destruction of its own cells and tissues.

Violation of the regulation of apoptosis leads to various diseases associated with increased
apoptosis or, conversely, its inhibition. A large group of diseases associated with increased
apoptosis form infectious processes. Studying the mechanisms of regulation of various phases
of the process allows to understand in what way it affects its individual stages for the purpose
of regulation or correction. The apoptotic mechanism of immune suppression is under active
consideration today in the pathogenesis of diseases associated with acquired immune defi-
ciency (Kovalchuk & Cheredeyev, 1998).

The aim of our study was to examine the state of activation in infants markers in acute in-
fectious diseases.

Materials and methods. We carried out a clinical and immunological study of 50 children
aged from 1 month to 3 years. 30 children with acute bronchopulmonary diseases were diag-
nosed with the syndrome of increased thymus (SIT). During the analysis, all the children were
divided into 2 groups:

Group 1: children with acute bronchopulmonary diseases (pneumonia, bronchitis), flow-
ing in the background SIT (n = 30);

Group 2: Children with acute bronchopulmonary diseases complicated neurotoxicosis
without SIT (n = 10);

The control group consisted of 10 “conditionally healthy” children.

The relative content of lymphocyte subpopulations CD3, CD4, CD8, CD16, CD20, and acti-
vation markers (CD25, CD38, CD95) was determined by using monoclonal antibodies. All
monoclonal antibody production was produced in Medical Bio Spectrum, the Ministry of
Health of the Russian Federation (Russia, Moscow).
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In order to establish the reliability of the results was performed the calculating of the
arithmetic mean (M), standard deviation. The significance of differences was determined ac-
cording to the Student's test (t). Results were considered significant at p <0,05.

Results and discussion. In the acute phase of the disease occurs the activation of any recep-
tor on the surface of T- and B-lymphocytes, initiated by external signals, which lead to prolife-
ration and lymphocyte before the differentia (Cheredeev A. et al,, 1997). But thesame activa-
tion, carried out in several other conditions, can lead to the opposite result: the growth of im-
mune cells programmed death (apoptosis).

CD25 - lymphocyte marker carrying the receptor for IL-2.

CD38-precursor plasma cells which expressed on immature B and T lymphocytes, acti-
vated T lymphocytes, plasmocytes.

CD95 - receptor for Fas-mediated apoptosis (Fas / APO-1). The process of apoptosis is im-
plemented after connecting Fas-antigen with its ligand FasL. Mature T and B lymphocytes in a
quiescent state devoid of Fas-membrane receptor. In influence of antigen takes place lympho-
cyte activation. Increasing the amount of CD95-lymphocyte cells indicates activation on the
negative path. It is shown that the proliferative activity of T-cells and their increased apoptosis
are observed in the culture of lymphocytes deprived of IL-2.

A study of activation markers (CD25, CD38, CD95) revealed their increase in all groups of
patients. However, despite this, there were some differences.

In group 2, there was a significant increase in the relative number of CD25- cells with an
average of 34,38 + 3,1% (p <0.05), which was by 1.8 times higher than the control values (19,4
*3,5%) . In group 1, the figure was higher than the control by 1.3 times and amounted up to
26,0 +2,6%.

Study of CD38-cells showed a significant increase in all its groups, but among children
with SIT (32,0 + 1,7%), while the control value was 15,0 + 3,0%. Among children in group 2,
CD38 cell was 29,38 + 3,6%. Increase in the number of CD38-cells indicates the preservation
of compensatory and adaptive reserves of the immune system.

Children from 1 and 2 groups showed a significant increase in the relative content of lym-
phocytes, bearing a receptor for dependent apoptosis Fas depended apostosis CD95 (p <0.05),
which amounted to 35,0 * 2,6% and 32,12 *+ 2,6%, respectively, which was by 2.5 and 2.2
times higher than the control values (14,2 * 4,0%). In 16% of children of group 1, was found a
sharp decline in the level of CD95-lymphocytes 9,0 + 1,0%.

While analyzing immunograms of these children, a significant decrease in the relative
amount of the EC (CD16) was found. While children with elevated levels of CD95-CD16-
lymphocyte cell number was by 2.5 times higher than in the control group (p <0,001).

The study of clinical data of children with impaired apoptosis showed a tendency to re-
lapse bronchopulmonary infection, with complicated, allergic background.

Reinforced, uncontrolled apoptosis, in turn, causes abnormal structural and functional de-
fects. Such apoptosis should be limited and prevented by appropriate treatment modalities.

Thus, the studies give a reason to conclude that the assessment of the potential reserves of
child’s bodies through the study of adaptation and the immunological status of apoptosis helps
predict the possibility of the development of the pathological process and the complications of
the underlying disease, along with developing the methods for immune correction.

Conclusions.

1. In acute infectious diseases in infantsm there is an increase of indicators of activation
markers.

2. Children with thymomegaly have both intensification and inhibition of apoptosis.
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3. Study of apoptosis state will help predict the possibility of the development of the pa-
thological process and the complications of the underlying disease, along with developing the
methods for immune correction.

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There are several factors that contribute to the formation of family foci: (i) a very low level of
vaccination against hepatitis B among the adult population; (ii) absence of revaccination of ado-
lescents and proper attention to the hepatitis B virus carriers, exceeding the number of patients
with icteric form of the disease in 10-15 times. In order to improve an early detection and an
effective treatment, a clinical and epidemiological analysis of the disease in the family hearth was
held. The authors reviewed the records of 78 patients with chronic viral hepatitis in the age from
1.5 to 70, from 27 families; all of them were treated in 2012-2015 in the Gastroenterological
Center “TSADMIR,” Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan. Laboratory diagnosis identification was made with the
method of EIA (enzyme immunoassay) and PCR (polymerase chain reaction). Results of the study
show a high frequency of the family formation of foci with chronic hepatitis B and with delta
genotype D in the southern regions of Kyrgyzstan, demonstrating all natural ways to transfer
HBV. Thus, from 2 to 6 family members may be involved in the infectious process, which necessi-
tates a clinical examination and an in-depth examination of HBsAg carriers for the early detec-
tion of those patients who have chronic hepatitis B. It is also necessary to intensify preventive
work among the adult population (vaccine prophylaxis), and to strengthen security measures
during parenteral procedures at all levels of health care. The high frequency of achieving a sus-
tained virological response to entecavir, a beneficial effect on the symptoms of the disease, and
hematological parameters allow to recommend its inclusion in the complex therapy of chronic
hepatitis B.

Introduction. Formation of family foci is one of the characteristics of viral hepatitis B (Tobo-
kalova, 2013, p. 8). Several factors contribute to this, such as the very low level of hepatitis B
vaccination among the adult population, adolescents, and the absence of revaccination be-
cause of hepatitis B carriers; they exeed the number of patients with the icteric form of the
disease in 10-15 times (Shuratov, Khan & Ospanova, 2005, p. 88; Porres, Carreno & Bartolome,
1989, p. 240). With a careful clinical and laboratory examination, many of them are suffering
from chronic hepatitis B, creating a storm of infection to the inner circle as a constant source of
infection with all the natural virus transmission routes (Porres, Carreno & Bartolome, 1989, p.
240; World Health Organization, 2015, p. 10).

The main aim of the study is to do aclinical and epidemiological analysis of chronic hepa-
titis B in the family foci in order to provide an early detection and an effective treatment.

Methods. We reviewed the records of 78 patients with chronic viral hepatitis and chronic
hepatitis B with delta-agent in the age from 1.5 to 70 from 27 families; all of them were treated
in 2012-2015 in the Gastroenterological Center “TSADMIR,” Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan. Patients’
blood serum were assayed for hepatitis B markers (HBsAg, anti-HBs, HBeAg, anti-HBe, anti-
HBc) and hepatitis D - anti-HDV in an enzyme immunoassay (EIA); DNA - HBV and HDV RNA
were quantitatively identified in a polymerase chain reaction (PCR). Biochemical studies for
identification of a certain level of bilirubin, albumin transferase (alanine aminotransferase and
asparagin amino transferase), and other tests were also carried out in the study.

Results and discussion. More than half of the patients (42 persons, 51.9%) suffered from
chronic hepatitis B, from chronic hepatitis B with delta agent - 19.8%, and chronic hepatitis B
in conjunction with chronic hepatitis C - 6.2%. Cirrhosis of the liver in the outcome of chronic
hepatitis B with delta agent has been found among 13 patients (16%) (Figure 1). Most pa-
tients lived in the southern region of the country (69.2%), in the capital (Bishkek) - 19.8%, in
the Chui and Talas oblasts - 10%. It should be noted that half of the patients with hepatitis C,
who came to the clinic from Bishkek, recently moved from southern regions of the country.
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More than half (55.6%) of family foci with chronic viral hepatitis consisted of 2 people. In
addition, 11.1% of all cases were registered, in which from 3-4 (33,3%) to 6 family members
were sick (Figure 2).

The role of wife (mother) infected with HBV in transferring the virus to other family
members was identifies at 12 foci out of 27 (44.4%). In three cases, chronic hepatitis B and
chronic hepatitis D were diagnosed among children under the age of 1, 1.5, and 2 years old,
who received the full course of vaccination against hepatitis B. This suggests the intrauterine
or intrapartum infection of these children. In the remaining 9 cases, the infection of adult
children allegedly occurred due to close household contacts while using personal hygiene
items. We could not establish any cases of HBV infection of a husband from his wife. In two
cases, the husbands were the HBsAg carriers after acute hepatitis B and infected their wifes,
which led to the development of the anicteric form of acute hepatitis B, transforming into
chronic hepatitis B. Another family couple was infected after dental treatment in various den-
tal clinics, causing the development of hepatitis B and hepatitis C.

The next group of foci is “fathers and children.” In the first case, the father (56 years old)
died one year ago from hepatocarcinoma because of cirrhosis of the liver cased by chronic
hepatitis D. His son (22 years old) had a-HDV (discovered in 2010); he was not treated and
died in July 2015 from cirrhosis complications (bleeding from esophageal varices). In the
second case, the father (50 years old) had chronic hepatitis C; his son was a HBsAg carrier.
Despite the fact that he received a vaccination against hepatitis B, he fell ill with chronic hepa-
titis B with a very high viral load after 5 years without any cytolytic activity of hepatitis B. In-
fection of a father and a son occurred when they had acupuncture.

17 outbreaks were found in the group of “brothers and sisters.” Only in one case we were
able to identify with certainty that a brother had was infected HBV using an older brother’s
razor (who jad chronic hepatitis B). In another family, one of four brothers became ill with
acute hepatitis B that developed into a chronic disease. He had very high virus load (VL), other
family members had low or average VL. The rest were the sisters, for 2 people in foci, who
were ill with chronic hepatitis B or chronic hepatitis C.

Here is an example of family foci of chronic hepatitis B, where all the natural routes of
transmission of the virus took place. Family foci consisted of 6 people (Figure 3). The head of
the family, M.T,, (48 years old) was ill with acute hepatitis C before marriage. He has HBsAg
(not HBeAg) today. He did not feel sick and therefore refused any further medical treatment.
The need to survey all family members on the HBV infection arose because of detecting HBsAg
in the blood of his daughter (23 years old). All members of the family did not have vaccina-
tions against hepatitis B (the hepatitis B vaccine prevention program began in Kyrgyzstan in
2000). All other members of the family (a wife, a daughter, a son, a granddaughter) had mark-
ers of HBV (HBsAg +; a-HBe +) and very high VL, resulting in resistance to further antiviral
therapy. A granddaughter (* 2011) was born with positive HBV replication markers: HBsAg+,
high VL; a-HBe+. She did not have jaundice, but her liver and spleen were increased by 2.5-3
cm. Alanine aminotransferase and asparagin amino transferase exceeded the normal level by
7 times. The diagnosis: acute viral hepatitis B with the anicteric form with the development
into chronic hepatitis B. Thus, their family center was formed as a result of infection from the
wife and her husband (sexual life); children might be infected by both mother and father due
to close household contacts and a common use of personal hygiene items. Infection of the
granddaughter with acute hepatitis B occurred due to the mother with chronic hepatitis B. It
should be noted that 16 patients with chronic hepatitis B (out of 42; 38.1%) had highest VL
(223,400+64,800 IU/ml) in the primary treatment in the Gastroenterological Center. There is
every reason to regard them as sources of infection for family members (recipients).
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Among those patients who had chronic hepatitis B and cirrhosis in the outcome of chronic
hepatitis B with delta-agent (29; 35.8%), we could not detect HBV DNA in the serum among 7
patients; the remaining 22 people had low VL (1246+187 IU/ml). At the same time, HCV RNA
among these patients was very high (11.442.600+262, 200 IU/ml), indicating the dominant
role of hepatitis B virus and their suppression of the HBV replication.

We observed 61 patients with chronic hepatitis B from 19 family foci (34 men and 27
women), each of whom received antiviral therapy with a nucleoside analog (0.5 mg of enteca-
Vir per os, once per day). More than half of the patients (33; 54.1%) had no concomitant dis-
eases, because their average age was relatively low (37.8+9.2 years). The rest had chronic
gastrointestinal disease (34.4%), urinary tract infection (14.6%), and two patients had di-
abetes (type 2).

Hepatitis B virus genotype has been identified among 38 patients; all patients had a geno-
type D. On admission to the center, more than half of the patients complained of nausea, flatu-
lence, and constipation; the third part of them complained of weakness, fatigue; and only 11
patients had mild jaundice of the sclera and skin. At the same time, the average level of biliru-
bin in the blood was 39.7 mmol/l. Increased liver and spleen among the adult patients were
not frequent (34.4% and 14.8%, respectively). Most patients with chronic hepatitis B had
normal alanine aminotransferase and asparagin amino transferase, which indicates the ab-
sence of hepatitis activity (Table 1).

In the first 3 months of antiviral therapy, all patients had a sharp decline in VL in the blood;
those who had a low level initially failed to achieve undetectable levels. Taking into account
the long-term persistence of HBV DNA in hepatocytes, these patients were taking entecavir
during at least 48 weeks. Unfortunately, some patients voluntarily discontinued the treatment
after 3-5 months, and only 48 patients (78.7%) completed the full course of antiviral therapy.
Sustained virologic response was observed among 44 people (91.7%). Evidence of complete
elimination of the virus from the body is the antibodies against HBsAg, which was reached
only up to 12.5%. This shows the need to continue the therapy. Those patients with chronic
hepatitis B who received a complex therapy with entecavir could improve hematologic para-
meters at the end of the year.

Conclusion. Results of the study show a high frequency of family foci with chronic hepati-
tis B with delta agent genotype D in the southern regions of Kyrgyzstan, demonstrating all
natural ways of HBV transmission. At the same time, from 2 to 6 family members are involved
in the infection proces, which shows the need for (i) clinical examination and in-depth exami-
nation of HBsAg carriers for the early detection of those patients who have chronic hepatitis B;
(ii) activation of preventive work among the adult population (vaccine prophylaxis), and (iii)
strengthening security measures of parenteral procedures at all levels of health care. A high
frequency of achieving sustained virological responses to entecavir, along with a beneficial
effect on the symptoms of the disease and hematologic parameters, allow us to recommend its
inclusion in the complex therapy of chronic hepatitis B.
