2. International standards in the activities of the Interior

1.0rgans Interior are an integral part of the government system. In carrying out their functions,
they shall enter into administrative and other relations (internal and external) with different state
bodies, public associations and citizens. These relations may be relations of power -
subordination, cooperation, coordination and harmonization.

Installed legislation competence of the internal affairs bodies is characterized by the totality of
their tasks and functions, as well as the amount of the specific powers of an organ. It is
determined by the general standard and individual provisions of a particular organ of the Interior,
as well as the special legislative acts, defining the obligations and rights of a number of bodies
operating under the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Kazakhstan.

Features of the competence of internal affairs bodies are due to the specifics of the tasks carried
out by them and their purpose and are as follows:

law-enforcement bodies not only organize, but also virtually ensure the protection of public
order, prevent, suppress and solve crimes, conducting fire prevention and fighting fires, ensure
the safety of traffic and pedestrians, etc .;

they are entitled to the production of inquiry and investigation.

In carrying out the inquiry and preliminary investigation, the relevant services, their authorized
representatives and investigators are guided by the norms of the criminal procedure legislation.
Law-enforcement bodies have a broad competence for the implementation of administrative and
supervisory functions, oversee compliance with the rules of the passport system, the rules of the
licensing system and dr.Imeet the features and structure of the internal affairs bodies. It is
determined by the authorized state bodies and contains the various component units having
respective functions and powers. It follows that the system of internal affairs bodies is
characterized by:

the presence of elements (subsystems);

establishing between the elements (subsystems) subordinate and coordination bonds.

Integrity, quality and originality of relative independence.

At the same time, it is a complex subsystem of public administration system. This means that the
law-enforcement bodies, as well as all governments are created and function as a unit,
subordinate to the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

internal affairs bodies system is built according to the administrative - territorial structure of
Kazakhstan, as well as the features and functions, the nature and scope of the tasks.



considered organ system manifests itself in two roles: as a control subject and as a managed
object. Any links they are both managing and managed system. District Department of Internal
Affairs, for example in relation to the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Kazakhstan in the field of
management are subject to control, but at the same time they act as control subjects, leading the
subordinate units (services, departments).

The basis of the relationship of superior and subordinate bodies of internal affairs on the
principle of subordination, when the first direct and coordinate the activities of subordinate
bodies, their decisions are binding on the lower and they are directly subject to the higher
authorities.

The activities of each level of the system of internal affairs is limited to the extent of the
territorial activities. In accordance with the territorial scope of activity and competence of a link,
the system of internal affairs bodies is divided into two subsystems: the central and local bodies
of internal affairs. The central authority of the Interior Ministry of the Interior is the Republic of
Kazakhstan. Local authorities consist of the Interior Ministry of the Republic of Kazakhstan in
the fields; city departments, Office of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the
fields; district departments of Urban Management, Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in the field.

the internal affairs agencies in the transport system is built based on the existing system of
enforcement of transport ministries. It is built in such a way that the units of this system could
successfully solve the tasks assigned to them to ensure the protection of public order, transport,
protection of transported goods, personal property and rights of the citizens who use the services
transporta.VV compliance with the constitutional rules in the laws affecting the activities of the
Ministry of Interior of the Republic of Kazakhstan, contains wording due to international legal
normami.Obuslovlennost law acts in the system Ministry of Interior of the Republic of
Kazakhstan by international treaties of the Republic of Kazakhstan has various manifestations.
One of the most significant - the regulation of questions of citizenship in the context of
international legal norm.Realizatsiya regulations affecting various aspects of the legal status of
foreign citizens in the Republic of Kazakhstan, is associated with the proper understanding and
application of international agreements concerning the visa or without visa entry into Kazakhstan
and stay on it territory.

2. International standards in the activities of the Interior

Functions of the Ministry of Interior for the migration service:

* pursuant to the limits of its powers of legislation of RK on Refugees and IDPs Issues

* participation in the implementation of the established procedure for granting political asylum to
foreign citizens and persons without citizenship

* implementation in accordance with the legislation of Kazakhstan and international treaties of
measures on regulation of external labor migration, attraction of foreign labor force in the
territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the employment of citizens of the Republic of
Kazakhstan beyond its territory

* Development and implementation of measures to prevent and combat illegal migration and
implementation of migration control with respect to foreign nationals and stateless persons

* participation in the preparation and implementation within its powers of international treaties
the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of migration. A special place in the competence of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Kazakhstan is the question of relations with the
International Criminal Police Organization (Interpol). National Central Bureau of Interpol in the
criminal division as part of the central apparatus of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

It is entrusted cooperation between law enforcement and other state bodies of Kazakhstan with
law enforcement agencies of foreign countries - members of Interpol and the General Secretariat
of Interpol.



Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the basis of international standards
shall cooperate with the relevant foreign authorities. Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic
of Kazakhstan as the competent federal authorities to conclude, on behalf of the Republic of
Kazakhstan international treaties of the interdepartmental character; At the same time it provides
within the powers of the Kazakhstan side execution of obligations arising from these agreements.
Main directions:

* the international cooperation

* monitoring compliance with and implementation of international standards

* obliged to be guided by international standards

* participation in matters of legal aid

 interaction with the authorities of foreign countries (INTERPOL) and international
organizations. In addition to traditional authorities in Interpol have Interpol, he includes himself
in the Interpol and is a subdivision of the Ministry of Interior. Interpol does not have proper
authority to OSA, the investigations

* Finally, interagency agreements

* the possibility of representation in foreign countries

* determines the migration policy, keeps records
