The modern system of international criminal justice
1. International courts and tribunals.
2. International police organizations

1.This system includes judicial institutions and their bodies established on the basis of international
agreements for the prosecution and substantiation of criminal cases, followed by the imposition of
punishment for the most serious and other international crimes within their jurisdiction, as well as for the
implementation of other functions necessary for Administration of international criminal justice.
Depending on their competence (statutory goals) and institutional (organizational) model, the following
four categories of bodies for the administration of international criminal justice are distinguished.
1. The International Criminal Court on a permanent contractual basis as a judicial institution independent
of the UN system.
2. International criminal tribunals on the basis of resolutions of the UN Security Council as subsidiary
and temporary bodies with special competence (the International Criminal Tribunal for the Prosecution of
Persons Responsible for Serious Violations of International Humanitarian Law Committed in the Territory
of the Former Yugoslavia since 1991, the International Criminal Tribunal for the Judicial Prosecution of
persons responsible for genocide and other serious violations of international humanitarian law
committed in the territory of Rwanda and citizens of Rwanda, an answer For genocide and other similar
violations committed in the territory of neighboring states, during the period from January 1, 1994 to
December 31, 1994).



3. Mixed (hybrid) courts and tribunals on the basis of special agreements of individual states with the UN
(Special Court for Sierra Leone, the Special Tribunal for Lebanon) or decisions of the UN Interim
Administration in the territories of peacekeeping operations (Mixed Courts of Kosovo, Special Chambers
for Grave Crimes of Timor-Leste).
4. Internationalized courts on the basis of the national justice system, but with the involvement of
international judges and other participants in the proceedings to deal with cases of international crimes
(the Trial Chamber for the Investigation of War Crimes of the Court of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the
Extraordinary Chambers in the Courts of Cambodia to investigate crimes committed in the period
Democratic Kampuchea.
International Criminal Court (The Hague, The Netherlands)
The ICC is a permanent court for serious international crimes that was established on the basis of the
Rome Statute of 1998. Today it has already been ratified by 122 states, which indicates the opinio juris of
most countries of the world and the recognition of the ICC as a subject of international law erga omnes.
The establishment of this body of justice partially limited the sovereign right of States to judge those who
committed crimes, which according to the preamble of the Rome Statute "are of concern to the entire
international community"”, namely, the crime of genocide, crimes against humanity, war crimes and the
crime of aggression.
The ICC is at the center of the collective criminal justice system, complementing the collective security
system of the UN Charter and strengthening the international legal order aimed at preserving universal
peace. The ICC was endowed by its creators with international legal personality to the extent necessary
for the exercise of its judicial functions and the achievement of public law objectives (Article 4.1 (1) of
the Rome Statute). In particular, the ICC is empowered: conclude international treaties on its own behalf,

including with other organizations and "third countries™;
- to acquire and dispose of immovable and movable property;
- to participate in legal proceedings;
- maintain diplomatic relations  with other  subjects  of international law;
- to create its own system of “internal law" that receives external expression in decisions,
recommendations, statements, declarations and other acts adopted.

The peculiarity of the ICC as an organization of predominantly international justice is reflected in its
organizational structure, represented by integrated bodies and independent international personnel that do
not obey the instructions of the governments of the participating states. According to Art. 34 of the Rome

Statute, these include the following bodies.
- Presidium;
- Appeals Division;
- The judicial department;
- Pre-Trial Division;
- Office of the Prosecutor;
- The Secretariat.

The peculiarity of the ICC institutional model is complemented by its close relationship with external
bodies such as the Assembly of States Parties to the Rome Statute (as a law-making and administrative
body) and the UN Security Council (referring the situation to the jurisdiction of the Court, postponement
of international judicial proceedings, powers in cases of crimes of aggression)

Specificity of ICC jurisdictional regime is manifested in a combination of such judicial principles as
complementarity (complementarity, subsidiarity) and compulsion (comprehensiveness, completeness) of
cooperation of states; Elements of supranationality of procedural powers and universal jurisdiction.
Thus, the High Level Kampala Declaration of June 1, 2010 is devoted to reaffirming the international
legal obligations of states with regard to the ICC, the implementation, universality and integrity of the
Rome Statute. It underscored the determination to proactively promote the general character of the Statute
and ensure its full implementation. A whole block of the so-called cooperative agreements of the Court,
adopted in the development of the provisions of Part 9 of the Rome Statute on international cooperation
and judicial assistance, is devoted to this issue [1].
At the same time, the ICC can exercise its jurisdiction on an auxiliary basis (the so-called
complementarity principle), and therefore its successful functioning is possible only on the basis of
regular contacts between the ICC and states. At the same time, the Rome Statute provides for a number of
powers of supranational character. For example, the ICC Prosecutor has the right to take special non-
mandatory measures in the framework of the preliminary investigation and to conduct them on the
territory of the State party without the presence of official authorities (paragraph 4 of Article 99 of the



Rome Statute). In addition, the warrant for arrest issued in accordance with Cl. 1 art. 58 of the Rome
Statute, has direct consequences in the national legal system, and the person liable to arrest has the right
to appeal it directly at the international level (sub-rule 3 of rule 117 of the Rules of Procedure and
Evidence of the ICC).
Thus, of all the above-mentioned institutions of international criminal justice, the ICC is today a full-
fledged international organization and, moreover, an independent rather than subsidiary body, like the
International Criminal Tribunals for the former Yugoslavia and Rwanda.
International law enforcement organizations (English international law enforcement bodies, or
intergovernmental organizations in the area of law enforcement) Cooperation) - intergovernmental
associations of sovereign states for cooperation in the sphere of suppression and disclosure of crimes and
other legal assistance in criminal matters (extradition of criminals, transfer of jurisdiction, prosecution at
the request of foreign states, conduct of operational search operations, cooperation with international
criminal justice bodies and etc.).
The modern system of international law enforcement organizations is multilevel and includes a global
police information network, international criminal records, as well as joint (international) operational
search  activities and investigations at pre-trial stages of criminal  proceedings.
2.International Criminal Police Organization (Interpol) - (English The International Criminal Police
Organization). Interpol is the successor to the International Commission of Criminal Police in 1923. It is
the largest and most influential international organization that is called upon to coordinate the activities of
police and other law enforcement agencies (agencies) in the fight against ordinary criminals. The legal
basis for its activities is the Interpol Statute of June 13, 1956 (as amended in 1997 and 2008). Members of
Interpol are 188 states. The seat of the central bodies is in Lyon (France), and since 2014 also in
Singapore, where the "Global Interpol complex" is planned to be deployed.
According to Art. 5 of the Statute of Interpol its bodies are:

General Assembly;
- Executive committee;
- General Secretariat;
- National central offices (hereinafter - NCBs);
- advisers;
- Commission for the Control of Archives of Interpol.

At the annual sessions of the General Assembly of the Interpol, resolutions are adopted on the most
important areas of international cooperation in the fight against crime, on coordinated measures against
certain  types of  crimes, on  specific  actions  and methods  of  policing,
The administrative and executive body of Interpol is the General Secretariat, which, in accordance with
Art. 26 of the Statute of Interpol enforces the decisions of the General Assembly and the Interpol
Executive Committee; Acts as a specialized and information center; Publish materials that are considered
appropriate, for example, an official printed publication - "International Review of the Criminal Police,"
etc.

The head office of the General Secretariat is the Executive Directorate of Police Cooperation, which

includes three departments:
- on interaction with CS and regional police services;
- operational support for the police, including the Command and Coordination Center;
- separate types of crimes and criminal analysis.

To ensure continued interaction with the General Secretariat and law enforcement agencies of the Interpol
member countries, the Interpol NCB is established in the structure of the internal police services. Their
legal position is determined, on the one hand, by statutory and other Interpol documents (in particular,
Interpol's Service Standards of Interpol 2004 and the Rules for the Use of Information in the International
Police Cooperation of 2005), and on the other hand by the regulatory legal acts of the respective state (for
example, Regulations on the NCB of Interpol, approved by Government Decree of 14 October 1996 No.
1190).

Along with the International Criminal Police Organization, a regional level of international law
enforcement organizations has gradually emerged. The Integration interstate formations, police
cooperation is becoming more coordinated and applied.
So, in the vast united Europe there is a special law enforcement "support” - "Police and judicial
cooperation in criminal matters" (Article K.1 of the Maastricht Treaty on European Union in 1992.), In
the framework of which consistently implemented the harmonization of criminal and penal procedural
law (based on the conventions of common positions, framework decisions), as well as implemented a



unified European policy in the field of justice and home affairs (the European police Office - Europol, the
European organization of justice Eurojust, the European Commission against Corruption - OLAF, etc.)..
European Police Office (Europol) (English European Police Office -. Europol). This Organization
operates on the basis of the Europol Convention of July 26, 1995 and the EU Council Decision of April 6,

20009. It:
- coordinates the operative-investigative actions of the police and other competent authorities of the EU
member states;

- collects, analyzes and exchanges information on the crimes and persons involved in their commission,
or who become victims or witnesses. Europol also has the right to ask Member States questions about the
establishment of joint investigation teams or brigades and include Europol employees in their
composition. Finally, it acts as a central agency for the fight against counterfeiting and provides scientific
and technical assistance (training of staff of the competent authorities, their technical equipment, analysis
and  development of  effective  police  methods and investigative  techniques).

The organizational structure of Europol includes:
- Administrative Council and Directors;
- operational staff and technical staff;

- liaison officers by the law enforcement agencies of States - members of the EU;
- national divisions of Europol (for example, in the Russian Federation there is a National Contact Point
for Interaction with Europol in the NCB of Interpol).
The competence of Europol is limited only to serious forms of crime affecting two or more countries - EU
members (crimes against persons, xenophobia, racism, terrorism, drug trafficking, trafficking in human
beings, crimes related to the creation of illegal immigration networks, illicit trafficking in nuclear and
radioactive substances , trade in stolen vehicles, corruption, counterfeiting and forgery of the euro, the
illegal actions of money laundering, computer and environmental Presto Lenia and "unrelated criminal
offenses"”, which are aimed at the acquisition of the means to commit the above crimes or contribute to
their preparation and concealment, or may provide impunity, ie to avoid criminal liability for the offense).
The European organization of justice (Eurojust) (Eng. Eurojust). Eurojust is another specialized law
enforcement EU institutions. Place of location - The Hague, Netherlands. Legal basis it were laid out in
the EU Council Decision of 28 February 2002 and 16 December 2008
In accordance with Art. 85 of the Treaty on the functioning of the EU in 2007 the aim of Eurojust are:
- centralized "vertical coordination" with the right to initiate criminal proceedings;
- development of cooperation of national law enforcement bodies, including in the framework of joint
operations with Europol;
- Strengthening of judicial cooperation on the basis of close cooperation with the European Judicial
Network [2] - resolution of conflicts of jurisdictions;

use of European warrants for the arrest of suspects, property or evidence.
Of particular importance is the function of overseeing the activities of Europol, which is regulated in
detail by the rules of the Agreement between Eurojust and Europol on 1 October 2009. On the issue of
delineation of competence with the European Judicial Network, it should be noted that the latter is a
mechanism for interaction, as a rule, between two states - members of the EU and deals only with crimes
that affect the interests of the two countries, while Eurojust is involved in the investigation of more
complex, multi-episode criminal cases and the implementation of Simultaneous coordination of judicial
activity in more than two EU Member States.
Eurojust is authorized independently, on its own behalf to enter into relations with "third countries" and
international organizations and is endowed with legal personality of a legal entity. The member national
members are representatives of individual states (prosecutors, judges, police officers and other competent
authorities) and have the status and authority according to their national law.
American police community (Ameripol) (Spanish: Comunidad de Policias de America). Ameripol is a
continental police organization whose main task is to fight drugs. This regional international organization
was founded by representatives of the Latin American and Caribbean States (AmeriPol Charter of 14
November 2007). The head of Ameripol is the Secretary General, elected for a term of three years. The
competence includes information and other provision of close coordination and comprehensive police and
judicial cooperation in the investigation and prosecution of crimes in the region with the prospect of
creating common mechanisms for joint operational search activities.



Bureau for the Coordination of Combating Organized Crime and Other Dangerous Types of Crime in the
CIS. This Bureau was established in 1993 by the decision of the Council of Heads of Government as a

permanent body. The main tasks of the Bureau are:
- the formation of a specialized data bank and the provision of information on these acts to the relevant
Ministry of the Interior;
- assistance in the interstate search of participants in criminal communities and persons who committed
the most dangerous crimes, hiding from criminal prosecution;
- ensuring coordinated actions in conducting operational search activities and complex operations
affecting the interests of several countries;

- development of recommendations on combating international crime, etc.
Today we can say that the role of organizations involved in ensuring compliance with minimum standards
of criminal justice and in the progressive development of international criminal law is increasing. Among
them, for example: the ICRC; Amnesty International; Coalition in support of the ICC; International
Association for Assistance to Prisoners; International Association of Juvenile Judges; World Association
of Police; League of D. Howard on the reform of the penitentiary system; Salvation Army; Prison

brotherhood, etc.
In this row, four so-called large non-governmental organizations of a legal profile are distinguished,
having consultative status with the UN:
- International Association of Criminal Law;
- International Criminological Society;
- International Society for Social Protection;

- International Criminal and Penitentiary Fund. Their activities are aimed at the formation of
scientific foundations and directions of the international criminal policy and are coordinated by
the Committee of Four (International Committee for Coordination). He synthesizes basic
scientific research in the framework of the provisional agenda of the forthcoming UN
congresses, and also closely collaborates with the ECOSOC services in the field of crime
prevention and the functioning of criminal justice.
The International Criminal Law Association (functioning since 1924) is called upon to assist
states in improving national legislation and legal institutions that ensure humane and fair
criminal justice, engage in comparative criminally-legal studies, advise the UN, UNESCO and
other international organizations every five years International congresses on topical criminal
law and related issues.
The International Criminological Society (established in 1934) unites national institutes and
experts in criminology, promotes the exchange of scientific personnel, organizes criminological
congresses, colloquiums, establishes scholarships and prizes to stimulate criminological science.
The International Society for Social Protection (1947) consists of lawyers, doctors, psychologists
and sociologists from many countries of the world who study the social aspects of criminal
behavior in order to protect society from crime, develop a strategy for humanizing criminal
policy, hold international congresses of social protection and scientific and practical Seminars.
These include the Agreement on the Relationship between the ICC and the UN in 2004, the 2006
Agreement between the ICC and the EU on Cooperation and Assistance, the Agreement between
the ICC and the ICRC 2006, the Headquarters Agreement between the ICC and the host country
of 2007, Memorandum between the ICC and the Asian-African Legal Consultative Organization
in 2008, draft agreements on cooperation between the ICC and the OAS, and the Cooperation
Agreement between the Office of the Prosecutor and Interpol.
The European Judicial Network consists of contact points providing the local judicial authorities
and relevant bodies of other participating States with the possibility of direct contact. Through



these contact points, the judicial authorities receive all the necessary legal and practical
information for the effective preparation of an application for judicial cooperation
