The concept, system and legal characteristics of environmental criminal offenses.

1. General characteristics of environmental criminal offenses.
2. Types of environmental criminal offense.

Ecology comes from the Greek, oikos (habitat) and logos (teaching) and means a body of
knowledge about the interrelationships between micro-organisms, plants, animals and
humans, the habitat of these objects of nature. Mass destruction of plant or animal life,
poisoning of the atmosphere or water resources, the commission of other actions capable of
causing an ecological catastrophe, irreversible harmful consequences for man and the
environment of the environment are called ecocide - a crime against the peace and security
of mankind. Acts that can cause less socially dangerous consequences are called
environmental crimes - crimes against the environmental safety of society (lesser acts are
called offenses). Ecological crimes are socially dangerous acts (acts or omissions) stipulated
by the articles, carried out intentionally or by negligence, encroaching on established in
Russia, environmental relations, the environmental safety of society and causing or capable
of init harm the environment, humans, other legally protected interesam.Obschestvennaya
danger of these crimes is undermining the environmental safety obschestva.V depending on
the object of a criminal assault system of environmental crimes includes: Objects criminal
attacks are reflected in a variety of environmental projects. In accordance with
environmental legislation, land (soil), its subsoil, surface and groundwater, atmospheric
air, the ozone layer of the atmosphere, forests and other vegetation, the animal world,
microorganisms, genetic resources, natural landscapes, other natural ecosystems are
included in accordance with environmental legislation. or other specific offense against
ecology, may include two separate elements: a) the main one - that material world, which is
primarily attacked; b) additional / optional - the material world to which the encroachment
is carried out after the main one. For example, the main subject of criminal assault is water
(surface, groundwater or drinking water sources), and optional - animal or plant world,
forest products or agriculture, own biological structure of other environmental objects.
The objective side of the offenses is expressed in violation of the laws , other normative
legal acts on environmental protection, rational use and reproduction of natural resources.
The violation may occur (for example, in the case of illegal mining (catching) of aquatic
biological resources, hunting, felling of forest plantations) and inaction (for example, if the
environmental safety rules are not complied with by the person entrusted with this duty by
virtue of a regulatory legal provision, or in the absence of measures to repair, control,
ensure the proper operation of treatment plants, installations by the person in charge of
service). According to the legislative design, the crimes are, as a rule, material. Crimes are
over (compositions) at the time of the relevant material socially dangerous consequences.
Dispositions of almost all norms that provide for responsibility for environmental crimes
have a reference-blanket character, since to determine the crime of acts and their proper
qualification, the law-enforcer is sent to laws or other normative legal acts through which
the essence of the unlawful conduct of the subject is disclosed. The subject of criminal
infringements is the physical responsible person who has reached the age of 16 years of the
crime. A special subject is possible - an official or other person responsible for the service
due to certain specific regulatory legal requirements. The subjective side of the offenses can
be characterized by guilt both in the form of intent (for example, in the illegal mining
(illegal fishing) of aquatic biological resources, illegal hunting) , and in the form of
negligence (for example, in case of violation of the rules of environmental safety by the
person in charge who did not foresee the possibility of the material socially dangerous after
due to negligent attitude to the observance of service instructions, the destruction of forest
plantations as a result of negligent handling of fire). The motives and objectives for the



gualification of acts as environmental crimes do not matter, but, as a rule, are taken into
account when assigning criminal penalties.
