	Art of Public Speaking is a comprehensive study of the fundamental principles and skills of public speaking. 

	Goal of the course
	Students will read, analyze, and evaluate research-based writings in order to develop a working understanding of the relevance of public address. They will examine the purposes, methods, and steps in preparing speeches. Further, students will develop communication skills in listening, speech criticism, as well as audience analysis and writing. A discussion of effective delivery techniques for presentation of a variety of speeches will allow students to further their knowledge of public speaking. Students' progress will be measured by multiple choice assessments as well as speech writing assignments.

	Learning outcomes
	Upon completion of this course, student should be able to: 
- Demonstrate knowledge of public speaking principles and concepts. 
- Apply knowledge of principles, concepts and skills learned in speech preparation.
- Develop skills in effective listening. 
- Apply process of selecting and narrowing a speech topic, 
- Evaluate the delivery of speeches. 
- Apply methods of organizing a speech through an outline. 
- Develop skills in speech composition. 
- Write speech with a purpose. 
- Demonstrate knowledge of speech delivery techniques. 
- Use supporting materials and presentation aids in speech preparation.

	Organization of course
	This course, which will be made familiar with the theoretical and practical material on the Art of Public Speaking. Home and class assignments (6-8) will provide an opportunity to review the practical application of the assimilation of theoretical material.

	Requirements of course
	1. For each laboratory work you have to prepare in advance, according to the schedule below. Tasks: oral and written answers, practical works prepared in advance to the next laboratory work, which has been discussed for the next topic and the following tasks.

2. Homework will be distributed throughout the semester, as shown in the graph of discipline.

3. Most homework will include a number of issues addressed in the lectures. To study the material covered, you will need: books, lecture notes and practical examples, Internet resources.
During the semester, you will use the studied theoretical and practical material for the preparation of a boundary control-1 and boundary control-2, and for the exam at the end of the semester.

Specific practical tasks: to come up with “public speaking”, “write a speech”, “prepare a speech” and others will be distributed in class. All these tasks together make up 40% of the final mark of the course.
· These responses, reports, presentations, discussions, additions to the performances will be evaluated by 50% of the final grade.

· The activity of the classroom, attendance, assignments, originality of performance 10% of the total evaluation.

· When homework subject to the following rules:

· Homework should be carried out within a specified time. Later, homework will not be accepted.

· Homework should be done on one side of A4 paper or on a double sheet of notebook.

· You can work together with another student when creating TV and radio stories, programs, provided that each of you works and is responsible for a certain area of ​​work: TV recording material mounting the TV, sound text, photography and other moments of the creation of broadcast materials.
