Robin Hood: Man or legend?

Everyone in Britain knows who Robin Hood was, or at least they think they do. He lived in a forest near the English city of Nottingham about 800 years ago. He had a group of good friends who included Little John and Will Scarlett, and he had a girlfriend called Maid Marion. Together Robin and his friends used to fight the local ruler, the Sheriff of Nottingham and his men, who were greedy and cruel. When they weren’t fighting, they stole money and jewellery from the rich and used it to help the poor people of Nottingham, who were treated very badly by the Sheriff. Some people even believe Robin Hood was related to the royal family of the time. 

But how much of the Robin Hood story is true, and how much is legend? When did he live? Was he really a thief? Was he related to the royal family? These are questions that historians have been trying to answer for many years, and we still know very little. It is possible that he didn’t even exist, and was just a fictional character. Most of what we know about him comes from stories and poems which started appearing in the 13th century, and these have changed a lot over the years. There have been so many changes, in fact, that Robin Hood probably wouldn’t recognise himself in his own stories.

Why have there been so many changes? Hundreds of years ago very few people could read or write, and so most stories and poems were not written down. Instead, storytellers used to travel around towns and villages telling their own versions of the stories or the poems that they had heard from others. They also added details of their own, probably to make the stories more interesting. The people who heard these stories passed them on to their children, who passed them on to their children, and so on, and each time new details were added. It wasn’t until much later, when more people were able to read and write, that plays about Robin Hood’s life appeared. Later, when moving pictures were invented, there were exciting films about his adventures. By then, however, the stories we know today had already become established as the ones that were true. 

Robin Hood, or at least the version of him we see in films, is one of Britain’s most popular national heroes. Like other legends, such as that of King Arthur, which has been around even longer, the stories we know about him are probably not true, but that does not stop us from believing or hoping they are.
