A video is made during the oral examination.
Oral exam:

- Microsoft Teams is represented in corporate communications;
- BigBlueButton service provided by DLS Moodle,
- ZOOM, Skype and other external resources that perform video recording of joint work in case of technical problems.
Exam control

Teacher or examination board:

- makes a video of the exam,

- keep a video of the exam for 3 months from the end of the session.

Preparation time – 7 minutes.
Answer all ticket questions – 15 minutes. 
EXAMINATION PROCEDURE

IMPORTANT - the exam is scheduled
Student behavior during the exam
1. Before starting the oral exam, it is necessary to check the following:

- connection to the Internet on your working device (computer, candy, laptop, tablet), the device must be charged during all exams;

- webcam and microphone performance.
2. 30 minutes before the exam, ALL students of the group enter the video conference room organized by the teacher or members of the commission according to the link specified in the rules of the final exam (in case of violation of video communication services sent by the teacher / commission members).
3. 30 minutes before the start of the exam, they check the access to Univer.kaznu.kz through any browser, but preferably through GoogleChrome (in case of loss of login and / or password, the student should contact the curator-advisor before the exam). After the check, they leave the account while waiting for the commission's call.
PAY ATTENTION. A STUDENT DOES NOT HAVE THE RIGHT TO OPEN A TICKET UNTIL HE RECEIVES A PERSONAL INVITATION FROM THE EXAMINATION COMMISSION.

THE STUDENT LOGS TO HIS UNIVERSAL ACCOUNT AT THE REQUEST OF THE COMMISSION AND OPENS THE VIDEO BEFORE THE VIDEO.

4. When it is time for the exam, the student invited by the commission member shows his ID to the camera.
5. Enables on-screen display.

6. Log in to the university system, go to the "Exam Schedule" page and select the exam by clicking on the "Oral Exam".

- The function "Oral examination" works only after the beginning of the examination time;

- The function "Passing the oral exam" is only for students who do not have a final statement (exam, retake, Incomplete).
7. After clicking on the link "Take the oral exam", a window will open where the student will see the exam questions.

8. The student shows the questions of the ticket on the screen, reads them aloud.

9. Transfers the video conference service display to the camera and prepares to respond.

10. After completing the answer, the video will leave the conference hall.
1. The exam is held according to the schedule.

2. At the beginning of the exam according to the schedule, students can access tickets generated from their accounts in the univer system.

3. The student does not have the right to open the ticket before the personal invitation of the commission for examination. Only at the request of the commission, the student logs into his account in the university system and opens his ticket under the video.
8. The student invited by the members of the commission confirms his / her identity, presents his / her ticket at the University and answers the questions of the ticket after preparation by the teacher or the commission at the appointed time.

9. When a student answers, other group members can switch to standby mode (turn off the cameras, but the video does not turn on the conference service).

10. After the commission receives the student's answer, he can leave the video conference room.
Topics for exam questions (program)
1. About the operation of the operating system, the ability to design and manage the operating system. Be able to distinguish the types of operating systems used in computers.

2. Have an understanding of processes and flows. Be able to describe the functions of the CPU.

3. Ability to manage the operating system. The main purpose of using the operating system and the ability to configure it. Be able to distinguish the main advantages.

4. Ability to synchronize parallel processes. Ability to manage memory. Be able to master the requirements for the operating system.

5. Familiarity with the operating system utilities. Learning to ensure the security of the operating system. Be able to use operating system programs.
