	Expected Learning Outcomes (LO)

	LO Indicators

	The course is introductory by nature and is aimed at non-specialists. On completion of the course, the students should be familiar with the major developments throughout the history of political thought; main political ideologies, regimes, systems and institutions: as well as the goals, mechanism and institutions of domestic and foreign policy of a state.
	LO 1 (cognitive or concept related): be competent in tracing the main stages of the development of the political thought throughout the history. 
	1.1. be able to explain the difference between ancient, medieval, modern and contemporary political thought.
1.2. be able to trace in sufficient details on the political though in Kazakhstan throughout the history;
1.3. be able to operate conceptually with the term of “state” and “power” which are the core ones for both political theory and research.

	
	LO 2 (cognitive or concept related): be competent in distinguishing between main political ideologies.
	2.1. able to explain the notion of “political spectrum”;
2.2. able to distinguish between there major ideologies, i.e. conservatism, liberalism and socialism in terms of political and social values;
2.3. able to distinguish between there major ideologies, i.e. conservatism, liberalism and socialism in terms of economic values.

	
	LO 3 (functional or process related): be competent in application of comparative and SWOT analysis technique to the political regimes, political systems and political institutions.

5.3 be able to give and informed opinion on and assess critically certain aspects of foreign policy of a state.
