Task 1. SPEAKING In pairs, students look at the photos of two people with unusual jobs. Ask
them to discuss where they think the people work. Elicit ideas from students in open class.

Task 2. Ask students to read the articles and check their answer in exercise 1. Set a time limit of
three minutes to encourage students not to get stuck on difficult vocabulary at this stage.

Task 3. Ask students to read the articles again and decide if the statements are True (T), False
(F) or the information is Not Mentioned (NM). Elicit from students where they found their
answer when the answer is true or false.

Task 4. CRITICAL THINKING. Individually, students read the questions and make notes
before comparing their ideas with the rest of the class.
