ACADEMIC WRITING
Educational program level: PhD 1 cours 
Specialty: “8D01705 – Foreign Language:two foreign language; 8D02208 – Turkology, 8D02303 – Linguistics ”
Form of study: Full-time 

Aim of the course: ACADEMIC WRITING The Research Methodology course aim is to generate students’ abilities in the postgraduate programme to independently conduct research and develop in the relevant professional field by applying modern research methods; it also develops a methodological culture of thinking and forms knowledge about the research structure and methods, the key principles of design and implementation of research projects. The issues of application and public declaration of the research results are considered in detail. Some features of various genres of research work are discussed. In studying the course, it is assumed that the research literature handling skills will be improved, the basic science-measuring tools mastered, the ability to correctly formulate the problem acquired, the research programme set up and methodological strategy chosen. The course is an important component in training young researchers in writing and defending a PhD dissertation in Science.
Expected Learning Outcomes (LO)

1. Justify the topic, select the object and determine the research topic;

As a result of studying the discipline the undergraduate will be able to:
– to provide students with techniques that can help themorganize and structure their ideas in a coherent way (e.g. to follow the rule of one main idea per paragraph; ensure paragraphs are logically linked);
–  to do practical  exercises  that  helpstudents work  with  texts  in  English  (e.g.  write  short  summaries  of paragraphs or larger parts of texts using paraphrases fora literature review); 
– to teach students the  vocabulary commonly used  in  academic  writing  and  the  basics  of    academic  oral  presentation. 

At the end of the course students will know:-the main academic vocabulary used in research proposals for a bachelor thesis in Eng-lish;-the main academic vocabulary needed to give a presentation of own research project in English -the techniques used to paraphrase original sources that allow to avoid plagiarism-the techniques used to summarise ideas from multiple sources.be able to:-write concise paragraphs that contain one main ideaeach;-logically link ideas within paragraphs and paragraphs within separate sections of a text;-write a 2500-word Project Proposalin English that contains the following: an abstract (200~250); an introduction: a description of the main objective and goals of their pro-posed research + an explanation of the academic contribution their work makes to the existing  literature  on  agiven  topic  (500  words);  a  literature  review  (1300  words);  re-search methods used (300 words); anticipated results (~250); conclusion (~150);-present own Project Proposal to an audience, using Power Point slides;-respond  to  questions  after  the  presentationof  own  Project  Proposal,  using  appropriate academic vocabulary
