	-to collect something from a place 

I picked up my coat from the cleaners.
-to take hold of somebody/something and lift them/it up 

She went over to the crying child and picked her up.

-to put things away neatly

	-to remove something/rubbish from inside the house/flat
-things that you throw away because you no longer want or need them

	Tidy your room  phr.
	-to keep your room neat and in order
-to put things in the place where they belong, especially where they cannot be seen, so that a room appears tidy Can you tidy away your clothes, please?

	Do a course   phr.
	-to study a series of lessons or lectures on a particular subject

	Make a mistake   phr.
	-an action or an opinion that is not correct, or that produces a result that you did not want It's easy to make a mistake.
-to cause mistakes to exist, happen or be done

	Do an exam   phr.
	-to have a formal written, spoken or practical test, especially at school or college, to see how much you know about a subject, or what you can do

	Do an exercise   phr.
	-a set of movements or activities that you do to stay healthy or develop a skill breathing/relaxation/stretching exercises
-a set of questions in a book that tests your knowledge or practises a skill
