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1.Introduction Financial violations are illegal actions in the sphere of formation, distribution and use of funds of the state, organizations and citizens. In the Republic of Kazakhstan, combating such violations is an important part of economic policy and ensuring financial stability.

The concept and types of financial violations Financial irregularities include: • Budget violations o misuse of budgetary funds o overstatement of expenses • Tax violations o tax evasion o concealment of income • Banking violations o illegal financial transactions o violation of lending rules • Corruption offenses o bribery o abuse of official position 

3. Regulatory framework Financial violations are regulated by the following acts: • Budget Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan • The Tax Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan • The Criminal Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan • The Law "On Combating Corruption" 

4. Bodies exercising control Main government agencies: • Anti-Corruption Agency of the Republic of Kazakhstan • State Revenue Committee of the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Kazakhstan • The Accounting Committee for Control over the Execution of the Republican Budget • Prosecutor's offices 

5. Causes of financial irregularities Main factors: • low level of financial discipline • insufficient control • Corruption • Imperfection of legislation • weak digitalization of processes 

 6. Liability for financial violations The Republic of Kazakhstan provides for the following types of liability: • Administrative — fines, sanctions • Civil law — compensation for damages • Criminal — imprisonment, confiscation of property 

 7. Methods of prevention • Strengthening financial control • implementation of digital technologies (eGov, accounting automation) • Increased budget transparency • Anti-corruption policy • improving financial literacy of the population 

8. Conclusion Financial irregularities cause serious damage to the economy and undermine confidence in government institutions. An effective control system and strict liability are key tools for their prevention in the Republic of Kazakhstan.
