· Bring Design Resources: Always have your grammar reference books, digital devices, and sample lesson materials ready to develop new teaching activities.

· Engage in Micro-Teaching: Take initiative during "Inductive vs. Deductive" sessions to lead a small grammar lesson, receiving immediate peer and instructor feedback.
· Collaborate on Problem-Solving: Participate in error analysis workshops where you identify, classify, and suggest remediation strategies for common student grammatical mistakes.
