Certain of (or about):Sham was certain of winning the prize. I am not certain about the spelling of that word.

Certain to: She is certain to get angry if you speak to her right now.

Chagrin at: “Feeling of shame or annoyance” Mr. Neeraj was chagrined at losing the election. Miss Rakesh showed her chagrin at not being invited to the party.

Chance, by  ”assidentally”: Nowton made his discovery by chance. If by chance you see Hemant, tell him I want to see him.

Chance of:There is still a chance of finding tje explorer alive.

Chance on (or upon): We were very lucky to chance on  Mr. Satish in the cafeteria.

Chance, take a..(on)”gamble on; venture on”: Let’s go to Mary’s house. We can take a chance on her being there. Won’t you take a chance on the prize? You may win it.

Chance to: I want a chance to make some money.

Change for: Mr.Prem has changed his old car for a new one. The weather took a change for the better.

Change, for a: “ as something different; for a break in routine”: Let’s eat out tonight for change.

Change from- to (or into):bob changed from a shy person into quite a politician. You’d better change from your light suit your dark one.

Characteristic of: Slow speech is characteristic of New Englanders. Punctuality is a characteristic of a concientious student.

Characterize by: We haracterize people by their appearances. His conversation is  haracterized by good humour.

Charge against: Every error will be charged against you when you appear before Dharam  Raj.

Worthy of : That man is worthy of a better job. You  remark was not worthy of that of a gentlemen.

Write down “make a note of; record”(S): That’s a good idea. You’d better a write it down before you forget it.

Write out: 1. “use complete words; do not use abbreviations figures, or signs”(S): Don’t use abbreviations, for and the United States; write those words out. 2. “put into writing”(S); That is a very good suggestion. Would you please write it out?

Write up “make a written description or analysis of”(S): The reporter wrote the accident up for the newspaper.

Yearn for” pine/long for” My wife yearns for a home of her own.

Years, get on (or along ) in “grow very old”: Mr.Satish is getting on in years.

Yield to “submit surrender” The soldier yield to the enemy. Mr. Dinesh yielded to her daughter’s request.

Zeal for “Ardour/Enthusiasm for” Mr.Chandra’s zeal for chess is quite remarkable.

Zeal in: A new secretary usually shows zeal in her work.

Zest for “Relish/Taste” Mr. Davendra has great zest for outdoor sports/
