The goals of the cours:

1) to familiarize the student with the ABCs of political science; 

2) to enable them to apply the above terms skillfully in discussions about current political issues;

3) to enable the students to demonstrate an understanding of political processes in modern states; 

4)  to outline and critically analyze different viewpoints in political science;
5)  to critically evaluate different concepts, principles, theories, ideologies, etc.
Objectives:
(i) To introduce you to what politics and political science are all about.

(ii) To put you through the various methods political scientist uses to make decisions and to make projections covering political events or phenomenon.

(iii) To highlight the major areas within Political Science as a field of study and show how these relates to other subjects in the Social Sciences.

(iv) To show you that all activities of government affect our lives and that politics is very important in every society.
WORKING THROUGH THIS COURSE

To complete this course, you are advised to follow this syllabus, read the recommended books as well as other course materials and come ready to discuss the topic indicated in the syllabus. We will have 1 seminar and 2 lectures per week. Starting from the 3rd week we will have Individual Works of Students (IWS), the out-of-the-class assignments, which need to be completed on time. There will be quizzes during the semester and a written examination at the end of the course. The course should take you about 15 weeks to complete. You need to allocate time to each class and IWS so as to finish the course successfully and on time.
METHODOLOGY

The course is designed to allow for maximum student participation. It should be kept flexible since the contemporary issues must be studied as they occur. The flexibility aspect must also allow individual student to pursue areas that arouse special interest while remaining within the plan of this syllabus.
The teacher is expected to act as a planner and a guide in providing the wide range of learning activities and resources necessary to meet varying interests and abilities of individual students.

The activities and resources should include:

1. A multi-media approach with widespread use of books, newspapers, magazines, radio, television, videos.
2. Role-playing techniques.

3. Simulation games.

4. Interviews and guest speakers.

5. Discussions, panels  and formal debates.

INDIVIDUAL WORKS OF STUDENTS (IWS)
It is a core portion of the educational process and the opportunity for the students to demonstrate their willingness to thoroughly learn the subject and apply the knowledge for analyzing purposes. The ISW must be submitted in a written form (electronic or printed), and must meet the deadlines. It usually ranges from 1 to 10 pages depending on the topic and the form of the ISW. It might be essay or research paper.  

Each paper should follow the format below:

Title Page

A. Introduction and statement of why this topic is important

B. Method: What you set out to do (what, where, when, how?)

C. Review of the literature or background material on this topic

D. Discussion of your research analysis and findings (major part of your paper)

E. Conclusion and Discussion

F. References.


PLAGIARISM
