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MODEL UNITED NATIONS CONFERENCE - NEW SILK ROAD
DEDICATED TO THE 25TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE ACCESSION OF
KAZAKHSTAN AND THE CENTRAL ASIAN COUNTRIES TO THE UNITED

NATIONS

24th and 25th February 2017 at the Library of al-Farabi Kazakh National University held an
international student conference of the program "Model UN - New Silk Road". The conference was
dedicated to the 25th anniversary of Kazakhstan's accession and the Central Asian countries to the
United Nations and it has paid special attention to the work of Kazakhstan in the UN Security
Council.
