ТАҚЫРЫБЫ: YOUTH SLANG AS A PHENOMENON IN MODERN LINGUISTICS

       The rapid development of human society has a great influence on the most important tool of the communication of language. The modern way of living goes faster and new trends are also reflected in the development of language in a form of various new words and expressions as well as the improvement and facilitation of grammar structure. Slang seems to be one of the most important language formation having a great influence on the development of language. Slang speech is characterized by various linguistic features reflecting the users´ way of living and using the language with emphasis on belonging to a particular group of language users.
        Jargon is a social dialect; It is different from the language of General specific vocabulary and expressive turns, but has its own phonetic and grammatical system. Develops among the more or less closed groups: schoolchildren, students, military personnel, and various professional groups. These jargons should not be confused with professional languages, which are characterized by a highly developed and quite precise terminology of a particular trade, industry equipment, as well as from the "thieves 'jargon' language underclass, criminal elements of society. Jargon lexically and stylistically diverse, different volatility and speed of turnover of most running vocabulary.

          A slang expression may suddenly become widely used and as quickly die. Also jargons that arise on the basis of common language, there is jargon that appear as a result of communication multilingual population in the border areas or in places where different national populations, such as sea ports.

A special place in modern slang vocabulary takes youth jargon or slang (from the English. Slang - speech and expression, coined by people in certain occupations or age groups) - a special kind of speech, which is characterized, in contrast to the popular language-specific (often rethought expressive) vocabulary and phraseology and word formation using special tools.

         Until the beginning of XX century, the word "slang" in the English language was associated with thieves and vagabonds. In the same meaning it has borrowed and Russian. Therefore Slang severely condemned. With the democratization of life related to the slang it became more tolerant, and slang has already become synonymous with catchy, emotional vocabulary, unfit for formal setting. Youth word used in other conversational environment, often turns into rudeness. This probably explains the negative attitude to the older slang.
The "New Oxford English Dictionary" defines slang as follows:

a) the special vocabulary used by any set of persons of a low or disreputable character; language of a low and vulgar type;

b) the cant or jargon of a certain class or period;

c) language of a highly colloquial type considered as below the level of standard educated speech, and consisting either of new words or of current words employed in some special sense."

In general all linguists agree that slang is nonstandard vocabulary composed of words or senses characterized primarily by connotations of extreme informality and usually by a currency not limited to a particular region. It is composed typically of coinages or arbitrarily changed words, clipped or shortened forms, extravagant, forced, or facetious figures of speech, or verbal novelties. They are identified and distinguished by contrasting them to standard literary vocabulary. They are expressive, mostly ironical words serving to create fresh names for some things that are frequent topics of discourse.

          Slang consists of the words and expressions that have escaped from the cant, jargon and argot (and to a lesser extent from dialectal, nonstandard, and taboo speech) of specific subgroups of society so that they are known and used by an appreciable percentage of the general population, even though the words and expressions often retain some associations with the subgroups that originally used and popularized them. Thus, slang is a middle ground for words and expressions that have become too popular to be any longer considered as part of the more restricted categories, but that are not yet (and may never become) acceptable or popular enough to be considered informal or standard.

  Slang words cannot be distinguished from other words by sound or meaning. In fact, most slang words are homonyms of standard words, spelled and pronounced just like their standard counterparts, as for example slang words for money such as beans, brass, dibs, dough, chinc, oof, wards; the slang synonyms for word head are attic, brain-pan, hat peg, nut, upper storey; drunk- boozy, cock-eyed, high, soaked, tight, and pot (marijuana). Of course, these words are alike in their ordinary standard use and in their slang use. Each word sounds just as appealing or unappealing, dull or colorful in its standard as in its slang use. Also, the meanings of beans and money, head and attic, pot and marijuana are the same, so it cannot be said that the connotations of slang words are any more colorful or racy than the meanings of standard words.

       Slang is very informal use of words and phrases for more colorful or peculiar style of expression that is shared by the people in the same social subgroup, for example, computer slang, sports slang, military slang, musicians’ slang, students’ slang, underworld slang, etc. Slang is not used by the majority of native speakers and many people consider it vulgar, though quite a few slang phrases have already come into standard usage. Slang contains many obscene and offensive words and phrases. It also has many expressions that are acceptable in informal communication. Slang is highly idiomatic. It is flippant, irreverent, indecorous; it may be indecent or obscene. Its colorful metaphors are generally directed at respectability, and it is this succinct, sometimes witty, frequently impertinent social criticism that gives slang its characteristic flavor. Slang, then, includes not just words but words used in a special way in a certain social context.

      Slang can be described as informal, nonstandard words or phrases (lexical innovations) which tend to originate in subcultures within a society. Slang often suggests that the person utilizing the words or phrases is familiar with the hearer's group or subgroup-it can be considered a distinguishing factor of in-group identity. Microsoft Encarta states: "slang expressions often embody attitudes and values of group members." In order for an expression to become slang, it must be widely accepted and adopted by members of the subculture or group. Slang has no societal boundaries or limitations as it can exist in all cultures and classes of society as well as in all languages.
      Slang expressions are created in basically the same way as standard speech. As stated in Microsoft Encarta, "expressions may take form as metaphors, similes, and other figures of speech." In addition, it is noted that the words used as slang may be new coinages, existing words may acquire new meanings, narrow meanings of words may become generalized, words may be abbreviated, etc. However, in order for the expression to survive, it must be widely adopted by the group who uses it. Slang is a way in which languages change and are renewed.
Varieties of British slang

1. Rhyming slang
Rhyming slang, chiefly associated with Cockney#Cockney speech spoken in the East End of London, replaces a word with a phrase which rhymes with the word, for example, plates of meat for "feet", or twist and twirl for "girl". Often only the first word is used, so plates and twist by themselves become the colloquialisms for "feet" and "girl".
2. Back slang
Back slang is simply the practice of using words spelled in reverse, e.g. yob for "boy" or ecilop for "police".
3. Polari
Polari is a variety of slang used by gay men and lesbians in Britain and the United Kingdom, which has a history going back at least a hundred years.
Slang was the main reason for the development of prescriptive language in an attempt to slow down the rate of change in both spoken and written language.

Why People Use Slang?
According to the British lexicographer, Eric Partridge (1894-1979), people use slang for any of at least 15 reasons:
1) In sheer high spirits, by the young in heart as well as by the young in years; 'just for the fun of the thing'; in playfulness or waggishness.
2) As an exercise either in wit and ingenuity or in humour. 

3) To be 'different', to be novel.
4) To be picturesque (either positively or - as in the wish to avoid insipidity - negatively).
5) To be unmistakably arresting, even startling.
6) To escape from clichés, or to be brief and concise. 

7) To enrich the language. 

8) To lend an air of solidity, concreteness, to the abstract; of earthiness to the idealistic; of immediacy and appositeness to the remote. 

9) To lesson the sting of, or on the other hand to give additional point to, a refusal, a rejection, a recantation;
10) To reduce, perhaps also to disperse, the solemnity, the pomposity, the excessive seriousness of a conversation (or of a piece of writing);
11) To soften the tragedy, to lighten or to 'prettify' the inevitability of death or madness, or to mask the ugliness or the pity of profound turpitude (e.g. treachery, ingratitude); and/or thus to enable the speaker or his auditor or both to endure, to 'carry on'.
12) To speak or write down to an inferior, or to amuse a superior public; or merely to be on a colloquial level with either one's audience or one's subject matter.
13) For ease of social intercourse. 

14) To induce either friendliness or intimacy of a deep or a durable kind. 

15) To show that one belongs to a certain school, trade, or profession, artistic or intellectual set, or social class; in brief, to be 'in the swim' or to establish contact.
16) Hence, to show or prove that someone is not 'in the swim'.
17) To be secret - not understood by those around one. 

      While many slang words introduce new concepts, some of the most effective slang provides new expressions--fresh, satirical, shocking--for established concepts, often very respectable ones. Sound is sometimes used as a basis for this type of slang, as, for example, in various phonetic distortions.

Slang comes to be a very numerous part of the English language. It is considered to be one of the main representatives of the nation itself. The birth of new words results from the order of the modern society. Slang arises due to our propensity for replacing old denominations by expressive ones. And yet the growing popularity of every new creation prevents it from remaining fresh and impressive. What was felt as strikingly witty yesterday becomes dull and stale today, since everybody knows it and uses it.

There are several ways of slang words formation:

1. Various figures of speech participate in slang formation.

For example: upper storey-head (metaphor), skirt-girl (metonymy), killing-astonishing (hyperbole), some-excellent or bad (understatement), clear as mud (irony). Slang items usually arise by the same means in which new words enter the general vocabulary.

2. The slang word can appear thanks to the recycling of the words and parts of words, which are already in the language.

Expressions may take form as metaphors, similes, and other figures of speech (dead as a doornail).Some slang formation follow the rules of Standard English. F.e., slang behaves regularly in the forming of denominal adjectives by –y suffixation (e.g. cbordy- moody, cbord-a bad mood, gobby-mouthy, slang gob-mouth) and deverbal adjectives by – able suffixation (shaggable- slang to shag –to fornicate). It uses the suffix –ette to denote female sex as in punkette (a female punk). It uses the verbal prefix de- to convey a sense of removal or deprivation to the base as in de-bag –to remove trousers .
  Words may acquire new meanings (cool, cat). A narrow meaning may become generalized (fink, originally a strikebreaker, later a betrayer or disappointer) or vice-versa (heap, a run-down car). Most affixation tend to belong to extra grammatical morphology, though they exhibit a certain regularity and stability.

      English slang peculiar and unique. He was born and is born in the depths of the English language in different social spheres and age groups as the desire for brevity, expressiveness, sometimes as a protest against the bored or long words, the desire is to christen its object or its properties. In the youth community where slang creative  particularly prevalent among other things clearly expressed the desire to stand apart from the adult world, "encrypt" your language flourishes slang creative especially in times of major social change, wars, economic and cultural shifts, when there is an urgent need to call something new with which to face every day.          Youth Slang is like its media. Language here in this function reflects his inner aspirations of young people, and the desire of young people differ from adults and be like her in youth is an important cause of functioning slang in everyday speech of young people. Slang makes it more concise, emotionally expressive.

Russian youth slang is an interesting linguistic phenomenon, the existence of which is not limited only to certain age limits, as is clear from its very definition, but also social, temporal, spatial framework. Like all social dialects, it is only a lexicon that feeds juice national language, lives on its phonetic and grammatical grounds. English  youth slang is an interesting linguistic phenomenon, the existence of which is not limited only to certain age limits, as is clear from its very definition, but also social, temporal, spatial framework.          Slang does not remain constant. With the change of the fashion phenomenon of the other, the old words are forgotten, they are replaced by others. This process takes place very rapidly. If any other slang word can exist for decades, the youth slang is only in the past decade of rapid global progress appeared and went into the history of the incredible number of words. A study of youth slang is necessary, first of all, to solve practical problems of speech.

Researchers estimate youth slang is different. Some scientists explain his appearance social causes. Western sociologists see in contemporary youth jargon, especially the younger generation rebellion against the bureaucratic-industrial structure of society.
        Cultures have spoken, through which they express themselves, their self. However, being alive to developing education, change, modify the culture and their own languages. As a result, the specific language of cultural and historical eras are so different and confusing for the children, they are more like a foreign, rather than in the languages ​​of their own culture.

Youth Slang has a variety of features and differences from other available slang, such as professional (doctors, lawyers, accountants, and others.), Social groups (the underworld, the homeless, and others.), Etc. These primarily include the rapid variability of youth slang, due to the fact that does not stop "arrival" in growing children and young people "care" of her adult life acquiring the status of young adults accompanied by constant renewability of youth slang 

Youth Slang does not impose, it simply exists. And in order to be included in the youth community, be it the "", the young man must not only be young in age, but also speak the language characteristic of his age group, namely the possession and use of youth slang. This slang in their own codes, stores and transmits information from one young person to another. But because young people do not exist outside of society and not a certain monolithic unity, then it is possible slang, mentally making a synchronic and diachronic cuts, distinguish different layers.
Slang is used in all spheres of language: conversations, books, songs, and mass media. But the origin of slang is still uncertain. There are a lot of ideas about the place and reason of its appearance. Some scientists believe that slang originates from the underworld; some sources give the information that slang was created by the traders as the means to deceive the customers. But actually each social group contributed and still contributes slang.
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Түйіндеме
