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Introduction

One of the elements of the culture of Koreans, like
any other people, is language. The preservation of
its history, culture, language and traditions is impor-
tant for every ethnos.

Association of Koreans in Kazakhstan makes a
significant contribution to the development of ethnic
education of Koreans in Kazakhstan.

Then, in the
1990s, after the collapse of the Soviet Union, the Ko-
reans had the opportunity to manifest their national
identity, revive the culture, traditions, language. Af-
ter the concrete goals were set, the prospects were
defined, the formation of the AKK structure began,
the Association held many events. This time was a
period of active development of the Korean associa-
tion. Every year the range of tasks the Association
sets itself is growing. AKK joined the structure of
the Assembly of the People in Kazakhstan, began
to implement international projects, actively par-
ticipate in the socio-political life of the republic. In
the activities of the AKK, the main priorities are the
study of the Korean language, the revival and de-
velopment of the national culture; the creation of an
economic base and the strengthening of the author-
ity of regional Korean organizations; ensuring the
continuity of generations, the development of the
youth movement; strengthening friendship between
nations, maintaining inter-ethnic harmony; estab-
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lishment and development of international and cul-
tural ties (History of the Association of Koreans of
Kazakhstan // http://rooakk.kz/ru/akk history.php).
On the basis of this activity, one of the main mis-
sions of the organization is the preservation of the
Korean language.

Methods of research

The method of analysis and synthesis is a uni-
versal method of investigation. Analysis — the re-
search method, viewed as a system, is mentally or
practically broken down into equal attributes, prop-
erties and other elements to study each of them sepa-
rately. Synthesis is a research method, the purpose
of which is to unite the individual parts of the ques-
tion under study into one. But the most interesting
and acceptable is the so-called method of included
observation. The included observation is a qualita-
tive research method that allows to study people in
their natural environment, in everyday life situa-
tions. This is a form of field research that occurs in
real conditions and which, unlike the experiment, is
not controlled by anyone and is not structured. Re-
searchers take a direct part in the activities of that
group or organization or collective. They can study
and act in two roles: a participant in the process
(action, situation) as an insider or an observer — a
«neutral outsider». During the study of this issue,
the author has observed and compiled records from
the archive of the school of ethnic Koreans.

Main part

In Kazakhstan there are practically no ethnic
Korean schools, the Korean language is studied as
an optional lesson in secondary schools Ne56 and
Nel136 in Almaty. Close attention deserves the activ-
ity of the F.E. Dzerzhinsky secondary school, which
is the only school in the country where the Korean
language is studied as a native language from the
Ist to the 11th grades. The school succeeds to solve
the problems of preserving the ethnic education of
Koreans in Kazakhstan.

The history of the school begins in the autumn
of 1938, when the Koreans from the Far East were
resettled on the desert land of the Karatal region.
They created a settlement with their own hands,
which they named «Far East» in memory of their
Motherland. From the memoirs of one of the mem-
bers of the first pedagogical collective Tsai Appo-
lon Ivanovich: «I remember well, in May we started
construction, and by the new academic year the
school was completely ready . From the beginning

to the end they did everything by themselves: laying
the foundation, kneading clay, preparing the adobe,
erecting the walls. The school, founded in 1938, was
a seven year old, named after Lermontov. In 1949
it became the secondary school named after Dzer-
zhinsky. The first pedagogical collective consisted
of eight people. There was eleven class-kits. They
studied in two shifts. Conditions were very heavy.
Teachers conducted two classes, while there was
no teacher’s room, electricity too, classes were con-
ducted under the light of kerosene lamps» (Archive
of the F.E. Dzerzhinsky secondary school).

During its existence in the school there were 12
directors, 9 of them were Koreans . The first direc-
tors of the school were Choi Den-Nen and Kwon Al-
exander. Choi Den-Nen graduated from Primorsky
Krai’s peasant youth school, and Kvon Alexander
graduated from the first year of Far Eastern State
University. The first teachers of the school were
Shin Vladimir Semenovich, Li Semen, Pak Niko-
lay Timofeevich, Kim Arseniy Mikhailovich, Kim
Yakov, Tsai Appolon Ivanovich. In 1939, the first
issue of the seven-year school named after Lermon-
tov was held. And the first graduation of the F. Dz-
erzhinsky secondary school in 1949 consisted of 16
graduates. [ would like to note the fact that hundreds
of Koreans at that time received academic degrees
of candidates and doctors of science; and many of
them became graduates of this school. One of the
brightest personalities of the Korean diaspora was
the graduate of 1949, Khan Gury Borisovich. Head
of the Department of Kazakh State Law Academy,
Professor of Philosophy, Member of the Higher Dis-
ciplinary Council under the President of the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan (1997) became the First President
of the Republican AKK. The N.A. Nazarbayev’s
trustee in the election of the President of the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan in 1999 Khan G.B. was a mem-
ber of the National Commission of Kazakhstan for
«UNESCO» and was awarded the Medal «Dostyk»
and a commemorative medal «Astana». Among
the Korean diaspora, a significant personality is Li
Timofey Aleksandrovich — a teacher of physics, an
Excellent worker in the education of the Kazakh
SSR. In 1978, Lee T. A. was conferred the title
«Honored Teacher of the Kazakh SSR» by the de-
cree of the President of the Supreme Council of the
Kazakh SSR. Kim Anatoly Andreevich — studied in
1947 — 1948, writer, graduated from the M. Gorky
Literary Institute M. Gorky in Moscow, became a
member of the Writers’ Union of Russia. His works
are included in the programs of schools and univer-
sities, and his books are published in 24 countries.
Kim A.A. was awarded the literary prizes of Russia,
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Korea, Kazakhstan, Germany, USA, Japan. No less
famous person in the circles of the Korean intelli-
gentsia Kim Yuri Alekseevich studied at school in
1948-1950. Being a lawyer by profession, he served
as Deputy Minister of Justice of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan, Chairman of the Central Election Com-
mission of the Republic of Kazakhstan, Chairman
of the Constitutional Council of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan (Archive of the F.E. Dzerzhinsky second-
ary school).. The results of these graduates indicate
that, since the first release, the school has given good
knowledge and a decent upbringing. As the head of
state N.Nazarbayev points out, «over the years of
residing in Kazakhstan, Koreans not only did not
turn into the dust of history, they did not assimilate,
but, having preserved, in many ways even enriching
their national customs and traditions, have made and
are making a worthy contribution in the socio-eco-
nomic and spiritual development of the republic» (
The Korean Diaspora in Kazakhstan // http://www.
kondor-tour.kz/kaz_kore saram).

The preservation of the Korean language in Dz-
erzhinsky’s school can be divided into several stag-
es. The first stage begins in 1938, this is the time
when Koreans were resettled from the Far East. The
deportation inflicted irreparable damage on the na-
tional culture of Soviet Koreans and, above all, on
the national language. After the resettlement, the
Soviet government began to implement a monstrous
experiment on the scale of the elimination of national
self-consciousness among Soviet Koreans. Also, in
addition to these factors, there were other important
factors contributing to the emergence of problems
in the study of the native language. For example, the
work of the school was faced with great difficulties:
there were no textbooks, programs, methodological
developments; teachers did not have a pedagogi-
cal education; there were not enough rooms, school
equipment, technical training aids, etc.

But since 1985, the study of the language in the
school was introduced optional, this was an impor-
tant step in the further study of it. Since 1991, with
the beginning of the period of national revival in Ka-
zakhstan at the Dzerzhinsky school, with the acqui-
sition of the independence of the state, everything
began to change gradually. On January 28, 1992,
diplomatic relations were established between the
Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of Korea.
From 1992-1993 academic year the school took as
a basis the study of the Korean language as a native
language (Archive of the F.E. Dzerzhinsky second-
ary school).

Korean organizations made a significant contri-
bution to the development of the Korean language
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and ethnic education in general. The most fruitful
relations have developed with KOICA (Korean
Agency for International Cooperation), which pro-
vides a variety of sponsorship, whose representation
in 1995 was founded in Kazakhstan. 40 volunteers
from the Republic of Korea officially worked in Ka-
zakhstan (Korean International Cooperation Agen-
cy (KOICA) // http://kzkoicaalumni.com/koica/
infoKOICA.pdf). For this period Korean volunteers
from South Korea taught: Yu Yong Do (1992), Kim
Pen Haq (1993-1995), Oh Yeon Ge (1995-1997),
Lee Yong-ho (1997-1998), Pyak Keng De (1999
2001), Kim Kim Nam (2010-2011), as well as local
specialists Kim Flora Hadeevna (until 1995), Kim
Angelika Ivanovna (1993-1995), Tsoy Afanasy
Konstantinovich (1995-1996), Kim Larisa Vladi-
mirovna (1999-2001), Kim Yevgenia Feliksovna
(from 1996 to the present).

The most important conditions contributing to
the study of the Korean language in school at that
time were the dominance of students of Korean na-
tionality in the school; functioning in the language
environment. In addition, the school was character-
ized by a certain scientific and technical and me-
thodical training of the entire teaching staff, the
availability of teachers from Korea. One of the mer-
its of the school was the availability of the necessary
scientific and technical base, local history materials,
as well as support of the Korean Cultural Center,
Karatal rayon, rural administration and «Ushtobin-
sky» LLP.

Currently, Korean language lessons are held
from the 1st to the 11th grade. In the first class — 1
hour per week, from 2 to 11 classes — 2 hours per
week. In addition, elective classes are held. The
curriculum developed by the volunteer from South
Korea, Hong Wu Yele, the Korean language teacher
Kim Yevgeniya Feliksovna, together with the Ko-
rean Education Center. Kim E.F. was the co-author
of the electronic textbook «20 lessons of the Korean
language». As a result of the systematic work, the
children began to communicate in Korean without
any difficulties. This is evidenced by the achieve-
ments of students in republican and international
competitions for the knowledge of the Korean lan-
guage (Archive of the F.E. Dzerzhinsky secondary
school).

Information from the school’s archive allows
you to name the students of the school who were
winners and prizewinners of republican, regional
and district competitions in different years. Winners
in the Republican competition of works in Korean
language in 2006 were Tsoi Vera, 10th grade stu-
dent (1st place), 9th grade student Tsoy Yury (I
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place), 10th grade student Lagay Vera (Il place),
9th grade student Cho Svetlana (IV place). In 2007,
competitions became more saturated with a variety
of organizers and sponsors. So, Tsoi Vera, a pupil of
the 11th grade, took 1st place in the republican essay
competition «My Motherland — Kazakhstan»; 11th
grade student Lahai Vera — 1st place, 10th grade stu-
dent Svetlana III The third place in the Republican
essay competition in Korean; Kim Denis became the
winner of the regional contest «Young Leader». As
a prize in 2008, three students of the 11th grade — Li
Julia, Kim Inna, Kim Denis visited South Korea un-
der the program for schoolchildren to get acquainted
with the history, traditions and culture of Korea. In
2009, Khan Aelita (II place), Shek Olga (I1I place),
Ten Vera (IV place) took the prizes in the Repub-
lican contest of compositions in Korean. In 2010,
Shek Olga, Ten Love visited South Korea under a
program designed for schoolchildren, in order to get
acquainted with the history, traditions and culture
of Korea. Annually the students of the school for
good knowledge of the Korean language are being
awarded a scholarship of the Korean Enlightenment
Center (Archive of the F.E. Dzerzhinsky secondary
school).

Another large-scale competition, in which the
students took part, is the intellectual show «Me and
Korea», annually held by the Youth Movement of
Koreans in Kazakhstan and the Association of Kore-
ans of Kazakhstan. Usually this competition is held
among university students, but in 2009 this competi-
tion was held for the first time between schoolchil-
dren. November 28, 2009 at this competition team of
the Dzerzhinsky secondary school won a decent vic-
tory. Students showed high motivation and interest
in learning the language. Support for this motivation
was also provided by sponsors. So, since Septem-
ber 2006, in addition to Korean language teach-
ers, a teacher of computer science and Tackwondo
has also been sent to be a foreign lecturer. In 2003,
thanks to sponsorship from the South Korean side,
KOICA, the Korean language office was equipped
and computerized. There is a didactic and illustra-
tive materials: reference books, video and audio
materials, a library for organizing the work of the
teacher and students. In connection with the intro-
duction of Korean chaebols to the Kazakh market,
for example Samsung, LG and others, the students
had an even greater incentive to learn the Korean
language, and this was seen as the future of their
professional career. The school creates all the condi-
tions for the study of the native language and in the
future manifestations of their abilities. Knowledge
of the Korean language, introduction to the national

culture helps the pupils of the school to find their
place in life. The Korean department of the philo-
logical faculty of ASU successfully graduated 13
people. At present, 7 people study at the philological
faculty of ASU and ZHU. Julia, a graduate of 1997,
cooperates with the editorial staff of the newspaper
«Kore Ilbo» and the TV program «Koryo Saramy.
Kim Vadim, a graduate of 2001, is studying at the
Faculty of Journalism of ASU, an active member of
the Ariran Theater. Kim Sergey, graduate of 1997
successfully graduated from the Abai Almaty State
University and studies at the graduate school of the
Korean University, etc. (Archive of the F.E. Dzer-
zhinsky secondary school).

In the 1990’s. students of Korean nationality
dominated the Korean language departments at Ka-
zakhstan universities. This could be called a boom.
Now it’s the other way round, these students are
single. Every year more than 120 people study at the
department of Korean studies at al-Farabi KazNU
at all levels of education (bachelor’s, master’s and
doctoral studies). Among them, in recent years, Ko-
reans represent an average of 5-7 percent. Interest
in studying the Korean language on a professional
basis is declining every year.

Among the students — representatives of the
Korean ethnos, there was a survey conducted as
an unstructured interview. To the question: « Why
now, when there are all conditions for obtaining
ethnic education, do not modern youth use it?»
approximate answers were received. First, the stu-
dents said, the reason is family education, when
modern parents themselves do not know the Ko-
rean language, the main carriers at the moment are
grandparents. Secondly, today there is almost no
incentive for ethnic Koreans to study the Korean
language, today many prefer to study in technical
or economic specialties, when prestigious «profes-
sions» are businessmen and entrepreneurs. Third-
ly, this lack of availability of literature, when com-
pared with the English language, Korean benefits
remain small and inaccessible to society. Fourth,
the loss of motivation as a result of changes in the
labor market, since in order to get a good job you
need knowledge of the state language or English,
and rarely Korean.

Among the representatives of the older gen-
eration was asked: What is happening now in Dz-
erzhinsky’s school? Why did the Korean language
lose popularity among students? It turned out that
in recent years, the number of students in the school
has also decreased significantly, especially over the
past six to seven years. In connection with the fact
that in Eskeldy area the number of representatives of
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other nationalities has increased, the younger gen-
eration is trying to go to the city and continue its
future there. This is also connected to the fact that
such an organization as KOICA ceased its activities
in Kazakhstan due to the exclusion of the country
from the list of developing countries of the world, as
aresult, since that time there are no existing teachers
from the Republic of Korea at the school.

Conclusion

Despite the fact that today the level of educa-
tion of the Korean population occupies the second
line among all the peoples of sovereign Kazakhstan,
one can not dismiss the fact that along with this they
are cut off from the real possibility to master their
own language. Among specialists — Koreans there is
a point of view that for Kore-saram, the loss of one’s
native language is already a matter of solved and
irreversible. Today about 100,000 of our compatri-
ots live in Kazakhstan. We are diagnosed: «They
will live, but without a native language» (From the
compiler of the book «Heroes of Korea» // http://
koresaram.kz/istoriya/ot-sostavitelya-knigi-geroi-
korei/). Why, with an acute desire to learn any for-
eign language is possible, and native — it is impos-
sible? It is necessary to understand that the verdict
is pronounced throughout the Korean diaspora, but
it concerns the national consciousness of every Ko-
rean family. Young Koreans expressed their fears:
«Is it that now, when the Kazakh Koreans have as-
serted themselves and have high authority among
representatives of all ethnic groups, they are not able
to regain what is rightfully and historically ours? If
the first and second generation of Koreans left the
image for future generations honest, diligent and re-
sponsible people, the main task of the third genera-
tion is to return the native language to the Koreans.If
this issue is not resolved in the next 10-15 years, the
losses can indeed thief irreversible. In the circum-
stances, we have no choice but to organize them-
selves and take his revival. But we will not achieve
tangible results if the Koreans are not aware of the
need to make this historic step in its national devel-
opment.

A systematic understanding of the problem in
recent years has led to the solution of many prob-
lems. The Government of South Korea, through its
diaspora policy, as well as the promotion of the Ko-
rean language outside of Korea, operates through
the Korean Education Center in Almaty. Here, pur-
poseful training of teachers for the study of the Ko-
rean language is conducted. With their help in the
regions of Kazakhstan Korean classes are opened in
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schools, the Center supports the activities of special-
ized departments of universities in Kazakhstan to
study the Korean language. So, every year the direc-
tor of the Center of Education of Almaty city comes
to Dzerzhinsky school, where are organized differ-
ent competitions related to Korean culture . Thanks
to this type of activities, students have an interest in
learning Korean as in the past.

On the other hand, the activity of public organi-
zations, the Association of Koreans in Kazakhstan,
in every possible way encourages the interest of
ethnic Koreans in the history, culture and language
of their historical homeland. This indicates a clear
understanding of the mechanisms for implementing
the plan to revive the Koreans of the CIS nation-
al culture and knowledge of the history of Korea.
Under the auspices of the Assembly of the People
of Kazakhstan, the Association of Koreans of Ka-
zakhstan has set the Korean language as one of the
priorities in its activity, the revival and development
of the national culture. Also, it is necessary to train
Korean language teachers and send them to Korea
for training with Korean teachers. In addition, the
aspiration of the compatriots themselves to study the
Korean language and culture is of great importance.

A young generation of ethnic Koreans still be-
lieves that the older generation can play a significant
role. Thus, ethnic Koreans among the students of the
Faculty of Oriental Studies of al-Farabi KazNU ex-
pressed: «The older generation has always been in
charge of the future of its children, it can take on
a difficult but honorable duty to revive the Korean
language, and, first of all, for our children and grand-
children, because it is impossible to master the Ko-
rean language without creating a language environ-
ment, such an environment can only be created by
the older generation. Can we give up the last chance
to reanimate our native language? t is tantamount
to a tacit consent to the proposal of history without
a fight, to voluntarily give up the native language
for all subsequent generations of Kazakh Koreans.
Will we drop our eyes and pretend that this does not
concern us.Is it not clear that it is ignorance of our
children of the native language that will become the
main reproach , which they will do to us in the fu-
ture.We still have time and opportunity to improve
the situation, and openly look into the eyes of those
who remain after us. But for this right you need to
work hard. In addition, by studying their native lan-
guage, each Korean family will become even more
united. The national idea will unite all its members,
and will raise the weight and importance of parents
in the eyes of their children. I think this will be a
landmark in the intergenerational relationship».
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F.E. Dzerzhinsky Secondary school is a unique
example of the preservation of the Korean language
in Kazakhstan and the issue of preserving and de-
veloping this school is a top priority for the modern
generation of Koreans. Maintaining the activity of
classes with the Korean language of instruction is
necessary to be carried out in schools of large cities,
where interest to the Korean language and to Korea,
in particular, is growing.

Ethnocultural education allows to preserve the
ethnic identity of ethnic minorities by familiariz-

ing with their native language and culture while si-
multaneously absorbing the values of the dominant
culture. Adoption of the idea of ethno-cultural edu-
cation means the creation of a multicultural system
of education and upbringing. At the same time, the
main tasks of ethnocultural education of ethnic mi-
norities are the preservation of ethnic identity and
the deepening of knowledge about their culture.
Thus, the state of ethnic education is the funda-
mental basis for preserving the ethnic identity of
Koreans.

The bases of the diasporative policy of South Korea in Kazakhstan

The formation of diasporology as an independent science dates back to the end of the 20th century.
The most complete reflection was found in the processes of the emergence of the ethnic diaspora, the
main features, typologies, functioning in a new living environment, social significance, their place and
role in recipient countries and donor countries, etc. However, there were no separate works on the dias-
pora policy, although the features of South Korea’s activities in foreign countries were covered in many
studies.

This article explores the diaspora policy of South Korea in Kazakhstan. In connection with the resi-
dence of 100,000 Korean diasporas here for more than 80 years, this issue is very relevant in modern
Russian science. The author reveals the notion of «diaspora policy», directions of activity of the South
Korean government in Kazakhstan. The study of the peculiarities of the South Korean diaspora policy on
the basis of comparative historical, descriptive, synchronous-diachronic methods of research actualizes
the role of the South Korean diaspora policy in the development of ethnic communities abroad. The
author analyzed various types of support for the Korean diaspora in Kazakhstan in the field of education,
culture and language, revealed the role of ethnic Koreans in the economic interaction between South
Korea and Kazakhstan.

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Theoretical basis of the regional dimension
of international relations

The article considers the features of the regionalization of modern international relations, the for-
mation of regions and the theoretical measurement of these processes by the theorists of the «old» and
«new» regionalism. Examples of «European» and «Asian» regionalism compare the features of regional
processes in different civilization environments. A comparative analysis of the formation, foundations
and evolution of the most important theories of regionalism is carried out.

The theory of regional security complexes was first presented in the works of the Copenhagen
School. In their studies, the school representatives attempted to define regional security, its structure, the
dynamics of development and transformation of approaches to national and global security, translating
them into a regional plane. In their opinion, it is the region that is the place where the two spheres of
security (national and global) interact and where the main events and actions take place. This theory is
not indisputable, but it allows us to analyze regional dynamics and the construction of a global security
complex through a region prism.

The Cultural power in Western Imperialist Collection of Korean Cultural Artifacts

The paper explored a policy of cultural geography how the imperialist had practiced to dominate
the Eastern cultural artifacts at the end of the Joseon Dynasty and during the Japanese colonial period.

A new stage of relations between Kazakhstan and China
is full of new projects in all spheres of bilateral cooperation. One such project is the one belt one road
initiative, which includes the initiative of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Naz-
arbayev on the new economic policy of Nurly Zhol and the two strategic projects of President Xi Jinping
of China, the «<Economic belt of the Silk Road» and the «Silk Road» in the 21st century. « This study shows
the impact of this project on Kazakh-Chinese cooperation.

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THE CHARACTERISTICS OF BOOK-BINDING ART
OF THE TIMURE PERIOD IN MAVARA-AL-NAHR:
SCHOOL OF SAMARKAND AND BUKHARA
(Case Study: Dushanbe and Tashkent Book-Binding
of Manuscripts Collections)

The art of book-binding in the culture and civilization of Islamic Iran is as one of the main branches of
the art of book making and book decorating that it has experienced all the time the changes of attentively
for act of spreading of the publication culture of science and increase in the quality in the presenting of
artistic and attractive and also worthy conservation of scientific manuscripts. These changes-which have
continued from start of Islamic centuries till end of twelfth century A.H/eighteenth A.D so incredible-has
been with respect to invention of the book-binding technique, the use of various materials and elegant
creation and making of the beautiful design.

Mavara-Al-Nahr which always has been an important land for mutual influence of the culture and
civilization middle of the nations, has had a special pavilion in the long history. At this juncture, the his-
tory time of the Teimoor period is a zenith point in the book-binding art of Islamic-Iranian civilization
especially in the center Asia. In this time, the staying experiences of the past book-binding has changed
the book-binding to renascent of the extension and change of the Islamic-Iranian civilization book-
binding with putting together new creation in the worthy place of the book decoration in the Timure
and his sons period.

In this article studied the art of book binding in Timure period. In addition to that, the characteristics
of book binding in this time in Mavara-Al-Nahr-in particular the Uzbekistan and Tajikistan countries-
studied from a technical and artistic according to the existing works of Tashkent and Dushanbe muse-
ums. The results of this research, shows they are considerable in the form of 6 kinds of basic, (including:
4 kinds of the specially leathern book bindings, lacquer book binding and with mixture of burned) in
respect material, making technique and used designs (including Toranj, Lachak and margin with different
kinds, flower & leaf, inscription with flower & leaf and Naskh, Nastalige and little Sols & Kufic calligra-
phy).

This study aims to investigate the evolution of the art of book-binding Timurid era in Mavara-Al-
Nabhr, artistic and technical features bindings of manuscripts in the treasure trove of ancient Central
Asia and particularly in Tashkent and Dushanbe — that almost all the works of book-binding places like
Samarkand, Bukhara, Khorezm and Kokand and other cities of the Republic of Uzbekistan and Tajikistan
have gathered today - to classify and analyze.

In this study, for finding of good results, old and new documents were used historical and artistic
interest. The classification and analysis of the index covers five important museum and library of the Re-
public of Uzbekistan and Tajikistan manuscripts — which writer was visited that place and volumes were
close to the field-and implementation of Subject look, among other measures which were considered in
the same way

The dominant part of the method used to collect data in this research field and in this way the index
works bookbinding methods like observing closely the museums and treasures, recording data using a
variety of tools and equipment’s and travel to sites such purpose was used.

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ago was refurbished in St. Petersburg, Russia.
It covers the role of bergamot and Sartoranj and
medallion decorated with arabesques golden
covering and feet — that it signed binding (Olg-Ibn-
Mulla) was inserted — adorned. Its margin armband
for inscriptions and each decorated with tiny flowers
and leaves outstanding run is probably golden
covering (Figure 6).

2-3) Simple book-binding with the inscription

These book-bindings more to frame the issues
and often simple and no role can be seen that
the marginal beautiful inscription armband in it
surrounds. Inside scrolls arrays such as flowers
and leaves, tendrils of flowers, arabesques and
calligraphy pen types such as Nastaliq, manuscripts
and rare mosaic fuel and rarely gold covering Sols
and Kufic fan is running.

A good examples of these book-bindings, is the
cover of burned mosaic of holy Quran on Saghary
leather that the role of a central main frame (due to
the large destruction, nothing in it is not visible) and
two rows of narrow and wide inscriptions armband
(probably an array Art) away was adorned frame
(Figure 7).

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4) Burned and mosaic leather book-bindings
of reticular

Use a variety of flowers and leaves, floral,
flowers Ivy with, birds and animals are different
and engaging, the role of geometry, bergamot
and Lachak and angular and curved and scalloped
margins with different scenarios, different types of
inscriptions with pen and third versions of Kufic and
Nastaliq and sometimes in the form of gold covering
and color in these book-bindings are visible, but
the frequency of these precious book-bindings,
following classification seems reasonable.

1-4) Book-bindings of medallion with Lachak
and margins of patterned:

On the bergamot and Lachak on volumes and
margins are usually painted or filled the role of small
and delicate, also book-bindings, and margins on the
bergamot and Lachak elaborately sometimes may be
stained, painted on leather background with various
geometric designs, plants, animals, etc. appear.

2-4) Book-bindings of Khaneh-Bandi
patterned with armband inscription:

The role of this type of geometric book-bindings
often including the role of polygons in a house

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filled with plants, such as flowers and leaf designs
and arabesques, and the writing or inscription or
Nastaliq, manuscripts and rare and sometimes Kufic
and Sols , Inside the simple rectangular frame or
armband inscription implemented and integrated
with the arts mentioned unique role has changed.

Including interesting examples of burned and
mosaic leather book-bindings of reticular, the cover
of the Holy Quran on the elegant Timaj leather with
gold in the context of orange, black and blue were
written. The cover has a middle frame Khaneh-
Bandi division and marginal inscriptions armband
around with arabesques decorated with flowers on a
blue background is a golden grid (Figure 8).

5- Lacquer book-bindings

Distinctive features of lacquer book-binding, the
possibility of drawing up a plan in different ways
with a variety of topics. This type of data book-bind-
ing allowed artists with brushes and paint, whatever
you have in your heart and in your cherished dream
to bring the canvas cover. Therefore, some programs
running on lacquer book-binding Timrod period
varied. Although book-binding in terms of diversity
and abundance of this type of Safavi and Qajar plan
and role in later periods as significantly developed.

1-5) bergamot with Lachak book-binding
and margins of leaves and flowers and arabesque
design: On the field and Slim: In this type of testing
often as book-binding of the center of gravity and
the role of the other elements around it are glaring
role. Among the book-bindings and full of flowers
arabesques that combined with the beauty cloud ring
around the medallion dance. Around the medallion
is full of small and large flowers known as Shah Ab-
bas and subtle foliage of golden font or color. Al-
most the same as that used in Quater cover inside
the medallion in the form of flowers and leaves have
been implemented. One of the attractions of these
book-binding, is the book-binding of Zobdeh Ta-
varikh (Date of Hafez Abrou) Nooradin Lotfollah
Hafez Abroo (d. 833 AH).

One of the attractions of these book-bindings, is

2-5) Book-bindings and margins of an
engraved medallion patterned with plain colored
background: In these book-binding often bergamot
and painted the flowers and arabesques around the
Medallion background and simple color such as
red, black, blue, and coffee consistent. But inside
the cover margin colored roles include small leaves
and flowers of delicate frame inscription on a green
background with the utmost delicacy.

6-Combining of Lacquer and Burned Book-
bindings

The book-bindings with such characteristics
that the technology used is lacquer or something
polished and mosaic techniques sometimes used for
fuel or multiplicative. Due to the difficulty and skill
in making and special attention they require is very
rare. According to field studies and collection of the
author book-binding, it has been witnessed in the
form of simple book-binding and margins painted
medallion patterned background can be found.

Book-bindings with field studies that have been
conducted in Tashkent and Dushanbe treasures, the

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most important features of the Timurid school of
Samarkand and Bukhara volumes can be in the form
of leather covers percussionist, fuel, fuel, mosaic,
mosaics mosaic fuel, oil volumes and sometimes
outlined by combining fuel. Each of them having
special materials and unique manufacturing
technology, utilizes multiple projects and roles,
some species such as bergamot, bergamot with
Lachak simple engraved could be classified on
areas of significant role, bergamot with Lachak
and margin engraved inscriptions book-binding
margin.

One of the most exquisite book-binding of
this type is cover of book of Jame-Al-Tavarikh
Rashid-Al-Din Ibn Imad-Al-Doleh with burned and
lacquer technic on brown Timaj leather. On this
book-binding has drown the flowers of Fine Art of
bergamot and Sartoranj and medallion among (who
has made by outstanding burbed technology) and the
role of bergamot simple red background inscription
engraved around the edge for a few flowers and
leaves on a green background was decorated.
According to the Sartoranj that was wrote Nastalige
on the following book-binding, probably of binding
the book «Muhammad Shah Massoud.

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Conclusion

Book-binding art of book illustration and art as
a branch of the Iranian-Islamic civilization in Ma-
vara-on-nahr, continuous developments and signifi-
cant changes.

The developments of the early Islamic centuries
until the end of the twelfth century AH / eighteenth
continued the remarkable way in terms of innova-
tion bookbinding techniques, using diverse mate-
rials and the creation and implementation of cute
roles was fine.

According to field studies in areas that I studied,
these results indicate that:

1. Timurid period in the evolution of the art of
book-binding Iranian-Islamic civilization is a turn-
ing point. In this time last binding lasting experienc-
es combined with new creativity in an atmosphere
worthy of illustration and book-binding workshops
and children Timurid era, the art of book-binding
and binding to the renaissance development of the
Islamic Iranian civilization has become. The Sa-
markand and Bukhara school of bookbinding which
comprises a part of the Timurid art events, includ-
ing book-binding techniques is that after the implo-
sion of Herat school in the region of Transoxiana
(today’s Central Asia) and has reached the center of
Samarkand and Bukhara in addition to common fea-
tures binding Timurid School.

These book-binding, including percussion tech-
niques, burned and lacquer book-binding were mo-
saic, compared to Herat school covers (which were
great accuracy and exquisite ), less elegantly, but
what kind of coarse and poorly paid work can be
seen in the suggested some kind of separation, lone-
liness and separation is from their past artistic po-
tential school (Herat).

It is interesting that despite the emergence of the
Timurid era art artistic developments of Tabriz, Is-
fahan, Shiraz, Qazvin and Tehran, Bukhara and Sa-
markand school is still rude to continue their artistic
independence.

2. During this period, in addition to the style of
cardboard pasted on cardboard structure strength
compared to the other book-binding well made,
light and spongy.

3. fundamental change in this period,
implementation of premium volume or pressure
and burned book-binding, mosaic and developed
multiplicative lattice book-binding and combination
of lacquer and burned book-binding that ultimately
led to worldwide recognition in the leather binding.

4. The provision of cover and lining in this
period of diversity and including the remainder of
the array remains of the patriarch, adding ornaments,
decorative techniques cloud (such as cloud and
marginalization rings), bergamot and Lachaki,

And margins simple and armband and designs
of flowers and leaves and floral and geometric roles
(such as circles, and polygons Shamseh especially
in the form of packing houses) and inscriptions
armband decorated with flowers and leaves and ara-
besques and Books, had been with Naskh, Nastaligh
and rarely Kufic and Sols.

5. In the period covered by polished on the
outside and internal work of lacquer book-binding
implementing arrangements with specific roles
such as: bergamot, Lachak, and margins of leaves
and flowers to decorate painted gold or gold color
in terms of the simple and elegant design with gold
cap and pen writer-making and have been pro-
vided. The use of gold in Herat school is less than
Mavara-Al-Nahr lacquer book-binding in place in-
novations such as flowers and leaves big and the
is observed use of lively colors such as red, green
and blue.

6. Leather that was used during this period in
Mavara-Al-Nahr, for book-binding, were often in-
clude: Timaj, Mishen, Shevroo, and Saghari.

7. Talent and creativity of various book-binding
of Iranian artists in Mavara-Al-Nahr and tastes of
the users and applicants, as well as their applica-
tion, has led to a variety of book-binding, including
the size and quality of a variety of simple crowns
(the leather, etc.), decorative and combined in the
Timurid era arise.

8. Based on the classification, index covers the
period could be six classes: multiplicative leath-
er covers, fuel, fuel, mosaic, fuel, mosaic tile and
mosaics (sometimes in the form of fuel and mosa-
ics), lacquer book-binding and with combination of
burned book-binding. Each one of them has special
materials, technologies and designs and multiple
roles, including book-binding medallion, medal-
lion engraved with Lachak significant role in the
context of simple, medallion engraved with Lachak
and margin, cover with edge inscriptions, etc.) Nu-
merous treasures in Mavara-Al-Nahr those in the
Timurid era strikes the eyes, art versioning with pre-
cious book-binding percussionist, fuel, mosaic and
sometimes mosaics, lacquer or burned and lacquer
to create the most original and enduring roles that
reveals peak the art boom in the history of Iranian-
Islamic civilization.

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INTEGRATION OF AZERBAIJAN DIALECTS

The presented article has been designed for the purpose of carrying out a comparative analysis of the
similarities and differences between the dialectological units of the genetically and typologically kindred
Turkic languages and of lexical-semantic and morphological features of these units. Our primary goal is to
describe and analyze these language units in those languages, to systematically explain the role of histori-
cal and social linguistic factors and ethnocultural indications in their formation and to learn the typological
character of the patterns. The presented article is a step taken for development of the Turkic linguistics.

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The Azerbaijani language is divided into two
varieties: North Azerbaijan and South Azerbaijan, as
well as a large number of dialects. According to some
researchers, the Khalaj language, the Kashkay dialect
and the Salchuk language are separate languages
based on the Azerbaijani language (the assignment
of the Khalaj to the Oguz languages, however, is
doubtful (1). Despite the large number of dialects
of the Azerbaijani language, there are no significant
differences between them. As a rule, speakers
of different dialects of the Azerbaijani language
understand each other, problems with understanding
may arise between representatives of Caucasian and
Iranian Azerbaijanis due to the fact that some words
of Iranian dialects are of Arabic or Persian origin
and may not be known in Azerbaijan, where there
are synonyms for these words. Such an effect arose
after the division of linguistic communities in 1828.
Conversational Azeri is represented by a variety
of dialects and dialects, which are combined into
the following groups: 1) Eastern (Cuban, Derbent,
Baku, Shemakha dialects, Mugan and Lenkoran
dialects); 2) Western (Kazakh, Karabakh, Ganja
dialects and Ayrum speech); 3)northern (Nukh
dialect and Kakakh language); 4) southern (Yerevan,
Nakhichevan, Ordubad, Tebriz dialects and Yerevan
dialect). We may distinguish the following Azeri
dialects (see Siriliev, 1941 and 1947): (1) eastern
group: Derbent (Darband), Kuba, Shemakha
(Samaki), Baku, Salyani (Salyani), and Lenkoran
(Lankaran), (2) western group: Kazakh (not to be
confounded with the Kipchak-Turkic language of
the same name), the dialect of the Ayrim (Ayrom)
tribe (which, however, resembles Turkish), and the
dialect spoken in the region of the Borchala river; (3)
northern group: Zakataly, Nukha, and Kutkashen;
(4) southern group: Yerevan (Iravan), Nakhichevan
(Nakjavan), and Ordubad (Ordiibad); (5) central
group: Ganja (Kirovabad) and Shusha; (6) North
Iraqi dialects;(7) Northwest Iranian dialects: Tabr1z,
Reza’'tya (Urmia), etc., extended east to about
Qazvin; (8) Southeast Caspian dialect (Galtigah).
Optionally, we may adjoin as Azeri (or «Azeroidy)
dialects: (9) East Anatolian, (10) Qasqa’i, (11)
Aynalld, (12) SonqorT, (13) dialects south of Qom,
(14) Kabul Af3art (2).

Dialectology which is the important field of
linguistics enables more comprehensive study of a
language or kindred languages and plays a crucial
role in clarification of many language problems.
Comparative dialectological studies contribute to
dialectic division of language sand detailed analyses
of innovative features emerging in the development
of language, modification of the initial versions
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of language units, and similarities and differences
between related languages, Turkish languages,
which are among the widespread languages of the
world and come from the same roots and history,
have common language units. Our aim is to study
dialectal systems of Turkic languages, to involve
common dialectological units and their areal in
linguistic research and to study the lexical and
semantic-grammatical ~ structures,  conceptual
meanings and similarities and differences of these
language units in the comparative and historical
researches. The main purpose is to conduct
lexical-semantic and etymological studies of the
dialectological units and to cover the role of social
and geographical factors, linguistic and extra-
linguistic causes and ethnocultural factors in the
formation of the dialectological units. It is clear that
the dialectological units preserve a lot of archaic,
dead and ancient relicts of a language. The actuality
of the subject is provided by the comparative study
of these factors in the Turkic languages. Another
actual aspect of the subject is that the dialectological
units play a major role in study of the lifestyle and
economic life of the people (peoples) they belong
to and the characteristics of the lands where such
peoples live. In his speech in the «Cooperation
Council of Turkic Speaking States» held in 2014 and
attended by the Heads of Turkic-speaking countries,
Mr. President Ilham Aliyev stressed the importance
of education in strengthening the relations. He noted
that preparation of common textbooks on literature,
geography and history in Azerbaijani and Turkish
languages is one of the essential issues. Our project
is one of the tasks which are carried out on the
initiative of the Mr. President and is a step taken in
this field. As well, realization of the project which
we present in accordance with the requirements
of the order dated April 9, 2013 of Mr. President
ITlham Aliyev on approval of «the state program on
the use of Azerbaijani language in the context of
globalization, in accordance with the requirements
of the times and the development of linguistics in
the country» is very necessary, and this project
will contribute to the development of multilateral
relations between the brother countries. Furthermore,
it should be noted that although several tasks have
been carried out related to study of dialects of
the Turkic languages, systematic comparative
analysis of these language units have not been
conducted, various lexical-semantic groups have
not been defined and their mutual and multilingual
dictionaries have not been created yet. This is one
of the actual aspects of the subject. Despite the fact
it is easy to compare the Turkic languages with the
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ones which are not kindred with Turkic languages
from genetic and morphological points of view, it
is difficult to compare kindred languages with each
other. Because the Turkic peoples living in different
geographical areas do not have the same way of
thinking. Such comparative analysis of dialects of
the Turkic languages helps study of different ways
of thinking and various traditions of the language
speakers. Hence, it is important to carry out a
comparative analysis of the dialectological units.
Lack of textbooks, teaching aids and dictionaries
in this field proves the actuality of the subject once
more (3).

The presented article has been designed
for the purpose of carrying out a comparative
analysis of the similarities and differences between
the dialectological units of the genetically and
typologically kindred Turkic languages and of
lexical-semantic and morphological features of
these units. Our primary goal is to describe and
analyze these language units in those languages,
to systematically explain the role of historical and
social linguistic factors and ethnocultural indications
in their formation and to learn the typological
character of the patterns. The presented article is a
step taken for development of the Turkic linguistics.
It is very important to carry out a comparative
analysis of the dialectological units, to create their
dictionaries and to design common textbooks
and teaching aids. The article aims to carry out a
comparative analysis of the dialectological units
constituting an integral part of the vocabulary of
the Turkic peoples living in different areas, within
the framework of logical laws. The objectives of
the article include to conduct comparative study
of the dialectological units of different Turkic
languages and to create their dictionaries, to give
a fundamental description of these language units
in the lexical system of languages; to determine
the origin of the dialectological units which are
distinguished by their lexical, semantic, structural,
grammatical and lexicographical identities and are
used by several Turkic peoples, etc. Therefore, the
project is of great importance for the development of
Turkic linguistics. As the result of this project-study
we can get a lot of materials related to «common
dialectology and lexicology of the Turkic people».
Moreover, these materials can help to strengthen
the relations between the Turkic peoples and can
be used as a beneficial source for development
and efficient organization of dialectology lessons,
seminars and courses, as well as lexicography. The
scientific and theoretical significance of the project
is that it can be used during the studies based on the

comparative analysis of the Turkic languages and the
researches conducting for the purpose of comparing
dialectological materials. The practical significance
of'the project is that it can be used for development of
dialectological multilingual dictionaries, textbooks
and teaching aids which describe the characteristics
and traditions of the lands inhabited by the Turkic
peoples and so on (5).

Though Turkic languages are great and ancient
families of languages, they have been less involved
in research in comparative linguistics in contrast
to the Indo-European languages. Though the
comparative historical method has been mainly used
in Europe since the nineteenth century, it is clear
that, this method has been applied by M. Kashghari
in the eleventh century. And it is clear that Mirza
Kazim bey have been implemented researches in
this field in XIX century. Until the second half of
the twentieth century the idea about Indo-European
languages are the greatest and most ancient family
of languages ruled in linguistic world. And Turkic
languages were kept in the background during
researches. Theory of Altai studies allowed the
issue aims to the wrong direction. And this arises
from the misunderstanding of the essence of the
Altai studies. The theory of Altai Studies (the fact of
Turkic, Mongolian, Tungus-Manchurian languages
being kindred languages) is generally accepted in
Turkology recently. The obscure side of the issue
here is the fact that original homeland of the Turks
has been the Western Asia butnot Central Asia. Turks
are the aboriginal families of the Western Asia and
Azerbaijan. Based on the theory of Altai studies, the
World linguists and Turkologists came to conclusion
that, Turkic, Mongolian, Tungus-Manchurian
languages are the genealogically kindred languages
and Turks have been in touch with Mongoloid race
in the Central Asia. And all the problems start from
here. The Turks supposedly settled in the central
Asia initially and they ramified from the Central
Asia-Altai. Nevertheless it has long been known
that, initial civilizations, dialect divisions and the
first migrations just began from the Western Asia.
Such formulation of the problem makes urgent the
issues on the determination of history, phases of
development and classification of Turkic people
once more and necessitates. In Turkology, sagacious
researchers imagine the closeness among Turkic,
Mongolian, Tungus-Manchurian languages more
clearly, consider specific differences as the natural
result of the history. However, the first homeland
of the Turks is in the Western Asia, but not in the
Central Asia. And Turks used the word «Altai» as
«Alatey» in the Western Asia long before Altai.
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The well-known Turkish historian Y. Yusifov
consider that, proto-Turks spread from the Western
Asia in the eighth-sixth millennium BC, reached to
the Central Asia and Altai and met here with the
Mongoloid race. The places of Saks, Cimmerians,
and Scythians in the phase of historical development
of Turkic languages should be defined more precisely
again. The initial dialect divisions of Proto-Turks
began from the Western Asia too. The underlying
lexical balances of the ancestor language should
be studied on these grounds. And the formation of
Turkic people and languages as separate languages
belongs to a bit more subsequent periods. Most of
the Western scientists tried to combine many of
the world’s languages in Indo-European family
of languages, and according to the well-known
Turkologist A. Mammadov, even to settle the
people speaking in Indo-European languages in the
majority of the ancient cultural centres of Europe
and Asia in order to prove that their ancestors were
more ancient. Norwegian scientist and traveller Thor
Heyerdahl notes that, still fairly unexplored culture
of Azerbaijan is much older than Mesopotamia.
American scientist, Sumerologist S.Kramer, English
scientist L.Bulli, Polish scientist Z. Kosedovski,
Mary Boys, Eliza Reklew and many other world-
class scientists proved in their works that the initial
homeland of Turkic people was in the Western
Asia. To comparatively analyse phonetic, lexical
and grammatical dialect units in Turkic languages
which belong to genetically same family of language
(Family of Turkic languages) and morphologically,
typologically same group (agglutinative), to follow
the dynamics of their development in each Turkic
language, to discover different and similar aspects
between them lexically, semantically, structurally,
to define irregularities in their formation process,
to determine qualification criteria, principles of the
research, to give linguo-ethnic and linguocultural
description of dialectological units. Dialectological
units were not involved in the full systematic,
comparative researches in Turkology. All dialects of

Azerbaijani language, as well as Turkic, Turkmen,
Gagauz, Mehsetian languages belonging to Oghuz
group, Kazakh, Karakalpak, Kyrgyz, Altai, Nogai,
Crimean Tatar languages belonging to Kipchak
group and their dialects are involved in the project
we plan. Consideration of the issue in terms of
Turkological aspects, determination of similar and
different features will contribute to the removal of
borders between Turkic states and Turkic languages,
Turkic peoples. Project manager associate professor
M.N. Huseynova prepared a separate chapter
«On teaching of dialectisms» in her doctoral
thesis and published manual entitled «On modern
Azerbaijani language: Teaching of dialectisms
in the works of ashugs and People’s Poets»
Executive professor M.A. Ismayilova elucidated
the history of Azerbaijani language, general
issues of Turkology, history of Turkic people and
stages of development in the published programs,
manuals and training supplies. In the doctoral
thesis of Executive assistant of associate professor
K.I. Samadova textbook entitled «Vocabulary and
habitats of Northern group dialect words» related
to the subject of Project and scientific articles more
than 15 were published in Azerbaijan and abroad.
Executive Executive assistant of associate professor
S.S. Sadigova researches the Western Azerbaijani
dialects of Azerbaijani language and her 11
scientific articles were published in Azerbaijan and
abroad. Executive professor G.I. Mashadiyev is
engaged in the research of Turkic peoples’ natural
habitats, ancient written monuments. Executive
senior researcher E.M. Ismayilov is engaged in
the language and style features of independent
newspapers and study of toponyms. Executive
senior researcher Z.I. Tahmazov is engaged in the
study of lexical dialectisms in prose, auxiliary parts
of speech in Turkic languages, Executive senior
researcher P.Kh. Ismayilov works on the doctoral
thesis on Azerbaijani language onomastics. He also
studied Kalbajar dialects in the work of Doctor in
Philosophy(13).

It is well-known that many works have been written for acquaintance with language, history and
the culture of the Turkish people. Records Orkhon-Yenisei, «Divany-latyshi-turki», Daniindend-Nam,
«Book Korkyt-Ata», Solt-nam are considered as one of such works. Among these works the certain place
is taken by the work of Yazyzhoglu Ali under the name «Seldzhuknameh» or also named as «Tauarrih-
Ali-seldzhuk», «Tarija Alya seldzhuk» or Oguz-nameh which is considered as the heritage of the Turkic
world. This work has been written by Yazyzhogl Ali in 1436 in the period of the Second Murat’s govern-
ing. «Seldzhuknameh« is very rich with depth of sense and sharpness of a plot. The Mongolian and some
Turkic tribes, such as Uyghurs, kipchak, kanglara, karluk, etc., are considered as the symbols of history
of oguz. It is also told in detail about the origin of the name of the tribe of oguz, their symbolics and
totems. Also Oguz symbolics are mentioned in this work which were written by gold ink. Yazyzhoglu,
using various sources, has told in detail about such great people as Korkyt Ata, Tkhaki bin LukmanKhan
— Seldzhuk’s father, the founder of the state of the Sefuks — Seldzhuk Beck (2 — 1009), the Gaznavi’s gov-
ernor Mahmoud Sultan (998-1030), Tugril Beck (1037-1063) Sultan Al-Arslan Sultan (1063-1072), Ma-
lika Shah (1072-1092), Berkayarukh (1094-1105), Mahomed Sultan (1105-1118), Mahmoud Il (1118-
11314), Mesud Sultan (1134-1152), Giyadaddin Kakhir, the Alawite Keysukat, Othman Ghazi, etc, and
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also about the periods of their life. In addition to it, information on the Turks who have lodged in Anatoly
and on the cities of Anatolii are also provided in this work. The historical work «Tavarikh al-Seldzhuk» is
also investigated in this article (Seldzhuknam). The importance of Turkish language, history and culture
is being proved as well.

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WORLD OUTLOOK AND WORSHIP
OF ANCIENT TURKS

The study of the beliefs of ancient Turks and their systematization has historical importance for future
generation. Modern historians have come to the conclusion that to study the history of Kazakhstan, it
is necessary to know the history of Turks. In the ancient Turkic society’s traditional world outlook the
specially describable natural territory was considered sacred and was under protection. There were
performanced ceremonial rites in such places in honor of the Creator of the Universe-Lord in the High-
est, Umai Ana, the elements of Earth and Water. Here the descendants followed their ancestors to their
graves and put up monuments. By ornamenting the figures and placing them in wide steppe the Turkic
people placed special importance on the said territories and honored as sacred lands. This way, the
ancient open-air sculptures, monuments have become a source of the ancient rituals and traditions for
the today’s scientists.

Introduction

There is a great historical importance of thorough
investigation and regimentation of ancient Turkic
people’s beliefs for future generations. Theories on
the special role of ancient Turkic culture among the
other cultures which contributed to the development
of world civilization coincide with the opinions of
present well-known philosophers, culture experts
and historians. Investigation of Turkic people’s
beliefs and other cultural treasures has a didactic
value for generations.

Though beliefs of ancient Turkic people
initially were primitive, they were a prerequisite
of emergence of religion, being descried through
mythological cognition.

At present historians hold the opinion that it is
necessary to know the history of Turkic people in
order to comprehend the history of Kazakh nation
and fathom the truth. It is generally believed that the
common roots of Turkic nations go back to ancient
periods prior to Islamic period. According to the
written information their shared history and culture
starting from the VI-V centuries B.C. until VIII
century of our era was called Turan.

Looking at the history, we see that religious
beliefs play special role. Although belief is not
completely about religion, it takes place in any of
religions. Belief is the exegesis of one’s mental
world and over time it tends to change and even
totally renew because of different circumstances.
There had been a strong interconnection between
beliefs and reality. But during the Soviet Union
people sloughed it over since it was considered as
animism.

We decided to penetrate into the deep sense of
this historical heritage which is almost to disappear
and make sure that it will instill in future generation
respectfulness, kindness and purity. Our ancestors,
Huns and ancient Turks worshipped the sun.
We can see it from the inscriptions of Kultegin
monument. Scientists have proved by scientific
methods that this belief was quite close to the truth.
The time also helped to prove that the Turks called
themselves the children of the sun on a reasonable
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basis. The scientific proof of beliefs teaches us to
take them seriously and assists current generation to
cognize our history. Totemism (cult of animate and
inanimate objects, animals and plants), fetishism
(cult of natural phenomena), animism (cult of spirit)
and shamanism, which are the first exertions of
faith, prove that spiritual perceptions and religious
viewpoints of Kazakh nation and other Turkic
nations were common (Begalinova, 2005: 6).

While investigating the culture of ancient Turks,
we should pay great attention to their philosophy,
world outlook, beliefs and traditions. In the
mythology of ancient Turkic people, the notion of
space is described in a simple way: there are seven
layers below ground, and it has Blue Hill, there is
Blue Poplar on the Blue Hill and it holds the Blue
Sky. Such folklore is still kept among Turkic people.
Blue Poplar roots deeply underground and this shows
the close connection between the Sky and ground.
This tree of life is wrapped in green foliage and
takes energy from the ground. Ancient Turks mainly
worshipped Tengri. In a number of inscriptions of
ancient Turkic people victories of nomadic people
are interconnected with Tengri.

The main section

In this article we have collected historical
materials, research and analyze them by comparing
different beliefs of ancient Turks. Based on the
materials of Kazakh and Russian scholars we tried
to study and explore this theme.

Traditional Turkic world-view is the basis
of our present national and cultural principles.
Generally, worldview is a unified and universal set
of views aimed at cognition of life, human’s nature,
objectives and principles. Traditional worldview as
a phenomenon inherent to all cultures and nations
has significant function in the development of
civilizations  (Averintsev1967:201).  Traditional
Turkic worldview is the first historical model
of cultural-national worldview which regulates
consonance laws between thought and language,
culture and worldview. Furthermore, it is a
generalized image of linguistic, mental, thinking
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and belief principles of the history and culture
of pre-Islamic period. The main peculiarity of
traditional Turkic worldview is that it is founded
on the religious idea of Tengriism. According to the
Turkic worldview, Tengri is the Lord of the universe,
and universe, in turn, is the basis of mankind and its
whole environment. The Sky is believed to be saint
because it is the abode of Tengri, while Earth and
Water are esteemed as blessings given by Tengri.
Human beings are also revered since they are
owners, guardians and protectors of Realm of Earth
entrusted by Tengri.

According to the inscriptions on the Orkhon
monuments, Tangri was the creator of the universe.
The Blue Turks believed that their empire’s formation
was a consequence of the sky god’s wishes and that
their khagan had been sent to them by their god. In
other words, Tangri took a personal interest in the
independent existence of the Turks. Victory in the
battle was a consequence of Tangri’s will.

Tangri intervened directly in the lives of the
Turks and of people in general. He commanded and
punished the disobedient. Tangri bestowed fortune
and retracted it from those who were unworthy.
It was Tangri who broke the light of day at dawn
and who fused vegetation with life. Death was also
dependent upon his will. Tangri granted life and
could take it back whenever he wished: «When
his time came, KulTegin died. Human beings are
created to die. Law and right come from Tangri. He
joins that which is broken and mends that which is
torn.»

The progress of the development of the concept
of Tangri among the Turks from that of the physical
sense of «sky» to a supreme being is interesting. In
the Orkhon inscriptions there is a sentence that sums
up the Turkish cosmogony in a nutshell: «When
almighty Kok-tangri formed the dark yonder-earth,
he also created many». To these early steppelanders
the vast over-arching sky seemed to embrace
everything from the phenomenal rising and setting
of the sun and moon to the regular movements of the
stars; from the unchanging cycle of the seasons to
rain, snow, and wind; the heat of the day and the cold
of the night; the quickening of vegetation in spring
and its desiccation in summer; the sudden flowing
of streams and their dying up; the birth and growth
of animals in an invariable order and balance whose
harmony was so perfect that it was inconceivable to
the mind of man, and it was only natural that they
should have regarded it as a supreme being.

In addition to the absolute might of Tangri’s
immortality, Tangri also acquired the attribute of
being everywhere at all times and of being incapable

of being represented physically.( http://archieve.
worldhistory.com/ancient-turkish-religious-beliefs-
preis_topic4017.html)

According to scientists, examining ancient
Turkic culture, the first belief and religion emerged
from worship of Tengri. The idea of faith was
worship of Tengri, therefore Turkic people added the
word Tengri to many words. They called their rulers
«Tengri grace», horses «Tengri steed», mountains
they indwelled «Tengri mountains», rivers and
lakes «Tengri lakes» and highly esteemed all of
them. They also idolized the sky, the sun, the moon,
mountains and stars, enshrined ancestors’ spirits and
performed rituals to demonstrate their gratitude.
Legends and dastans emerged owing to these
beliefs and rituals. In process of time ancient Turkic
people created timing units, e.g. unsophisticated
methods of counting days and months. They were
aware of movements of celestial objects and their
patterns; looking at these tracks, they could easily
forecast in advance whether weather is going to be
propitious for farming or not. There are also many
archaeological and ethnographical evidences which
prove that Turkic people worshipped the endless
skyway, holy mansion, water and fire.

In Fire the ancient Tiirks saw an omnipotent
deity, which arises, breathes and permanently varies.
The Tiirks associated with Fire a birth, growth,
development, and the life in general. As scientist N.
Katanov wrote in his records, ‘In perception of the
Tatars, the spirit of Fire grows and warms beings, and
as soon as the spirit of Fire departs from the being, he
dies, the body unites with the land, and the soul joins
the multitudes of spirits, soaring above the Earth’.

The ancient Tiirks visualized in myths deity
Fire as an image of a Red cow, Red bull. In other
images, Fire was personified with by a female figure
— Ut-Ana, Mother Fire. Ut-Ana was believed to be
the mother of all people. When Fire whistled in
the hearth, they bowed to the flame and invocated:
«Fire, you are our Mother with 30 teeth, you are our
mother-in-law with 40 teethy.

In the yurt Fire was deemed to be a part of the sun
(Heavenly Fire). The hearth in the center of the yurt
was round in form (solar disk). Warmth, emanating
from the sun and fire, their bright luminescence and
the colors bore certain analogies between them. Sun
and fire, and the link between them and the life, were
extended to the woman as a forebear and guardian of
descendants.

The Fire-hearth was protected and kept clean,
a careless attitude could result in Him becoming
angry and ‘leaving’ the yurt. Fire was believed to
be a clan deity, but each family had also a family
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Fire, and to mix Him with Fire of other family, to
borrow Him from the neighbors was a sin, it was
even impossible to cook food in a utensil that has
earlier been on another Fire.

Completely inadmissible was to desecrate
Fire, i.e. to throw any garbage and leftovers, foully
smelling substances, mix coals by a sharp object, to
swing at and step over Fire, to push in fuel by a leg,
to step on ashes, to spit: for spitting on lips would
come blisters. It was prohibited to deviate from
the daily ritual of feeding and treating Fire, giving
slivers of food and drinks used by the inhabitants
of the yurt. For sacrifice to Fire usually was used
fat. Even ashes from the home hearth were taken
somewhere to a secluded place, where neither
people, nor animals would not go. For violation of
these and other rules Fire punished inhabitants by
various illnesses, deprived of the protection from
malicious spirits, sometimes even burnt some or
other things, and occasionally also the dwelling. A
burned object was seen as the most terrible signal of
Fire anger, and a special prayer with sacrifices was
then organized. If it occurred on a hunt, the hunters
abandoned hunting. When the burning wood in the
hearth cracked or a whistling was heard, it meant
Ut-Ana’s good mood, and the master should expect
good news and visitors.

‘Once a year in a yurt were organized family
prayers to Ut-Ana. The purpose of them was to
ask for the family’s well-being: that nobody fell
sick, the cattle was not lost and a good luck. a Kam
conducted in a yurt a prayer to Ut-Ana. A white ram
with a black head was given as a sacrifice. Before
the sacrifice, simmered milk was poured upon the
ram, it was decorated with multi-colored ribbons
and released back to the herd, thus devoting it to
Ut-Ana. After the slaughter of the sacrificial ram the
right front part of the carcass and heart were burnt,
and the remaining part with the hide were given to
the Kam.

A required attribute at all Kam’ssacramentations
was a birch, symbolizing link of the upper and lower
world, and in the yurt its branches — sis were used.
They, decorated with chalama (ribbons of blue, red
and white color), were set in the floor around the
hearth. After a sacrifice to Fire the Kam threw into
the hearth pieces of fatty meat, the flames flashed
with large blazes. In invocations to Ut-Ana the Kam
usually said: ‘You, Fire, Mother of ours. You have 40
teeth, You are covered with red silk, and You have
white silk bed. I did not step on white ashes. Small
children and dogs did not touch you. I sacrificed the
white ram, I gave the white lamb, I bow to you, Fire,
give us, give us easier (life— Translator’s note)’.
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The sacrificial food for deities and spirits was
prepared on flames. People ate the meat, and the
Deities and Spirits were fed the smell of the roasted
meat.

Fire had a cleaning quality. A desecrated
thing was held above the flames for cleaning. The
ambassadors arriving to Khagan were always led
through a flame, between two fires, subjecting them
to a fiery clean up. Leaving the winter quarters,
the Horde passed between two fires. A man giving
a public oath also had to be cleared by flames. For
this purpose fires were set in two places, he was led
between fires and had to kiss a sable or sword, and
in the Middle Ages he had to kiss a mouth of a gun,
with which a man was killed before. Only after that
the man could give the oath.

«Fire was a patron of dwellings, a home
sanctuary, therefore a bride, at the entrance to a new
family, had to bow to Fire of the husband’s house, so
that her family would be as happy as the ancestors.
Women led the bride entering a new family to a yurt
of the father-in-law. Indoors she did usual kneeling
(entering into a yurt of the relatives older than her
husband and accidentally seeing them, brides kneel
every time). Then she was seated in the center on
a tanned calfskin, so that the bride was soft, as a
skin,... then poured fat into flames, and she bowed
to the ground a few times, invocating, ‘Mother-Fire
and Mother-Fat, award me with your favor!...” At this
time women pat her on the face with palms warmed
in the flames». And the Kam, stretching his hands
above the flames, invocated: ‘Lady Hearth Ut-Ana!
By your will this flame is born. So let this flame be
protection of the dwelling against malicious spirits,
a barrier from human treachery, let the goodness to
warm without burning, and the evil be eliminated
without a trace. Let Fire last for thousands of years!
Bless the hearth, Ut-Ana!’ After that the Kam
declared the bride to be a wife of the groom and a
full mistress of this hearth, and the groom to be a
husband and a master of this yurt.

Fire was applied for treatment of various
diseases. So, if a child or adult had crusts on the face,
above them were made sparks by a flint. And Kam,
addressing the crusts, said, “Why a sole branch of a
tree does not move anywhere, why do you wander
here and there? Let all the crusts together with fiery
sparks fall from the face. Just as knoll does not move
anywhere, you too do not move. Do not build your
yurt here any more. Tfu, tfu to you. Do not come
back here any more’.

With the help of Fire Kam treated child from
milk disease (disease of the mucous membrane of a
mouth, when it becomes covered by a bright-white
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film). The treatment consisted of the Kam laying the
child on the back and burning on his chest a piece
of a birch bark, in the place of the burn remained a
stain-mark. The same procedure was conducted for
the treatment of salivating.

‘To the number of diseases cured by flames
belonged rheumatism — pain in the legs, which, in
the opinion of the ancient Tiirks, was caused by
careless walking in places of old encampments.
Mongols thought precisely the same, because they
had a legend that Khonkirat people suffered pains
in the legs because they came from Yergena-Kun
mountain valley and stomped the good of other
peoples under their feet.

The treatment by fire was such: from the seven
parts of a cattle body were cut pieces, thrown into
flames and then a sick place (rheumatism) was
heated with them. The ritual to clear the illness with
the sacrificial fire was such: a tin scoop was thrown
into flames, heated red-hot, then filled with oil and a
blue cloth was sunk in there, when it all was ignited,
the scoop was brought under the nose of the patient
and cold water was poured, producing a terrible
steam. This treatment was called ‘jelaushek’ (spell
by a wind).

It was believed that the ashes also had medical
property. So, a bleeding wound was strewed with
hot ashes, which accelerated the healing. At sudden
pain in the stomach a man took hot ashes by the
right hand and a few times smeared it across a bare
stomach. (http://archieve.worldhistory.com/ancient-
turkish-religious-beliefs-preis_topic4017.html)

Another belief which put imprint on ancient
Turkic civilization is shamanism. Some Turkic
nations call shamanism «baksylyk», which means
the same as shamanism. Dordji Banzarov and
Shogan Walikhanov thoroughly investigated the
nature of shamanism. Shogan Walikhanov, a Kazakh
scientist, says that shamanism is about endless love
for the world and nature and homage of ancestors’
spirits. He upheld the view that shaman’s role in
a community was very important; shaman was
considered as medium between Tengri and mankind;
in addition to having magicpower, shaman also had
to be a talented akyn, fortune-teller and sorcerer,
and therefore, he had an impressive authority.
(Walikhanov, 1993:51) For Kazakh nation the title
«baksy» is more familiar than the word «shamany,
and it is still meant to be used. Baksylyk is the same
shamanism, but more adapted to the nation’s nature.
Shamans aspired to know the enigma of nature by
falling into unusual state and getting in touch with
mystique powers; using kobyz they tried to raise
jinns. People believed that shamansare direct envoys

of Tengri on Earth and that they save the crowd from
threats and adversities with the support of Tengri.
They managed the force of nature so masterly that
they could forecast destinies in advance; and when
they were performing rituals blue skies abruptly
filled up with black clouds or a huge storm rose
and crushed everything around. Kazakh nation also
combined the words «balger» and baksy, this means
that shamans also had the ability to cure. There are
different opinions about methods of treating and
shamanistic rituals of calling jinns among the people.
Shamans are perceived not as characters of legends
or fairytales, but as real people who overmastered
wizardry. There are many traditions and beliefs that
prove the historical interrelation of current spiritual
nature of Kazakh nation, which stood the test of time
and epochs of Turkic civilization (Tylor 1989:91).
History books cite that Turkic people used to
practice shamanism. A shaman is a person with the
ability to contact supernatural forces. Reminiscent
of modern-day psychics, shamans would lose
themselves in the state of trance through their own
methods such as chanting prayers while playing
a frame drum. They had special clothing, used
drums or other certain instruments, danced and had
knowledge of things like spirits or jinns that ordinary
people cannot see or hear. Shamans are not poets at
all, but their prayers are generally in the form of a
poetry that contains meaningless but magical words.
Shamans were tribe’ medicine men rather than
men of religion we see in the Western religions.
They are said to foretell the future as well. Shamans
would heal people by killing and eating the evil spirit
and talk about the things happening in the spiritual
world. The talents of shamans were often seen as
hereditary and were both men and women.
Shamanism is a technique and practice often
found in animism, which is the belief that plants,
animals, rocks and other living things and objects
possess a spiritual essence. People who possess
specific powers are believed to influence nature
through words and gestures, and these words and
gestures are related to what is desired. For instance,
to cure an illness, a shaman would make symbolic
gestures to dismiss the illness and say something
like: «The parrot flew away / The illness flew away.»
If rain is desired, a shaman would make a gesture
similar to pouring water or do a war dance before
setting off for battle. Apart from these, symbolic
objects were also used in rituals. (http:/www.
dailysabah.com/feature/2016/05/27/shamanism-a-
practice-of-early-turkic-beliefs)
In ancient times there were two different opin-
ions about shaman and hoodoo priest. First of all,
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they feared the fury of those people, and they as-
sumed that they would be harmed as they told for-
tunes and predicted the future. Because of their con-
nection with another world, they settled alone on the
edge of the village. In everyday life, they sought the
services of the voodoos and shamans. On the oth-
er hand, when people were severely ill, they were
treated only by shamans when they were in serious
trouble. The social role of the shamans among an-
cient Turks was highly valued. Shaman-voodoos
lost their former domination in the society due to
the appearance of Muslim religion, but the treatment
and clairvoyance preserved their status. The mytho-
logical tales of ancient Turks and the fairy-tale about
the animals had a great impact on the formation of
Kazakh philosophy and worldview.

In ancient ages there emerged numerous legends
and fairytales based on mythological plots. Ancient
Turkic people’s folklore appeared because of peo-
ple’s desire to cognize the nature’s mystery. They
imaged power of nature and created tales about
humans’ struggle with it. (Tolstov 1962:142) One
feature common to all of nomad nations’ legends is
their attempts to understand the secret powers of the
environment. The most popular legends of Turkic
lands, about Korkytata and Assan Kaigy are still be-
ing passed by word of mouth. The ancestor of an-
cient Turkic people, Korkytata is thought to be the
great thinker of Turkish and Kazakh nations, whose
words are full of philosophical meanings.

Ancient Turkic people also worshipped Uma-
yana, and thought that they descended from Kok-
bori and used to perform rituals of using fire to treat
people and banish evil. Umayana was perceived as a
mother and protector of Turkic people and the God
of welfare and prosperity. It is written on Orkhonin-
scriptions and transmitted through the nation’s folk-
lore. After a prevalence of Islam religion in Turkic
lands the significance of Umay, as well as of Tengri
reduced and she started being perceived as a pro-
tector of children and mothers. (Akpanbek 1993:72)
The first sculpture of Umayana (roughly 7 century
of our era) was found from the territory of Kazakh-
stan in 2012. Turkic nations sincerely worshipped
her and this is the proof of their belief in spiritual
powers. While this belief has a very special role for
Turkic nations, there are still many idolatrous com-
munities in Mongolia and Sakha (Yakutia). People
believed that Umayana created two main sources of
life — rich soil and pure water; therefore, she was
the God of yield, too. She was merciful to the whole
humankind. M.Adzhi: «Kipchaks had the God Ten-
gri and Goddness Umayana, the female principle.
She patronized babies and thus was always depicted
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holding an infant. (Adzhi 1994:217) In some leg-
ends she is described as a promoter of giving birth
and harvesting, in others as a magic bird which
builds nests in the sky. The name of Goddess can be
found in many ancient monuments and written tales.
There is a fragment in the inscription «Tusho-quq
eternal stone», which says «Goddess Umay, holy
land and water support us. So how can we suffer?».
The fragment of Kultegin inscription also includes
interesting notes about Umay, in particular «My
Brother, Kultegin is the man of the land patron-
ized by Umayanax. In the ancient system of beliefs
«Tengri-Umay» Tengri played the role of father in
the sky, while Umay of mother on the Earth. An-
cient Kokturks were considered as their direct de-
scendants. Kokturks appreciated celestial bodies, in
particular the Sun.(Radlov 1994:120) They thought
that the Sun is the most valuable, incomparably es-
sential and omnipotent power which insolates holy
lands and grants happiness. Only after the Sun goes
Umay and Zher-suana. They also believed that sub-
terranean world is the world of the dead, cold and
horrifying and brings only disasters. All in all, the
main values of Turkic people were the sky and the
Sun. Ancient Turkic people always buildup doors of
their homes in the east, from where the Sun rises or
in the south, which is the most powerful side of the
Sun.([paa 1995:42)

Sun. (Koyash). Sun for the ancient Tiirks was an
esteemed God. The ancient Tiirkic mythologies said
that the Sun is the son of Tengri, and His mother is
Earth. Therefore, it circles between the father and
mother. The ancient Tiirks and Mongols worshipped
power and vital force of the god Sun. It was not pos-
sible to imagine life without energy and influence of
the Sun.

In antiquity was a ritual of greeting sunrise.
Huns, coming out in the morning from aul (village.
— Translator’s note), welcomed the ascending sun
and bowed to Him. Praying Tiirks turned to the sun-
rise. They worshipped Sun because Tengri and His
assistant Kun (Sun) supervise the created world by
means of the Sun rays which are strings linking the
spirits of plants with the Sun.

The ancient Tiirks knew a solar ray as a trans-
mission medium for embryo of life sent by Tengri to
the man. A vivid example is the genealogical legend
of the birth by a shamaness, from a Tiirkic ancient
noble clan Ashide, of the son An-Lushan, later fa-
mous, who rebelled against Tan dynasty of imperial
China. At his conception a ray of light penetrated
the yurt. It is possible to also recollect the ‘famous
pra-mother of the Mongols, Alan-Goa, who origi-
nated the clan of Gengiz-Khan, conceiving from a
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ray which penetrated the yurt through a smoke hole.
The ancient Tiirks associated the movement of the
sun in the sky with a flight of a fiery bird, winged
horses, etc.

Winged horses as a symbol or personification
of the Sun were widely spread in the cosmogonic
myths of the Tiirkic peoples. In addition to the horse
and birds with the symbol of Sun were also connect-
ed such animals as ram, deer, bull.

The huge number of domestic artifacts decorat-
ed with signs and symbols of solar ornament, found
on all the territory of Eurasia, testifies to a wide dis-
tribution of the cult of the Sun between the Tiirks.
Such signs are pictured in large numbers on ceramic
vessels and female earrings.

Moon (Ai). Ancient Tiirks” mythology regarded
Moon as a daughter of Sky God Tengri and Earth.
Ancient Tirks perceived goddess Moon dually:
Moon frightened them and at the same time they
loved Her.

The moon was represented as a Lady and as a
symbol of the night. The night is darkness, when the
malicious spirits emerge from all holes. All feasts
and jamborees of malicious spirits occur at night.
The rituals and hypnotic sessions of witches were
always conducted according to the phases of the
Moon and, mainly, in a full moon. At night the ill-
nesses amplified, causing more often deaths at this
time. Robberies, murders are done mainly at night.
On the other hand, the Tiirks trusted the magic force
of the Moon. She was a sole night lantern. To please
Moon those born during full moon were given names
as such: Aisylu, Aituly, Ainir, Aizirek, Ainaz, etc.

From ancient times the Tiirks noticed that wom-
an and moon have the same secret force. The female
cycles, her mysterious bleedings, coincided with
the monthly phases of the moon. Female pregnancy
lasts about nine lunar months, and more often wom-
en deliver during a full moon.

Three phases of the moon also had their signs. It
was believed that at ‘ainaazy’ (new moon) the moon
symbolized a young girl, who grew day to day. She
is pure and modest. At ‘aitoly’, ‘tulyai’ (complete
moon) Moon personified a mature woman — mother.
In this period she is good-natured and favorable. At
‘aikarty’ (old moon) the Moon aged, became wise,
but at the same time quarrelsome and malicious. Be-
fore death Moon reigned in absolutely dark night,
She was not visible. In these three nights, it was be-
lieved, life and death meet together. After the meet-
ing they separate, to meet again in a definite period.
The old Moon died, a new one was born, and to-
gether with Her a new life, new cycle, new round
was born, and so on indefinitely.

Stars. The ancient Tiirks and Mongols revered
stars. For them were brought sacrifices. The Star
deities, in the opinion of the Tiirks, influence the hu-
man happiness, richness, cattle, and others, and each
star corresponds to a Kut of a man on the Earth, and
when the man dies, his star also falls on the Earth.

A happy man, protected by a fate, was called
‘a man with a star’. The ancient Tiirks knew many
stars, but the most popular, which they continuously
encountered in practical life, were:

1. A Polar star — Timer Kazyk (iron stake) was a
reference during night travels. The name Iron Stake,
probably, was given due to a visual immovability
and, consequently, two close stars moving around
it, like horses on a cord tied to a stake, were named
‘two white horses’. According to the cosmological
ideas of ancient Tiirks, the sky looked like a cupola
of'a yurt. The Polar star was called ‘A Smoke hole of
the Sky’, a mythological center the Sky ostensibly
serving as a pass to other worlds. The history of its
creation is:

There was a time, when the Sky and the Earth
came in disorder. The Sky pressed on Earth, and
the Earth split. A great Chaos came to the Universe.
Black storm grasped the Earth, the ashes of earth
mixed up with clouds, the thunder roared, lightning
flashed, hailstones fell the size of a duck egg.

People, animals and birds perished, only groans
were heard above the Earth, fear and confusion, suf-
fering and grief reigned.

Mountains moved, rivers were overflowing, fire
clinched forests and steppes. The moon, sun and the
stars lost their tracks, and were swept in a chaotic
spinning.

Three years reigned Chaos, three years lasted
the disaster, until the Lord the Sky, god Tengri in
great anger hammered into Universe a golden stake.

The golden stake of the god Tengri secured the
Sky and the Earth, and became an axis of the world,
around which hold the path the moon and the sun,
stars and comets. And the end of the stuff can be
seen at the night in a dark sky, people named it a
Polar star.

2. Big Bear was called Seven Elders. They were
given as offerings kumyz, milk and animals. Seven
Elders kept a stolen daughter of Pleiads.

3. Pleiads — Urker. The Tiirks noticed a forward
movement of Pleiads to Big Bear and thought that
Pleiads pursued Seven Elders to free the daughter.
The Tiirks determined by Pleiads the time of night
and the seasons.

4. Venus — Shepherd’s star. By the rise of this
planet the Tiirkic shepherds brought herds to the aul
(village) corral.
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5.Amorning star—Chulpan12. The Tiirks named
children in honor of favorite stars. (http://archieve.
worldhistory.com/ancient-turkish-religious-beliefs-
preis_topic4017.html)

Conclusion

The main function of the universe — the
continuity of life, the fact that it does not stop, its
constant updating, as a part of the universe person is
interested in it. In order to improve our lives and to
live a prosperous life, we can directly and indirectly
associate with various ceremonies, superstitions and
traditions, beliefs that are in harmony with the breath
of nature, holidays that are held once a year. Also,
there were beliefs that ancient Turks are ruled by
the Allah, and after god her supporters — Umayana,
Holy Land-Water, Fire, the Sun, the Moon, stars,
Air, Cloud, Wind, Hail, Lightning, Rain, and so
on. In the twentieth century, during the worshiping
God and close interaction of Islam, the two religions
became closer to each other. Both of two religions
were based on goodness, good deeds and well-being,
understanding, and the most important, to love nature
and to live in harmony with it. The ancient Turkic

worshipers did not oppose the acceptance of Allah.
There were religions that were very close according
to the nature that their traditions linked to each other
and nature also was very close. (Mustafina 1992:38)

Muslim religion was therefore easily adopted in
ancient Turks and Turkic nations. Muslim religion
is closely interconnected with ancient Turkic
beliefs and has been synthesized internally and has
become the spiritual and cultural position of the
Turkic people. Despite the gradual displacement of
Tengrism from the stage of history, it remains one
of the ancient religions, result of the first beliefs
of worshipers of the Fire, Water, the Sun and the
Moon; all humanity has passed that way, scientists
say. (Kaidarov, Orazov, 1985:92)

The findings of ancient Turkic artifacts from
Kazakhstan and elsewhere reflect the place of nomadic
culture in the world civilization. Since ancient times
Kazakhstan has been a center of diverse cultures and
religions. In the territory of modern Kazakhstan,
in ancient times various beliefs such as Tengrism,
Christianity, Buddhism, Zoroastrianism, Manichaean
and Muslemism lived peacefully under one roof for
centuries. Therefore, the ancient Turkic state was a
model of tolerance and interfaith consensus.

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Translation of texts of tourism sphere based on comparison

The article analyzes cultural differences between the East and the
West in terms of thinking, historical basis, religion and speech. It also explores some of the principles and
methods of translation, such as the text of the tourism text, as well as overwriting, adding and deleting.
