COMPETENCE AS A TOTALITY KNOWLEDGE AND ABILITIES

One of the trends of recent years is to revise the concepts of not only the content of education,
but also rethinking its goals and results. In this regard, there is a reorientation of the assessment of
the result of education from the concepts of «preparednessy», «educationy», «common culturey to the
concepts «competence» and «competency». In scientific literature there is a large variety of
interpretations of the concepts «competence» and «competency». In the 70s of the 20th century, the
term «competency» became widely used in the USA and several European countries in connection
with the problem of individualization of education. Then the idea was very simple: do not limit
yourself to learning the basics of science and the corresponding teaching methods, but try to
develop all levels of interpersonal relationships, the microclimate in the team.
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The main idea of the integrated development of competency is that one should not limit the
amount of knowledge and skills acquired in the formal education system in order to achieve true
effectiveness, this knowledge should be linked to a wider range of knowledge acquired by humanity
outside the formal education system. And as a means of developing competency, there are different
levels of education, including general, secondary, special and vocational training. In general,
American scientists relate competency more to the general characteristic of the individual than to
the characteristic of his professional activity.

Education in its qualitative characteristics is not only a value, a system or a process. This is a
result, fixing the fact that an individual has appropriated all the values that appear in the process of
educational activities that are important for the intellectual, moral, political, economic state of the
educational environment — the state, society, each person, civilization as a whole. Naturally, the
question arises: does this aspect of educational activity relate to issues in connection with the
philosophical and educational substantiation of the development of the educational sphere in the
future, to the prognostic substantiation of educational development strategies?

The answer to this question is unequivocal: without foresight and in more technological terms
without predicting the expected results of educational activities, any research of a strategic nature is
simply meaningless. Moreover, necessary specifics of any strategy directly depends on the degree
of concretization of expected results at any level in accordance with the most specific performance
criteria applicable to all components of educational activities. But, and this is important to
emphasize, the result of education can evaluate and should be assessed directly, at the level of
economic, moral, intellectual, scientific, technical, cultural, right, finally, the mental state and
potential of society, the state.

The quality of education, its effectiveness, therefore should be assessed at the individual and
personal level, taking into account the real educational acquisitions of the individual, and at the
social and state level and even at the civilization level, when the indisputable fact is fixed that
progress of every country, every society is unthinkable without appropriate education and the
attention paid by the state and society to the field of education. We turn to the category of
«competencey. A person can show his individuality and realize his educational potential in several
different areas, in this case we should tell not only about professional competency, also about
competency as the highest level of literacy and education, about the overall talent of the individual,
able to apply the knowledge and skills in real life activity, thinking and acting with the same
success in various branches of science.
