Also, volunteers without a high-
school diploma have a 51 percent higher likelihood of finding employment, and volunteers living in rural areas
have a 55 percent higher likelihood of finding employment."

You never know who you'll meet doing charity work. According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics 2015
report Volunteering in the United States, individuals with higher levels of education were more likely to volunteer
than were those with less education. Among persons age 25 and over, 38.8% of college graduates with a
bachelor's degree and higher volunteered. So your chances of meeting professionals in the volunteer pool are
good.If you choose a volunteer role related to your target job, you might run into people with similar interests or
that have jobs similar to the one you want.

In turn, the chairman of the Association of Volunteer Centers (AVC) and a member of the Public Council
under the Ministry of Labor of the Russian Federation Artyom Metelev noted that taking into account volunteer
experience in employment is a global trend that has just begun to spread in Russia. The experience of volunteering
can be indicated when submitting a resume on the "Work in Russia" portal. According to the deputy head of the
Federal Service for Labor and Employment, Denis Vasiliev, since 2020 a special note on volunteering will appear
in the template of the submitted application. Experts believe that information on the volunteer experience of
candidates will primarily be useful for employers in areas where work with people is supposed, for example, in
the social sphere. According to him, this practice is useful for all participants in the employment process. A note
on volunteering allows the employer to assess the empathy of a person, and volunteer helps the employee to
develop the so-called soft skills (useful skills not related to professional activities), says Metelev.

Skill-based opportunities are on the rise and most nonprofits are looking for volunteers who have specific
skill sets. 92% of nonprofits say they need more skill-based pro bono support. Volunteers can use skill-based
volunteer opportunities to strengthen their abilities to new levels and increase employability.One of the most
beneficial career development benefits for volunteers is the ability to add volunteerism experience to their resume
and cover-letter credentials. Employers, across the world, value philanthropy as an activity that goes above and
beyond. Volunteerism can separate a job seeker from other applicants and demonstrate leadership to potential
employers.

Network anywhere in Kazakhstan — they are representatives of the network, but they are self-sufficient, they all
have their own names, public funds, public associations, associations of legal entities including , and they are
engaged in multidirectional volunteering, from ecology to working with the elderly, people with disabilities and
so on, you can list them indefinitely. An expanded network. Increased knowledge. Improved skills. They all help
you to present yourself as a more impressive and well-rounded candidate.
