Oz: Makalede, XV-XVIL yiizyillarda Kazak Hanhg tarihinde 6zel bir
rol oynayan tarihi gahsiyetler olan Kazak hanlarinin tarihi rolii ele alina-
caktir. Kazak hanligimin kurulug déneminden Kazak halkinin etnik top-
raklarimin olugumunun sona ermesine kadar olan tarihsel zaman aralig,
hanlik tarihinde birkag déneme ayrihr. Bunlar, hanbgn kurulus, giiglen-
me, zayiflama, tekrar canlanma ve etnik bélge olusumunun son dénemleri
olarak adlandirihr. Sonraki dénemler, iilke ve toprak biitiinliigiiniin ko-
runmasina iliskin donemlerdir. Kazak Hanhg) bu dénemlerde, iktidardaki
hanedamnin gesitli temsilcileri tarafindan yonetilmistir. Bircok durumda,
farkli yoneticilerin kisisel nitelikleri, kamu politikasinin bagariya ulagma-
sina yol agmigtir. Hanhigin olusumunda Kerey ve Janibek Han'in ileri go-
ritglii ditsiinceleri ve kullandiklar taktiksel yontemler zafere ulagtirirken,
Burindik Han ile Kasim Han'in Sirderya nehri boyundaki sehirler ile kighk
otlaklar i¢in Maverannehr'deki Timur Hanedam temsilcileri ile yaptikla-
r agik savaglar, etnik bélgeleri olugturma agamasinda elde edilen biiyiik

bagarlar olarak gorilmusgtiir. Bu iki hanin askeri savag sanati, cesaret ve -

kahramanlik nitelikleri ile liderlik 6zellikleri Ortagag yazih kaynaklarinda
yer almigtir. XVI. ytizyihn 20-30 yillarindaki Mamas, Tahir, Buydas, Ah-
met ve Togim Hanlann kisiliklerindeki ileri goriglilluk ve bilgelik, 6zel
kisilik 6zelliklerinin eksikligi, hanligin zayiflamasina yol agmigtir. Hakna-
zar Han'in iktidara gelmesiyle, hanligin yeniden canlanma dénemi baglar.
Haknazar Han'in cesaret ve kahramanlik, komuta ve organizasyonel, uz-
lagsma ve devletgilik nitelikleri bu siirecin temelini olusturur. Bu siireg, S1-
gay Han'in iki y1lhik iktidarhginda duraksamasina ragmen, oglu Tauke Han
zamaninda devam etmigtir.

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THE HISTORICAL ROLE OF THE KAZAKH KHANS
(XV-XVII CENTURIES)

Abstract: The author mentioned in the report the historical role of the Ka-
zakh khans of the XV-XVII centuries in the history of the Kazakh Khanate. The
historical period between the formation of the Kazakh Khanate and the end of the
formation of the Kazakh people as an ethnic divided into several stages in the his-
tory of the Khanate. The period of the formation of the Kazakh khanate, the period
of the khanate’s strengthening, the period of the khanate’s weakening, the period of
revival and the end of the formation of the ethnic territory. The subsequent periods
known s to refer to periods for the protection of the integrity of the country and the
land. At different stages of the history of the Kazakh Khanate, various representati-
ves of the ruling family dominated. In many cases, personal qualities of individual
rulers have led to the success of public policy. Courage and tactical methods used
by Kerey and Zhanibek khans in the formation of the Khanate were victorious and
open wrestling with the representatives of the timurids in Mawerenahr, led by Bur-
yndyk khan and Kassym Khan to the Syrdarya River and winter pastures was an
outstanding achievement in the formation of an ethnic area. Courage and heroic
and commanding qualities of these two khan's martial arts and personalities have
been reflected in medieval record data. In the 20-30s of the XVI century, the lack
of clarity and genius, personality traits in the personalities of Mamash, Takhir, Bu-
idash, Ahmet and Togim led to the weakening of the Khanate. During these years,
the Kazakh Khanate has lost all the achievements. The reign of the Khanate begins
with the arrival of Khaknazar Khan, son of Kasim Khan. The courage and heroism,
command and organizational, dealing and statehood qualities of Khaknazar Khan
are the basis of this process. Although this process delayed by Shygay khan at his
periods of two-year rule, but at the time of his son Tauekel continued to develop.
Historical personality traits of Tauekel Khan bring significant achievements in his
policies and struggles with Nogay Horde, the Kingdom of Moscow, the Siberian
Khanate, and the Shibanit Dynasty in Mawerenahr, with the Shagatay dynasty in
Eastern-Turkestan and Kalmyks. Thus, in the last years of the XVI century, thanks
to Tauekel khan the formation of the ethno territory of the Kazakh people brought

to the end.
