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LINGUISTIC FASHION IN ANTHROPONYMY: FASHIONABLE NAMES

In modern linguistic studies we meet the concept of fashion in rc'lation to different linguigic
phenomena: fashionable forms of treatments and greetings, fashion discourse, political language
fashion, fashion words, etc. The emergence of such combinations in the works of differen
directions is a reflection of the researchers’ interest in the language fashion that characterizes the
changes in the language of recent decades caused by changes in almost all spheres of social life, the
intensifition of contradictions between generations, the transformation of the scale of values, the
formation of new elites, the change of all aspects of communication.

However, the proper names from the point of view of linguistic fashion are practically not
investigated. There are only some references about fashion on different types of proper names
[Shetinin, 1968; Superanskaya, 1973, 2007; Podolskaya, 1978, 1988] and fashion in anthroponymy
[Bondaletov, 1983; Suslova, Superanskaya, 1985].

Personal name is the official full name of the person given to him at birth. The study of
personal names is referred to as anthroponomy. Anthroponomy falls under the umbrella of
onomastics that deals with the study of proper names including their forms and use (Algeo 1992:
2%

Fashionable personal name has the following features: frequency (for some time within the
framework of this linguistic culture), modernity (novelty in relation to the previous anthroponymic
standard), demonstrativeness (the desire to stand out).

This study tries to reveal naming tendency in modern Kazakhstan: frequently given
fashionable names and rare names. For the purpose of the study, personal names were gathered
from birth records provided by the database at the Departments of Civil Status (Alatau, Almaly,
Auezov, Bostandyk, Zhetisu, Medeu, Nauryzbai, Turksib regions) of Almaty city in Kazakhstan.
More than 8000 Kazakh personal names given to newborns in 2018 are analyzed.

According to the results of data analysis frequently used names are identified by sex for this
particular period. The most frequently given 10 male names are the following: Aisultan, Alikhar:
Dinmuhammed, Arlan, Ramaz.an, Sultan, Aldiyar, Amir, A linur, Erasyl.

The: list of ﬁtequently given 10 female names: Ailin, Rayana, Medina, Aizere, Aiary, Ayala,
Safiya, Aisana, Adina, Kausar.

There are also rare names that are unique and considered to be special. Rare names are names
from the existing gnthroponymlc'fund, but forgotten, long ago, not used, therefore percclvefll o
new, fresh in relation to the previous anthroponymic standard.
