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AL-FARABI KAZNU LEADERS IN HISTORY AND THEIR ROLE
IN THE PREPARATION OF INTELLIGENT PERSONALITIES

Al-Farabi KazNU

Al-Farabi University is a lead in grand competitive higher education institution in the Republic of
Kazakhstan, which has a 80-year glorious history of dcvelopment. Currently, al-Farabi Kazakh National
University is the center of education, science, culture, and education in Kazakhstan. According to the results
of the rating of higher educational institutions of the Republic thc university has being annually ranked the
first place among thc universities of Kazakhstan and leading place among muitidisciplinary universities in
the Republic. In 2006, al-Farabi Kazakh National University was the first university of the country which
received the award of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan «For achievements in quality» and
diploma «Altyn Sapay.

Our university has always been led by the famous people of the country. All those who study and work
m the university must have known about them. They are the leaders of the al-Farabi Kazakh National
University, We can talk about the min classcs of history of Kazakhstan, using different educational
technologies, hinking with the successes and achicvementts of our statc in the Soviet Union period and now.
As well as we can emphasize their huge role in the preparation of highly intelligent individuals, giving

examples from the lives of the people who worked or who are no win senior government and  public
positions

The tust leaders of the al-Farabi Kazakh National University were highly skilled and original
personahties Theretore, their life and work can be considered as an example for all students. The acquired
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knowledge will help them in their professional development, strengthening of the state and university
patriotism and understanding of soeial values. In order to make clear the importance of the question we are
giving a bricl overview of our Icaders sinee the founding of the university to the present day.

As you know, the grand opening of the University was held on January 15, 1934. There were 13 leaders
for 80 ycars of devclopment of the Kazakh National University. According the working period on the
position there were 14 leaders (AZ Zakarin twice).

The leaders of the al-Farabi Kazakh National University are the organizers of high school, famous
acicntists and educators, government and public figures. All of them worked for the benefit of our university
and the country. They were known not only in Kazakhstan but also far beyond the country.

Almanov B. is a party worker, between1931-1934 he was a director of the Kazakh Pedagogical Institutc, from
Junnary 1 to January 19, 1934 he was the first concurrent director (Rector) Kazakh National University. He was
engaged in scientifie and educational activities, mainly in the issues of cultural devclopment. «He was arrested in
193X, In October 1940he was sentenced for 8 years. And died in the camp. He was rehabilitated on November 4,
1955by the decision of the military tribunal of the Turkestan Military District» [1].

Olika F.T. worked as a Deputy of People's Commissariat of the Kazakh USR, he was the first officially
appoeinted Rector of KazNU.

l.ukyanets 1.K. is a Deputy Chairman of the Supreme Council of the Kazakh USR, rector of KazNU in
the period of war, «...he shared of the heavy burden of responsibility for the staff of the University in a
terrible period of repression and denunciation, when decent loyalty to people regarded as unreliable, anti-
Soviet [2].

Tazhibayev T.T. worked as a Minister of Foreign Affairs of Kazakhstan, at the same time as an
university president in the postwar period. «... He was the first doctor of pedagogical seiences, the first
nendemician of the Kazakh USR on the psychological and pedagogical scicnces, which made a significant
vontribution to the development and organization of science and psychological training of teachers in our
country» [3]. Human qualities of Rector Tazhibacva T.T. should be noted. Here's how he wasdescribed in the
article «Memory of the Heart» by T.P. Struts and A.D. Khismatullina, who worked for many years at the
{Iniversity: «For Tulegen Tajibaevich a human being was more important than his oecupation. Upon entering
the building of the university, he first greeted with a janitor, asked about their health, whether it was cold or
nol, what's new with them. At the department with the same emphasis he applies to the technician, and
assistant professor, and the professor and the student» [4].

Zakarin A.Z. was the first Kazakh mathematician, a graduate of Moscow State University, worked as
Minister of Education of the Kazakh USR, Deputy Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh
ISR, Foreign Minister, Chairman of the Supreme Council of the Kazakh SSR, twice appointed rector of the
university. «Having brought up a generation of young scientists, Professor A. Zakarin in scientific disputes
nlways cncouraged the initiative, unusual look at things, ability to prove their point of view. For the
vencrable scholar it was important to notice an opinion on the issue of colleagues in the seientific
community, as well as graduate students. Heuristic gift, the gift of the Teacher lives in his disciples. Askar
Zakarin always remembered: not only what contribution you made is important, but who will run after you is
more important»[S]. «From the first days of the Great Patriotic War from June 1941 to April 1946 A.Z.
Zakarin fought in the army on several fronts ... He was awardedthe Order of the Red Star and medals «For
Viclory over Germanyy and «For Victory over Japan for his heroism, courage and bravery» [6].

Darkanbaev T.B. led the university in50-60years, has created a new, unique in the Central Asian region
Institute of Molecular Biology and Biochemistry.

Zholdasbckov U.A. worked as a rectorin KazNU 16 years, he is the author of the original campus-
Kaz(GUGrad, founder and first president of the National Academy of Engineering of RK.

lirgozhin E.E. isa famous chemist, founder of chemistry and in exchange membrane teehnology in
Kavzakhstan, he led the university after the December 1986 events.

Abdil'din M.M. was first elected as a rector of KazNU. «He was the first Kazakhstani, who got into the
lamous Physico-Technical Institutc Offer — in the cradle of Soviet physieists,» brought up famous
personalitics, he «... is a scholar and master of ceremonies, and the rector, and preferansist, and singer and
yet there is something in one bouquet — as if incompatible to our standard thinkingy [7].

In the first years of independence the university which changed its name three times, was led by
Naribacv K.N. «In order to.intensify effort soft further develop the lcadership of Kazakhstan Kazakh State
University had to make a correet choice in the selection of candidates for the post of reetor. What was
needed was an experienced teacher, a major organizer, competent in all aspects of university scholar,
respected in the scientifie world a person with high intelligence and culture. These requirements are certainly
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eonsistent with Professor Kopzhasar Naribaev» [8], who worked Minister of Higher and Secondary Special
Education of the Kazakh USR.

The next rector was Kozhamkulov T.A. is a founder and first director of the Institute of Experimental
and Theoretical Physics at thc Kazakh Statc University, which was the first Research Institutc at the
university in Kazakhstan. With his leadership the university was awarded by the President of Kazakhstan in
the field of quality and got the «Altyn Sapay.

Rector Zhumagulov B.T. gave a brief outline of the history of thc University and their leaders, stressing that
all the rectors of the KazZNU were outstanding seientists, organizers of scientific schools, known educators and
mentors, thanks to their work the al-Farabi «was a real elite institution of higher education» [9].

Mutanov G.M. who is a current leader of the KazNU, academician of Sciences of thc Rcpublic of
Kazakhstan and 10 international academies, strengthened the position of the university in the international
educational space, raised his rating among the most famous and recognized in the world of universitics. «It
gives a huge incentive to work for the good of the country, gives us confidence in the future and inspires the
team to new developments» [10]. ‘ '

The leaders of the al-Farabi were especially gifted with great organizational skills, thinking outside the
box and patriotic leaders. Through their activitics the university opened opportunities for the development of
science and education, and therefore the preparation of intelligent personalities. Their work helped the team
to turn the university into a competitive college. Therefore it is necessary to writc and talk about their leaders
not only to students and university staff, but also the general public and to study thcir work, hold meetings,
to develop intellectual games and publish books about their lives and activities.
