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Maksim Dmitrievich Zverev worked in the most difficult genre of literature, which requires not only writer's ability to depict what he saw, but good nature view, the finest powers of observation, greater knowledge in the field of natural science. He is the artist-naturalist, one of the rare nature writers, a brilliant representative of scientific literature.
M. Zverev’s creativity is characterized by a combination in itself elements of documentary, fiction and non-fiction prose. The main ideas contained in the works of this type, preceded by scientific work incorporating interesting observations on wildlife. Thus M. Zverev’s research and observation the results are his works, where you can see the "rare gift" as a naturalist writer and scientist. 

There is no particular artistic techniques and methods to image animals in the literary animalistics, and therefore is used the arsenal of artistic techniques produced during the years of literature existence. The choice of methods and techniques is caused by the specifics of the genre. 
In this paper we will examine the methods and techniques which is used by Zverev to image world of nature, and especially his animalistic style as a writer naturalist. 

Initially, the animal genre is combined the art and science beginning. One of the main landmarks of the animalistic work's genre structure is a life story or the individual facts from life of the animal. The image of the animal should embody its natural essence. 
Animalistic images in the works   by M. Zverev, in spite of its proximity to the people, aren’t endowed with human characteristics and perceived as the realities of the natural world. 
Issues of animal psychology, results of long-term study of animal instincts are reflected in the storybook "The windows in nature" and "Storage Wonder" [1]. Zoopsychology (from the Greek – Living teaching) – the science of animals’ psyche, manifestations and patterns of psychological reflection at this level. In these collections the author closely monitoring animals’ mind glimmer that enhances humanistic pathos in works. In a remarkable story "Wolf Cub of Betpakdala" the writer reveals the amazing destiny of a small wolf cub out of the wilderness, tamed by people. Volchok’s mind, his habits are shown in overcoming the various difficulties in their struggle for life, for the return to the people. The book was translated into many foreign languages. In the German-language book called "The Wolf in the desert," which was awarded the German "Besiliete" as one of the best books of the year. 
The writer's style is characterized by the acuteness and depth of the research view. The ideological and aesthetic principles in the work by M. Zverev remain constant, but in the style noticeably movement toward simplicity and brevity until the limit. 
Stories and essays by M. Zverev are imbued with humor, cheerful enthusiasm and rare penetration. They represent in formulation plan travel notes, scratch pad, diaries. He writes only about what he saw, the mysterious and amazing, avoiding dryness, without needing "beautiful" in stylistics. 
M. Zverev’s creativity determines the accuracy and humanity. His commitment to authenticity noted by M. Prishvin: "Stories by M. Zverev are good, because they are easily read, with interest, and at the same time disposes the reader to the full trust that’s why are reliable in the scientific sense" [3]. 
The creative style of the writer, on the one hand, is characterized by the pursuit of accuracy, brevity, authenticity, informativeness of narration, on the other hand – the personal impressions of the author-narrator. Heroes in the works by M. Zverev keep real names, they are characterized by intelligence, courage, creative attitude, a love of nature. Sometimes the author puts them in situations that require the highest voltage, concentration and courage. 

The image of the narrator, the inquisitive scientist, traveler, who studied the mysteries of nature, often carries autobiographical features.
In the works of M. Zverev are almost no unnecessary words that obscure the meaning. Several precise, concise phrases clearly, often with humor reveal the behavior of animals, detail the scenes of nature. "Snow leopards’ life goes on the mountain tops. With the person they are less common than other predators, and being passionate about something, they do not pay attention to people. Only this can explain the behavior of killed snow leopards.  "And the one who grabbed the Mushket caught alive!" - Petrenko pondering, returning home with two dead leopards, strapped on both sides of the saddle" [4, 84]. So says Petrenko, a huntsman of hunting economy, a man of courage, brave in the story "Hunters for the snow leopards". 
The writer serves as a protector of diverse, magnificent nature. In contrast to M. Prishvin, in whose works("Kashcheev chain") is opposed  the social and natural, real often turns into a fantastic. In M. Zverev’s works all that is in unity. In M. Prishvin’s prose people aware of their ownership to the nature romantically. In M. Zverev’s prose morality of  man is revealed through the pragmatic attitude to nature. 

Landscapes are written with bright and vivid colors in M. Zverev’s works, appears in its unique naturalness. Reading about a tropic tree, you can imagine yourself on an island, you experience with the author the beauty and eternity of nature, you notice something that may not be noticed: "The wonderful panorama of mountains suddenly opened around, as if on the screen in a dark cinema, instantly appeared colorful landscape. To the southeast went distant snow peaks, and cool descended, and on their foothills into the distance stretched the endless plain, white sands of the right bank of the river Ili glittering narrow strip of water" [5, 102].
In the works "Protect and enjoy native nature" (1961), "Forest signs" (1965), "Forest forecast Bureau" (1976), "From the young naturalists to a scientist" (1963) presents a live, polyphonic nature, which is in close connection with the people. It is not the personification of some events, metaphor and it appears normal and natural, better thing is that, it helps to develop in people a love for the homeland, to improve morality. 
From small on volume stories by M. Zverev readers will learn a lot of interesting and informative from the world of mammals and birds. For example, some animals such as cats, pigs, horses, dogs, foxes, mice and others have "compass sense", i.e. can accurately find their way to the house ("Amazing little pig", "The Curious ability", "The direct way" and others). Pigeons, only from birds, which feed chicks with milk that they produced in the craw ("Bird's milk"), cats can not stand heights ("Cat on a pillar"), horses change color when sick ("Ill Circo"). M. Zverev describes in detail catching birds and animals: bears, arhars, foxes and other, reveals the hard work of the naturalist. He notes that fear suppresses their predatory instincts of mammals and birds. 
In the stories, whether the people shown in them or not, there is a invisible presence of the lyrical hero who opens for himself and for the reader an amazing, unique and diverse world of nature. In the story "By unknown traces" is not shown a person, but despite this, the lyrical hero explores the traces of animals and tells about it in detail to the reader: "But fresh traces on the snow were a lot. To the hares’, weasels’ and other animals’ night life did not prevent the frost. Deep trace of deer came up to sleigh road and turned onto it. Here added the following three more deer, they walked a long way down the road, probably collecting shreds of hay, torn off branches from carts. And then traces of the deer merged and went into the bushes: animals walked in sequence, stepping accurately trace in a trace" [6, 27]. 
Permanent heroes in works by M. Zverev are hunters, pathfinders, scientists, buoy-keepers, children-young naturalists – honest, hardworking people, who deeply love their work. In "Forest mysteries" a hunter was watching how and why squirrel hides bumps, recognized by the traces story of a trot, but did not find an explanation why the larva of the beetle is on the ground:

"Hunter paused, thought and then pulled out a little book and wrote there another unsolved mystery of the forest. Again a long silence of the forest was broken only by a slight creaking ski belts, and kilometer after kilometer remained behind. Deep fresh traces of trot emerged from the forest swamp and headed to along the its yesterday barely visible ski track. A large trot recently held here. These animals often walk on the trails of hunters” [7, 152].  
Animals, as a real part of the natural world, capable of quite reasonable and common behavior. The writer asserts the idea of rationality, logic, intrinsic value of the natural world.

Thus, we conclude that the author does not attribute to the objects of image, ie, animals, the ability to think and make conscious actions. However, describing the behavior of the animals in his stories the writer tries at some form to look into its "inner world".
Critics several times noted Maksim Zverev’s innovation in the study of nature themes. M.Zverev is a writer and a great scientist who has managed to combine in his works, opening a new stage in the theme of nature, literature and science.
