INTRODUCTION

English Literature is one of richest literatures of the world. Being the
literature of a great nation which, though inhabiting a small island off the west
coast of Europe, has made its mark in the world on account of her spirit of
adventure, perseverance and tenacity, it reflects these characteristics of a great
people.

It has vitality, rich variety and continuity. As literature is the reflection of
society, the various changes which have come about in English society, from the
earliest to the modern time, have left their stamp on English literature. Thus in
order to appreciate properly the various phases of English literature, knowledge of
English Social and Political History is essential. For example, we cannot form a
just estimate of Chaucer without taking into account the characteristics of the
period in which he was living, or of Shakespeare without taking proper notice of
the great events which were taking place during the reign of Elizabeth. The same is
the case with other great figures and important movements in English literature.

When we study the history of English literature from the earliest to modern
times, we find that it has passed through certain definite phases, each having
marked characteristics. These phases may be termed as ‘Ages’ or ‘Periods’, which
are named after the central literary figures or the important rulers of England. Thus
we have the ‘Ages’ of Chaucer, Shakespeare, Milton, Dryden, Pope, Johnson.
Wordsworth, Tennyson, Hardy; and, on the other hand, the Elizabethan Age, the
Jacobean Period, the Age of Queen Anne, the Victorian Age, the Georgian Period.
Some of these phases are named after certain literary movements, as the Classical
Age, the Romantic Age; while others after certain important historial eras, as the
Medieval Period, Anglo-Saxon Period, Anglo-Norman Period. These literary
phases are also named by some literary historians after the centuries, as the
Seventeenth Century Literature, Eighteenth Century Literature, Nineteenth-
Century Literature and Twentieth Century Literature. These ‘Ages’ and ‘Periods’
naturally overlap each other, and they are not to be followed strictly, but it is
essential to keep them in mind in order to follow the growth of English literature,
and its salient and distinctive characteristics during the various periods of its
development.

The focus of this course is literature in the English language from anywhere,
not just the literature of England, so that it includes writers from Scotland, the
whole of Ireland, Wales, as well as literature in English from former British
colonies, including the US. But until the early 19th century, it just deals with
literature from Britain and Ireland written in English; then America starts to
produce major writers. In the 20th century America and Ireland produced many of

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the most significant works of literature in English, and after World War II writers
from the former British Empire also began to produce major works of literature.

This course offers the full sweep of English literature from the Anglo-Saxon
period to the present day. It allows students to sample works from different periods
while also showing how these works are connected together, over and across time,
by continuing narrative, generic and thematic concerns. Teaching will be by
lectures and seminars; the seminars will focus on the set literary works. Students
are encouraged to read widely and suggestions for intellectual, cultural and critical
sources can be found in this discipline.

The course will introduce students to a wide variety of reading matter —
epics, mock-epics, long poems, novels, but one of its main aims will also be to
encourage students, through intense weekly seminars, to further develop their
reading skills, and to broaden their critical vocabulary. The richness and variety of
English literature is unparalleled — it is a wonderful subject to study. But it is also a
challenging one, and this course is designed to give students a taste of that
challenge

This course aims to serve as an overview of some of the most influential and
important literature in USA and England's history as well as information about the
culture, values, tastes and attitudes of each time period.

EINFUHRUNG

Der Begriff deutschsprachige beziehungsweise deutsche Literatur
bezeichnet die literarischen Werken in deutscher Sprache aus dem deutschen
Sprachraum der Vergangenheit und Gegenwart. Zur deutschsprachigen Literatur
werden auch nicht-dichterische Werke mit besonderem schriftstellerischem
Anspruch gezihlt, also Werke anderer Disziplinen wie der Geschichtsschreibung,
der Literaturgeschichte, der Sozialwissenschaften oder der Philosophie. Auch das
Genre kann variieren, so werden auch Tagebiicher oder Briefwechsel als Literatur
angesehen.

Die Einteilung der Literaturgeschichte in Epochen erleichtert die

Epochenbildungen geht es bei den Epochen der deutschen Literatur darum,
Grundstromungen im literarischen Schaffen zu erkennen, zu beschreiben und zu
benennen. Bei allen Gemeinsamkeiten innerhalb einer Epoche gibt es immer
wieder individuelle Abweichungen davon. Es gibt inhaltliche und zeitliche
Uberschneidungen zwischen verschiedenen Epochen und auch wenn es teilweise
prignante Epochen grenzen gibt, so sind andere Uberginge eher flieBend.

When he was a young man he joined the Army and was imprisoned. He married in
prison and had a blind daughter. He spent 12 years in prison and in it he began to
write.

He created the new genre of literature which is called adventure novel. His
characteristic feature was not to put his name on the title page. The language he
used was vivid and colloquial. He didn’t write for the selected few but for broad
masses of people.

His favourite method of writing was satire. In his works he criticized the bourgeois
society. His literary activity began in 1697 when he wrote an essay, called “The
Battle of Books™.

He became a writer when he was 50 years old. His novels were written in the form
of letters (epistolary genre).
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He was the first writer in the world literature who gave the formation of the
character in development.

He was a prose writer and a poet, by diploma he was a doctor. He lived in Ireland.
The main problem of his works is the ruin of rural England.

He 1s the writer with whom the sentimental novel reached the peak. He is the last
prominent English novelist of the 18" century. His best novel consists of nine
books and it’s not completed. The novel is very interesting from the point of view
of its structure.

In the glorification of poverty and undeveloped mind this writer ran to extreme, he
glorified madness. Byron called him “the idiot mother of the idiot boy”.

He was the most reactionary of all of the so-called Lake School Poets. His works
were distinguished by religious mysticism. He was a drug addict. He took opium.

During the French bourgeois revolution he was the leader of the writers and
thinkers of Europe. In 1816 the English society banished him from England. He
died in Greece and in a century his body was transferred to Westminster Abbey.

He was the creator of historical poem and historical novel. He was a Scotchman by
origin. He loved his native land and was deeply interested in its national past.

He was the greatest critical realist of his time. He was born in a poor family of 6
children. He never managed to graduate from any University. He was a person who
believed in reforms. He was the first to discover the conditions of poor people.

His work is distinguished by profound realism. He focused his attention on the
ruling class — aristocracy and bourgeoisie. His masterpiece portrays British society
during the Napoleonic War.
