Ethiopia Permits Mobile Banking and Money Services

1. Ethiopia is one of the last countries in Africa to permit mobile banking.
Mobile banking has proved to be profitable in the developing world, where many
people still do not use banks. Earlier this year, the World Bank reported that seventy-
five percent of the world's poor are "unbanked." That is about two point five billion
people. Banking through mobile telephones lets people take part in financial services
even if they are not near a bank office.

2. In Africa, only Ethiopia and Zimbabwe do not provide mobile money
services. Now, that will change for Ethiopia. BelCash and M-Birr are mobile banking
technology providers. They have been setting up mobile banking and mobile money
services in Ethiopia for the past three years. Dutch company BelCash is working in
partnership with banks to provide easier access to financing through bank accounts.
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Ireland-based M-Birr i1s a mobile money service that works with micro finance
groups where no registration at a bank is needed.

3. Ethiopia's mobile industry is young. And wireless service coverage in the
country is not well developed. The pressure on the wireless network is expected to
increase. In the past four years, the number of mobile users grew from three to
seventeen million. And Ethiopia's telecommunications provider, Ethio Telecom,
expects that number to grow to forty million in the next three years. The government
closely controls Ethiopia's telecommunications market. That means there is only one
provider. Competition is not permitted.

4. M-Birr General Manager Thierry Artaud says Ethiopia's neighbors have
several mobile providers. "If you look at your neighbors, Kenya, Tanzania Uganda,
they all have multiple mobile operators and they all have mobile money services and
even multiple mobile money services." He says, if Ethiopia had no restrictions, his
company would have to compete with larger companies.

5. Ethiopia has looked at other developing countries with mobile banking.
National Bank of Ethiopia officials visited Kenya, Pakistan and Brazil. Frezer
Ayalew is with the National Bank of Ethiopia. He says mobile banking services will
help the country. "For the economy it has great contribution in terms of mobilizing
domestic savings with these services." The National Bank of Ethiopia recently
finished a draft order on how mobile banking services should be structured. This
comes as more companies have shown interest in starting mobile banking services.

Professor Muhammad Yunus on Social Business

1. We will be talking about issues that you would like to raise and I am
very happy that some of you, almost all of you, have put some questions or issues
that you want to have discussion. So I will keep this in front of me and go over it
rather than make a presentation on social business which I touched on in general what
this is all about.

2. Social business is a new kind of business, new in the sense that we have
defined it in a very specific way so that we have a very well defined territory within
which the social business will fit. If you go beyond that, by definition it will not come
under this definition.

3. People may have used the word social business or social enterprise or
social entrepreneurship, many other words. We have no quarrel with them. But so far
as our discussion today, for our purpose is concerned, social business will be within
the limits we defined them to be.

4. This is kind of an academic privilege that we can define something and
as long as we stick to it this is ok. No matter who says what, we don’t accept that. We
limit ourselves within these particular boundary conditions that we put.

5. Our boundary conditions are unlike the traditional concept of business
where profit maximization is the goal or the mission of business. We are putting
another kind of goal in this business. The goal is to solve a social problem. That is the
goal of the business. And no intention is in this business to make personal benefits
out of it. So the personal benefit is out, social impact is in.

6. The company can make profit. Making profit by the company is not
excluded. Simply the owners or investors will not share the profit. They will not take
it as divided because the very intention of this company is to achieve the goal which
has been set. And the goal is to solve a social or environmental or ethical problem
which we have defined.
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7. So according to that definition this would be the goal. And no intention
is to take any profit out of the company. The company has to be sustainable. Meaning
that 1s must cover its cost. If it doesn’t make profit, at least it should cover its cost. It
shouldn’t be in loss. So it’s a none loss, none dividend company. It doesn’t give
dividend for a social objective.

8.  This is the basic definition and there within that we also include that
investors can take back the investment amount. Whatever amount of money they
have invested they can take it back over a period of time. That period is undefined. It
could be a very short period one year, two years, five years, doesn’t matter.

9. Or it could be a very long period maybe fifty or a hundred years. That’s
when I will take this back. So it is undefined. Ultimately he or she has the right to
take back this money. That right is preserved so this is the basic definition.

10. And within that we will discuss the issues that you have raised. I will go
along with these issues. Some I may not elaborate because these are tiny questions. I
will elaborate when there comes a general question that I have to talk about.

World Economic Forum Rates Global Risks for 2013

1. The World Economic Forum says the most likely risk facing the world
over the next 10 years is the severe disparity in income between rich and poor. The
estimate was made in a new report called the World Economic Forum's Global Risks
2013. Many of the issues discussed in the report are familiar. Food availability and
the spread of extremism and terrorism are noted every year. But new risks, especially
technological and financial ones, are becoming more important than ever.

2. The World Economic Forum is based in Geneva, Switzerland. The non-
profit group says its risk report is based on surveys of more than 1,000 experts from
around the world. They include industry leaders and specialists in government,
academics and civil society. The experts considered the likelihood that risks could
become serious problems in the future. They also studied the impact, or influence,
that these risks would have if they became reality.

3. The experts judged the likelihood that a risk would become a problem
over the next 10 years. Sharp income differences between rich and poor were the risk
considered most likely. This is the second time in two years that the disparity in
wealth was identified as the most likely problem. It was followed by what the report
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calls "chronic fiscal imbalances," or the failure of governments to deal with heavy
debt over time.

4. The risk said to have the biggest possible impact was a major failure in
the world financial system, like the collapse of a top institution or currency. But
experts rated a water supply crisis as second on the list of high-impact risks. The
report's organizers say this issue has generally received little attention.

5. How the experts change their opinions is also something to note. This
year, the mismanagement of the aging population moved from the 18th to the fifth
most likely threat. The failure to deal with the costs and social issues involved with
an aging population is now considered a risk with greater possible impact.

6. The experts also were asked about extreme possibilities. The report calls
these "X Factors." They include the likelihood of climate change going out of control,
and even the results of discovering alien life forms. The World Economic Forum is
an international group whose members represent industry, charitable organizations
and other partners. Its stated goal is to improve the state of the world. (voa.com)

EU Agrees to 81.3 Trillion Budget

1. European Union countries have struggled to find common ground as
they worked out a budget agreement in Belgium this month. European leaders finally
had success last week. They agreed on the European Union's multiannual financial
framework, or MMF, for the period from 2014 to 2020. The MMF sets the EU's total
spending at $1.3 trillion. That represents one percent of the total income of EU
members.

2. Members agreed to reduce total spending by over three percent for the
period. This is the first time spending cuts have been made. European Council
President Herman Van Rompuy spoke after the agreement was announced. He said
the compromise budget may not be perfect. But he said it should help all EU
members. "Our support to the most vulnerable people remains intact, so does our
external action funding even despite the crisis. This budget will allow Europe to keep
engaging on vital global issues such as climate change, nuclear safety and
development aid."

3. German Chancellor Angela Merkel praised the long-term spending plan.
She said the agreement makes policy more predictable and enables members to act in
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the interest of Europe. Some EU leaders have been calling for greater spending
controls in their home countries. They wanted the EU to show that it is willing to cut
costs. British Prime Minister David Cameron welcomed the agreement. Before the
two-day meeting, he had threatened to veto the budget if there were no steps toward
cutting spending.

4.  "So I think the British public can be proud that we have cut the seven-
year credit card limit for the European Union for the first time ever. And as a result
the EU's seven-year budget will cost less than one percent of Europe's gross national
income. That is also for the first time ever." The European parliament still must
approve the measure. But some parliament members say it fails to deal with problems
like the sharp wealth differences between rich and poor. Guy Verhofstadt from
Belgium is a member of the European parliament. He does not think the measure will
pass.

5. "I don't think that we shall have a majority in the parliament to approve
this proposal...we are creating a big deficit of more than 50 billion euros and that is
not acceptable." If approved, the measure will affect 28 European Union countries.
The EU says Croatia is expected to join the group in July. (voa.com)

1. China's economy should expand by 8.5 percent in 2013 and more in
2014, with inflation and export demand the biggest near term risks to growth that
should average 8 percent in this decade at current rates of investment and reform, the
OECD said on Friday.

2. The Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD)
offered one of the most upbeat assessments of China's prospects of any of the major
multilateral institutions in its new Economic Survey of China, which was unveiled in
Beijing.

3. The 161-page survey, the first such report from the Paris-based OECD
since 2010, was particularly optimistic about the outlook for investment spending in
the world's No.2 economy. It pointed to substantial deficits in rail and road capacity
relative to other major economies at similar stages of development, as well as to sub-
standard housing as offering scope for more profitable spending on infrastructure.

4. "The level of investment in the private sector is well-founded by the
rates of return, and in infrastructure, we still think there are tremendous needs,"
Richard Herd, the head of the OECD's China desk, told a media conference. "We're
positive on investment in the sense that we see rates of return remaining quite high,"
he added.

5. Many private sector economists believe China's GDP growth by the end
of this decade will be nearer 5 percent than the 10 percent average annual rate it has
hit for the last 30 years. China's official growth target for 2013 is 7.5 percent and 7
percent on average in the five-year plan that runs to 2015.

6. Growth slowed to a 13-year low of 7.8 percent in 2012, with weak
demand in the European Union and the United States — the two biggest export
customers — the main drag on growth. "Recent OECD simulations suggest that China
could maintain high, though gradually easing, growth during the current decade,
averaging 8 percent in per capita terms," the report said, adding that the country was
on course to become the world's largest economy by 2016, adjusted for price
differences.

7. The OECD said soggy export demand was the biggest potential external
risk to its 2013 growth forecast and a pick-up in inflation was the biggest domestic
risk factor to maintaining a policy mix that has underpinned an economic recovery in
China that took hold in the fourth quarter of 2012.
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8. Herd said official economic data so far in the first quarter of 2013
supported the OECD's above-consensus growth call, with domestic consumption —
key to Beijing's economic rebalancing strategy to wean the economy off of exports
and investment — faring well with wages ticking higher and inflation subdued.

9. He played down the concerns about heavily-indebted local governments,
saying that in the overall context of a central government with big cash reserves,
large fiscal flexibility and the potential for Beijing to take direct ownership of
troubled local government assets, China's financial system was strong enough to
easily absorb potential trouble.

10. The report, which focused on the growth prospects and risks offered by
China's renewed urbanization drive as well as relations between local and central
governments and pollution, said that further economic reform was crucial to ensure
growth was sustained longer term. "To sustain vigorous and socially inclusive growth
over the longer run, renewed reform momentum is required," it said, pointing to
financial market liberalization and increased competition in the services sector as key
areas of focus. (yahoo.com)

8. A McDonald's restaurant is operated by a franchisee, an affiliate, or the
corporation itself.

9.  McDonald's revenues grew 27 percent over the three years ending in
2007 to $22.8 billion, and 9 percent growth in operating income to $3.9 billion.
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10. McDonald's restaurants are found in 119 countries and territories around
the world and serve 68 million customers each day.

11. McDonald's operates over 34,000 restaurants worldwide, employing
more than 1.7 million people.

12. Focusing on its core brand, McDonald's began divesting itself of other
chains it had acquired during the 1990s.

13. The company owned a majority stake in Chipotle Mexican Grill until
October 2006.

14. Notably, McDonald's has increased shareholder dividends for 25
consecutive years.

15. In 2006, McDonald's introduced its "Forever Young" brand by
redesigning all of its restaurants, the first major redesign since the 1970s.

US Postal Service Wants Congress to Make Changes to Its Business Model

1. This month, the United States Postal Service reported a loss of over five
billion dollars from April to June. The Postal Service says it expects to report a loss
of fifteen billion dollars for the twelve-month period ending in September. And the
government agency has warned of even bigger losses if Congress does not let it
change the way it does business.

2. The United States Postal Service, or USPS, has a long history in
America. Benjamin Franklin was appointed the first Postmaster General, or head of
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the postal service, in seventeen seventy-five. But the Postal Service says its income
has not kept up with growing costs. Profitable first class mail is decreasing.

3. The service says most of its recent losses resulted from making payments
to its health care program for retirees. About a billion dollars of the loss was for
payments to injured workers. The news from April to June was not all bad.
Improvements in the economy fueled a nine percent increase in income from
shipping and delivery. The Postal Service says it is less costly to send letters and
packages in the mail than to use private companies.

4. The Postal Service says it has cut operating costs by a total of fourteen
billion dollars in the past five years. To improve its financial health, the agency has
proposed cutting service on Saturdays. It also wants Congress to cancel a requirement
that the postal service make advance payments to the health care program for retired
workers. USPS also wants the Treasury Department to return eleven billion dollars in
overpayments made to its pension plan for retirees.

5. On August first, USPS failed to make a required payment of five point
five billion dollars for health care benefits for future retirees. It was the first time the
postal service has ever failed to make such a payment. And, the service is warning
that it may have to delay making payments to companies to which it owes money.

6. The Postal Service says that without major changes, it will continue to
lose billions of dollars a year. The Washington Post newspaper reported that
Postmaster General Patrick Donohue told reporters "Congress needs to act
responsibly." In his words, "this is no way to run any kind of business." The Postal
Service receives money to pay for operations from the sale of stamps, products and
shipping services. It does not receive direct government assistance, but is controlled
by the federal government. (voa.com)

Anti-Corruption Group Says Abuse of Power Still 'Very High' in Many
Countries

1. A group that brings attention to the issue of corruption says levels of
bribery, abuse of power and secret dealings are still "very high" in many countries.
Transparency International this week released its yearly Corruption Perceptions
Index. The Berlin-based group rates 176 countries and territories with a number from
zero to 100. Bigger numbers are better.

2. The index measures the perceived, or apparent, level of corruption in a
country. The group uses information from a number of economic sources. They
include the African Development Bank, the World Bank and the World Economic
Forum. Corruption takes many forms. Transparency International calls it "the abuse
of entrusted power for private gain."

3. One common form of corruption is bribery: the use of money or gifts to
persuade another person to do something wrong or illegal. Corruption is not easy to
measure because it is secretive. But the World Bank estimates that about $1 trillion in
bribes are paid every year worldwide. Stealing public money is another form of
corruption.

4. Huguette Labelle is chair of Transparency International. She says the
problem of corruption affects millions of people and limits their ability to get
necessary services. "And in some countries it can be that 50 percent of the population
had to pay a bribe to gain access to essential services like water, education, health,
licenses."

5. A group of small, developed nations scored highest on the new list.
Denmark, Finland and New Zealand received a rating of 90. Among large nations,
the United States rated 73 while China rated 39. The countries with the greatest
perceived level of corruption on the list are Somalia, North Korea and Afghanistan
with scores of 8.

6. Robin Hodess directs research at Transparency International. She says
the index can show people involved in policy decisions how others see the issue of
corruption in their countries. "We need evidence about how corruption works. We
need to know where to target the reforms needed to promote transparency,
accountability and integrity."

7. The index measures perceptions held by experts, businesses and
organizations. And their opinions are important. The World Bank notes that countries
showing improvements in perception indexes had greater foreign investment and
economic growth. However, foreign aid and international trade is less likely for
countries perceived as highly corrupt. (voa.com)

1. Nike Inc's quarterly profit beat Wall Street's expectations, as margins
increased and world-wide future demand for its apparel and shoes rose, sending its
shares up 8 percent. Global orders for Nike-branded shoes and clothing scheduled for
delivery from March through July 2013, known as futures orders, rose 6 percent
compared to orders reported for the same period last year. In North America, the
company's biggest market, orders increased 11 percent.

2. The company also saw a turnaround in future demand in Greater China,
with orders rising 4 percent, after falling in the previous two quarters. "They turned
China much faster than we thought," said Brian Yarbrough. Yarbrough said this
turnaround was important as China is among Nike's highest margin markets. Lower
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shipping costs and high price tags help the company make more money on their
products in that region, he said.

3. "In China, we are seeing progress against our strategy to reset the
marketplace but we still have more to do before we can capture its long-term growth
potential," Nike Chief Executive Mark Parker said on a conference call with analysts.
Nike had been stuck with excess inventory in China and was finding it difficult to
tackle intense competition and frequent promotional sales by local brands.
Distributors and retailers were also wary of an uncertain global economy.

4. Shares of the Beaverton, Oregon-based company rose to $57.93
Thursday in extended trade. They closed at $53.60 on the New York Stock Exchange.
Paul Swinand, an analyst with Morningstar, said one of the biggest challenges for
Nike is to grow in its more mature markets. He said strong demand in North America
shows it is able to do that.

5. Nike also posted its first growth in gross margins in around two years,
with margins rising 30 basis points in the quarter. High costs of raw material and
labor pressured the company's margins over the past couple of years and Nike had
been fighting it by raising prices on merchandise. "Gross margin benefited from the
combination of pricing actions and easing material costs, which more than offset
higher labor costs," the company said.

6. For the third quarter ended February 28, the company earned $662
million, or 73 cents a share, compared with $569 million, or 61 cents a share last
year. Analysts, on average, expected earnings of 67 cents a share, according to
Thomson Reuters I/B/E/S. Revenue rose 9 percent to $6.2 billion. (yahoo.com)

The IMF Details Concerns About Zimbabwe's Debt

1. The International Monetary Fund, or IMF, says Zimbabwe's debt
remains a serious problem for the country's financial future. The IMF released a
report this week that said Zimbabwe's economy is expected to slow this year after
two years of high growth. And experts warn that Zimbabwe's economy will not
improve unless agricultural production increases.

2. The IMF report said Zimbabwe's high growth rate would slow down to
five percent this year. Poor harvests are partly to blame. But concerns about
upcoming elections to change the country's three-year-old coalition government add
to economic worries. The IMF predicts that growth will slow to about four percent in
the years immediately ahead. Zimbabwe's economy had shown strong growth of over
nine percent in two thousand ten and two thousand eleven.

3. John Robertson from Robertson Economic Information Services says the
IMF expects to see changes in Zimbabwe. JOHN ROBERTSON: "The IMF is trying
to promote us or prompt us to makes changes. They do suggest that they want to see
changes before they become more generous with their assistance. And they will not
be supporting much in the way of assistance to the country until they see change."

4. Zimbabwe's Finance Minister Tendai Biti said he believes his country is
economically secure although it carries heavy debt. TENDAI BITI: "We believe that
our macro-economic fundamentals are sound, and that there is no reason at all why a
positive decision would not be made in our favor." The IMF says Zimbabwe's debt
now stands at about ten point seven billion dollars.

5. Zimbabwe's agriculture-based economy began to weaken in early two
thousand. That year the country started a program of poorly organized and sometimes
violent land seizures. The seizures targeted white-owned commercial farms. Those
large farms were broken up and given to many small farmers.

6. After ten years of economic problems, Zimbabwe's economy has
improved since the creation of a unity government in two thousand nine. But Tendai
Biti has said the recovery will remain weak until international institutions such as the
IMF cancel Zimbabwe's debt. Economist John Robertson says the finance minister
was wrong to expect IMF to be merciful to Zimbabwe.

7. JOHN ROBERTSON: "I think the clemency issue was not in any sense a
write-off or a forgiveness of debt. The IMF does not do that." The IMF has said that
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dealing with Zimbabwe's debt requires strong financial policy and re-payment. It said
failure to do so make it more difficult to reach agreement with creditors. (voa.com)

1. “I said before coming to Brussels that if I couldn’t get adequate
safeguards for Britain in a new European treaty, then I wouldn’t agree to it. What is
on offer isn’t in Britain’s interests, so I didn’t agree to it.

2. Let me explain why this matters. Of course, we want the eurozone
countries to come together and to solve their problems. But we should only allow
that to happen inside the European Union treaties if there are proper protections for
the single market and for other key British interests.

3. Without those safeguards, it is better not to have a treaty within a treaty,
but to have those countries make their arrangements separately. That is what is now
going to happen. Britain’s interests in the European Union — keeping markets open,
free trade, selling our goods and services with rules over which we have a major say
— all those things are protected. They don’t change.

4. But this new round of integration and special powers and surrenders of
sovereignty for European countries and others that want to join the euro, they will be
carried on outside the European Union treaty.

5. So we will not be presenting this new treaty, when it’s agreed, to our
Parliament. It will not involve Britain. Of course, while there were always dangers
with agreeing a treaty within a treaty, there are also risks with others going off and
forming a separate treaty; and we should acknowledge that. So we will insist that the
EU institutions — the court, the Commission — that they work for all 27 nations of the
European Union.

6. Indeed, those institutions are established by the Treaty, and that Treaty is
still protected. Let me make a final point — the decisions taken here tonight all flow
from one thing: the fact that there is a single currency in Europe — the euro. Britain is
out of it, and will remain out of it. Other countries are in it and are having to make
radical changes, including giving up sovereignty, to try and make it work.

7.  The difference between the “ins” and the “outs” — those in the euro and
those out of the euro — has inevitably created some tensions within the European
Union. Now there are arrangements in the EU treaties to allow different countries to
do different things, but these have always been accompanied by adequate safeguards
within the treaties.

8.  When we can’t be given those safeguards in the treaty, it is better this is
done by intergovernmental arrangements, outside the treaty and outside the
institutions of the European Union. That is what will happen, and that is what is in
Britain’s national interests.

9. Those countries that sign this treaty, and the agreements they have made
tonight, for coordinating their budgets and making sure there is more surveillance of
what they do and the fiscal integration that they need, we wish them well because we
want the eurozone to sort out its problems, to achieve that stability and growth that all
of Europe — Britain included — needs.

10. We wish them well in that regard and the agreements they have made
tonight, some of those may indeed help them to do that. But the key question for
Britain was: do you allow that to happen within the European Union treaties if you
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are not happy with the safeguards you are given? I wasn’t prepared to agree that
treaty, to take it to my Parliament in that way, and that is why I rejected signing this
treaty today. The right thing for Britain. A tough decision, but the right one”.

E-Commerce Challenges Traditional Stores

1. Americans are buying more products and services than ever before
through the Internet. And experts say the popularity of online sales is likely to spread
to other countries. Online sales now represent as much as one-tenth of all retail sales
in the United States. This has led traditional stores to seek new ways to keep their
customers loyal.

2. Lynne Shaner used the Internet to buy everything she needed for her
wedding and holiday gifts for her husband and step-daughter. Other than food, 90
percent of her purchases were made on her home computer. "I find that, by being able
to go online and choose the things that I need to choose, and have them delivered to
me right at my doorstep, I eliminate all the driving, all the crowds, all the noise of
that, and I usually get a better selection."

3. There are a lot of people like her. Experts say American online shopping
hit records in both November and December. Fifty-seven percent of Americans have
bought something electronically. Store owners worry that this growing amount of
online sales will hurt their business. Cornell University marketing professor Ed
McLaughlin says they should be worried. He spoke to VOA by Skype.

4.  "Anything that can move online, will. And it's just a matter of time."
Professor McLaughlin says traditional stores can keep their customers by selling
goods like clothing, which buyers may want to see and try on before purchasing. He
says the stores could also offer things that are difficult to ship. He also says some
stores can please customers by offering to set up or repair electronic products.

5. Bill Martin is the founder of ShopperTrak. His business helps stores
learn
about their customers. He told VOA by Skype that traditional stores offer a
social experience that some people enjoy. "There is still a lot of emotion in the
buying decision, you know, that takes place. Oftentimes, you know, you need that
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last sense of 'Boy, this is exactly what [ want' that feeling before you're ready to
part with money, and you can't always get that on-line. It's a rather cold process."

6. Bill Martin says traditional stores can provide goods to buyers more-
quickly than online stores. And some retailers are using websites to persuade people
to visit their stores. While e-commerce worries some business owners, the only worry
for delivery services like FedEx and UPS is keeping up with the number of packages.
UPS Manager Dana Kline says her company is very busy at this time of year. UPS is
so busy that it has filled 55,000 temporary worker positions during the holiday
season. (voa.com)

British Banks Pays 38340 Million Fine for Iran Dealings

1. The British bank Standard Chartered agreed this week to pay three
hundred forty million dollars to a United States financial regulator. The agreement is
designed to settle charges that the bank illegally hid financial business with Iranian
interests. The wording of the agreement notes that the financial business in question
amounted to at least two hundred fifty billion dollars. Standard Chartered said it
"strongly rejects" the charges. The bank said it will fight efforts to withdraw its
license to do business in New York, an important financial center.

2. Standard Chartered is Britain's fifth largest bank. New York state's top
bank regulator accused the bank of being a "rogue institution" from two thousand one
to twenty ten. The regulator said the bank made hundreds of millions of dollars in
fees from about sixty thousand financial exchanges with Iranian financial institutions.
The reported exchanges were made through the bank's New York offices.

3. One official said the dealings exposed the United States banking system
to terrorists, illegal drug traffickers and rogue states. The United States Federal
Bureau of Investigation is carrying out a criminal investigation. Other United States
regulators also have opened their own investigations and are not part of the
settlement.

4. United States law has tightly controlled financial dealings with Iran since
nineteen seventy-nine. That year, fifty-two Americans were taken hostage in Tehran
for four hundred forty-four days. But western concerns about Iran's possible nuclear
program are central to the case. Bank expert Bert Ely told VOA that the investigation
is part of an effort by several Western countries to limit Iran's nuclear program. They
accuse Iran of trying to develop a nuclear weapon.

5. BERT ELY: "Enforcement of the bank secrecy act and the money-
laundering laws are just an on-going effort by the financial regulators to again choke
off cash flows to Iran as much as possible and make it as difficult as possible for Iran
to sell its oil internationally, but also to buy equipment and parts needed for its
nuclear enrichment activities."

6. Standard Chartered is not the only British bank that has faced fines
recently. Barclays agreed to pay fines of about four hundred fifty million dollars to
American and British officials in July. Barclays is one of eighteen banks that set an
important measure of borrowing costs for banks, the London Interbank Offering Rate,
or LIBOR. Officials said Barclays lied to them about its interest costs. This made the
bank appear stronger than it was. But LIBOR is used to set many interest rates paid
by millions of people around the world. (voa.com)

1. Nokia, the Finnish mobile-phone maker seeking a comeback, reported its
smallest quarterly revenue in 13 years as handset demand waned, missing analysts’
estimates and sending its stock down 8.3 percent. First-quarter sales fell 20 percent to
5.85 billion euros ($7.6 billion), Espoo, Finland-based Nokia said today. Analysts
projected 6.52 billion euros, the average of estimates compiled by Bloomberg.
Mobile-phone volumes slumped 25 percent.

2. Competition from Asian manufacturers building phones that run Google
Inc.’s Android software is hurting demand for Nokia’s basic handsets. The sales miss
leaves Chief Executive Officer Stephen Elop’s recovery effort in doubt, as nascent
demand for Nokia’s Lumia smartphones isn’t enough to offset plummeting demand
for the company’s cheaper models. “The lower-end mobile-phone business is not
doing well,” Mikko Ervasti, an analyst at Evli Bank Oyj in Helsinki, said in a phone
interview. “They need to start pushing their Microsoft- based Lumias into cheaper
prices to gain traction in emerging markets.”

3.  Nokia fell to 2.42 euros at the close in Helsinki. The stock tumbled 22
percent last year, its fifth straight annual drop, and has lost 17 percent this year. The
revenue was the smallest since the third quarter of 1999, when Nokia was still a more
diverse company with business lines including computer monitors. Its focus on
mobile phones pushed quarterly revenue to a record 15.7 billion euros in 2007, after
which competition from Apple Inc. (AAPL) led to sliding sales.

4. Sales of the flagship Lumias running Microsoft Corp. (MSFT)’s
Windows software rose to 5.6 million units from 4.4 million in the fourth quarter as
Nokia added versions. Apple and Samsung Electronics Co.’s quarterly smartphone
sales exceed 100 million units combined. Nokia sold a total of 61.9 million mobile
devices during the three months. Analysts on average predicted 73 million units,
including 5.7 million Lumias.
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5.  “The decline in our mobile phones business was primarily due to some
competitive industry dynamics,” Elop said on a call with reporters. Nokia is
preparing ‘“‘aggressive moves” to respond, he said. The company plans more
competitive pricing, while new products such as the Asha 310 with smartphone-like
functions and the ultra-affordable Nokia 105 should help sales, Elop said.

6. Nokia is also preparing to introduce new smartphones, Elop said, a
category in which the company is seeking to break the dominance of Apple’s iPhone
and Samsung’s Galaxy devices. A major U.S. wireless carrier is expected to
introduce a Nokia device “in the month immediately ahead,” Elop said. Once the
world’s largest smartphone maker, Nokia had more than 50 percent of the market
before Apple’s iPhone and Google’s Android were introduced about six years ago.
Nokia has lost about 90 percent of its market value since then and fallen outside the
top-five smartphone makers.

7. In the last three months of 2012, Cupertino, California- based Apple sold
47.8 million 1Phones and South Korea’s Samsung, the biggest maker of Android
devices, sold 62 million smartphones. Elop, who joined from Microsoft, started
betting on his former employer’s operating system after Nokia’s homegrown
Symbian software fell out of favor among consumers. Revenue at Nokia’s handset
business slumped 32 percent to 2.89 billion euros. Operating profit at the unit,
excluding some items, was 0.1 percent of sales. The company had predicted a margin
of between negative 6 percent and positive 2 percent.

8.  This quarter, that margin will be negative 2 percent, plus or minus 4
percentage points, Nokia predicted. Evli’s Ervasti predicts a margin of 0.7 percent.
To reduce costs, Elop has cut more than 20,000 jobs and closed production and
research sites since taking over in 2010. For the last three months of 2012, the
company posted its first profit in seven quarters. The first-quarter net loss narrowed
to 272 million euros, or 7 cents a share, from 928 million euros, 25 cents, a year
earlier.

9. Nokia Siemens Networks, the company’s equipment joint venture
with Siemens AG (SIE), posted a first-quarter operating profit of 196 million euros,
excluding some items, as sales fell 5 percent to 2.8 billion euros. Nokia’s net cash
increased to 4.5 billion euros from 4.4 billion euros at the end of December. Nokia’s
debt is atjunk status with the three main rating companies. In January, Nokia
scrapped its dividend for the first time in at least 143 years to bolster its liquidity
position.

Google’s view on the future of business: An interview with CEQO Eric Schmidt

1. The Quarterly: The Internet has radically changed the world. What are
the kinds of developments you see ahead?

2.  Eric Schmidt: When people have infinitely powerful personal devices,
connected to infinitely fast networks and servers with lots and lots of content, what
will they do? There will be a new kind of application and it will be personal. It will
run on the equivalent of your mobile phone. It will know where you are via GPS, and
you will use it as your personal and social assistant. It will know who your friends are
and when they show up near you. It will remind you of their birthdays. It will
entertain you. It will warn you of impending threats and it will keep you up to date. It
will use all of that computing power that’s in the cloud, as we call it. So, for example,
when you go to the store this device helps you decide what to buy at the best price
with the best delivery. When you go to school it will help you learn, since this device
knows far more than you ever will. So this vision of nearly infinite computing power,
network power, and these powerful devices is the basis of the next generation of
computing.

3. The Quarterly: Armed with all this technology, what happens to how
people live and work in the world?

4. Eric Schmidt: There's such an explosion of content, and yet there’s so

little understanding of it. So, I think the gap between what computers do — which is
very high volume analytical and replication work, and the things that humans can do,
which are essentially insightful — is a large gap. In our lifetimes, we will not see that

gap close very much. Corporations will change the way they sell products to people
who are increasingly computer assisted. But ultimately, we still run the world. The
harsh message is that everything will happen much faster. Every product cycle, every
information cycle, every bubble, will happen faster, because of network effects,
where everybody is connected and talking to each other. So there's every reason to
believe that those who are really stressed out by the rate of change now will be even
more stressed out. However, there's a new generation who are growing up with this as
the normal pace of their lives. They will develop the social norms. As leaders they'll
figure out how they want to organize their world, when you and I are sitting around
watching them from our retirement.
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5. The Quarterly: Will the Internet bring down barriers, making markets
more democratic?
6. Eric Schmidt: I would like to tell you that the Internet has created such

a level playing field that the long tail" is absolutely the place to be — that there's so

much differentiation, there’s so much diversity, so many new voices. Unfortunately,
that’s not the case. What really happens is something called a power law, with the
property that a small number of things are very highly concentrated and most other
things have relatively little volume. Virtually all of the new network markets follow
this law. So, while the tail is very interesting, the vast majority of revenue remains in
the head. And this is a lesson that businesses have to learn. While you can have a
long tail strategy, you better have a head, because that's where all the revenue is. And,
in fact, it's probable that the Internet will lead to larger blockbusters and more
concentration of brands. Which, again, doesn’t make sense to most people, because
it’s a larger distribution medium. But when you get everybody together they still like
to have one superstar. It's no longer a US superstar, it's a global superstar. So that
means global brands, global businesses, global sports figures, global celebrities,
global scandals, global politicians. So, we love the long tail, but we make most of our
revenue in the head, because of the math of the power law. And you need both, by the
way. You need the head and the tail to make the model work.

7. The Quarterly: So how do companies make money in these markets?

8. Eric Schmidt: Free is a better price than cheap. And this simple
principle has been lost on many a business person. There are business models that
involve free with adjacent revenue sources. And, in fact, free is a viable model with
branding [advantages], [charges for] service, and other things. But it’s a different
business model from what most of us are used to. A rule of economics is that for
manufacturing and mature businesses, eventually the price of the good goes to the
marginal cost of its production and distribution. Well, in the digital world, for digital
goods, the marginal cost of distribution and manufacture is effectively zero or near
zero. So, certainly, for that category of goods, it's reasonable to expect that the free
model with ancillary branding and revenue opportunities is probably a very good
thing.

9. The Quarterly: What’s an example of how an industry might adapt to
these changes?

10. Eric Schmidt: Obviously, for things which have some physical cost of
production, you'll be losing money in a million units at a time unless you come up
with some offsetting revenue. Telephony is a classic example. Most of the costs for
telephony physical infrastructure are sunk costs. The cost of operating is not that
great—mostly billing and so forth. So you could imagine a situation where telephony
went from being billed by the minute to being billed by the purchase of the phone.
You buy the phone, and covered in the cost of the phone is a part of that
infrastructure. And then you could use the phone forever. People have to accept that,
at least in the digital world, the cost of transmission and distribution, is not going to
go up. It's on its way down. The people who build physical devices that connect to
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[transmission and distribution] will eventually morph their models into more of the
prepay model, because it will be more consumer efficient.

11. The Quarterly: What kinds of management changes are needed to cope
with all this?

12. Eric Schmidt: The old saying is no one knows you're a dog on the
Internet, that you can't tell the size of the organization, and so suddenly the Internet

levels playing fields in many ways — distribution, branding, money, and access. But it

has a lot of other implications for the way corporations operate. They can't be as
controlling. They have to let information out. They have to listen to customers,
because customers are talking to them. And if they don't, their competitor will. So
there's a long list of reasons why a more transparent company is a better organization.
There are many business models predicated on control. My favorite example is movie
distribution windows. As a consumer, I want to watch the movie whenever 1 want,
and on whatever medium I want. But the whole economic structure of the movie
business, up until recently, was organized around distribution in a certain format, at a
certain price, and then wait a while. But in the new world people won’t wait. A good
example was the delay of the Harry Potter movie. The fans were fanatical, writing
letters and calling private cell phones to overturn the delay. The industry has a fan
base that they need to spend time thinking about. There's a lot of evidence that groups
make better decisions than individuals. Especially when the groups are selected to be
among the smartest and most interesting people. The wisdom of crowds argument is
that you can operate a company by consensus, which is, indeed, how Google
operates.

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Burma Places Hopes for Development in Foreign Investment

1. Burma is in a good position to make big gains in Asia's fast-growing
markets. But development must include all of society and be sustainable for Burma to
reach its goals. That is what the Asian Development Bank said in a recent report.
Cyn-Young Park is an economist with the bank. She says Burma's economic position
is strengthened by its natural resources, such as oil, gas and minerals. It also has two
large, growing neighbors: India and China. And the nation is young: one in four of its
citizens are under the age of thirty.

2. But Burma has a long way to go. After fifty years of military rule, it is
one of Asia's poorest countries. Basic infrastructure, like roads, bridges and railways,
are not developed. And only thirty percent of rural people have electricity. Burma is
trying to increase foreign investment. Its civilian government is struggling to agree on
a new foreign investment law. Recent versions of the law restrict foreign ownership
in some industries and ban it completely in others.

3. Sean Turnell is an economist with Australia's Macquarie University. He
said the foreign investment law is now facing local disapproval, or push back. SEAN
TURNELL: "There's been a bit of a push back against some of the concessions
granted to foreign investors. In particular, there seems to be a walling off of some of
the sectors from foreign investors." For years, Burma's military closely controlled the
economy. Relatives and friends of military members received rich contracts.

4. Now, the civilian government wants to expand services and
manufacturing. It is considering giving foreign companies low tax rates so they will
invest. But experts say this could be a mistake. Sean Turnell says investors are
concerned about infrastructure problems, not taxes. Economists also say tax breaks
for local businesses may not be the answer either. They say the lack of access to
credit for farmers and businesses in Burma is a bigger problem.

5. Reform in Burma is still in the early stages. The country recently
announced new rules ending direct government censorship of news media. Reporters
now must send censors their work after it is published, instead of before. Some
reporters say they will wait to see if this means more freedom. Cyn-Young Park says
investors too are waiting to see if reform will succeed. CYN-YOUNG PARK: "It is
really going to take a while before the investors do believe that this reform is sincere
and the government is not going to retract." The foreign investment legislation could
be signed into law as early as this month. (voa.com)

1. Payrolls decreased in 26 U.S. states in March, showing the recent labor-
market slowdown is being felt across the country.

2. Ohio led the drop in employment, losing 20,400 jobs last month,
followed by Illinois’s 17,800 decrease.

3.  In March, payrolls nationally expanded by 88,000 workers, the fewest in
nine months, after increasing by 268,000 workers in February.

4. The unemployment rate fell to 7.6 percent, a four-year low, from 7.7
percent.

5. The jobless rates in seven states, including Florida, New Jersey
and Virginia, dropped by 0.3 percentage point in March.

6. Unemployment rose to 9.7 percent in Nevada, making it the state with
the highest rate in the country.
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7. Illinois’s rate was unchanged at 9.5 percent, making it the second-
highest.

8. North Dakota remained the state with the lowest jobless rate in the
nation, holding at 3.3 percent rate.

9. Employment rose by 32,700 in Florida last month, the biggest gain of
any state and the most for the Sunshine State since October 2010.

10. U.K. March retail sales including fuel fell 0.7 percent from a month
earlier, according to an April 18 report.

11. The pound has weakened 4.2 percent this year, the second- worst
performer of 10 developed-nation currencies.

12. The dollar climbed 1.9 percent and the euro gained 1.9 percent.

13. U.K. government debt has returned 1.9 percent this year through April
18, according to indexes compiled by Bloomberg.

14. BlackBerry said that it sold about 1 million Z10 phones last quarter.

15. BlackBerry Z10 went on sale in the U.S. in late March, after becoming
available more than six weeks earlier in the U.K. and Canada.

US Congress Avoids Fiscal Cliff, Postpones Budget Decision

1. On January first, both houses of the United States Congress approved a
plan that will increase taxes for most Americans. But the agreement avoided much
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larger tax increases that were set to take effect this year. President Obama signed the
bill into law late Wednesday. In a statement, he noted the importance of a balanced
approach to the country's fiscal problems.

2. "Today's agreement enshrines, | think, a principle into law that will
remain in place as long as I am president: The deficit needs to be reduced in a way
that's balanced. Everyone pays their fair share. Everyone does their part. That's how
our economy works best. That's how we grow."

3. The combination of higher taxes and automatic budget cuts has been
called the "fiscal cliff." That cliff has been avoided. But much remains to be done.
Congress has given itself another two months to decide on how to cut the federal
budget. More tax money and budget reductions are needed to cut the federal deficit.
That deficit was over $1 trillion last year.

4. The new law increases the tax rate on individuals with earnings of over
$400,000 and on couples with earnings of over $450,000. All working Americans
will have some kind of tax increase. This is because the share of Social Security taxes
paid by employees will return to 2010 levels, an increase from last year of two
percent.

5. But the largest part of the tax increase will affect those with a lot of
investment income and those with very high wages. Taxes on investment gains and
dividends, payments from some kinds of securities, will increase. Also, the top
income tax rate will go to 39.5 percent from 35 percent. Overall, the effect of the law
is simple. It will be the first major tax increase in 20 years.

6. But the new law means only half of the deficit question has been
answered. Taxes provide revenue to finance government operations. But budget cuts
reduce costs. And lawmakers will have little time to debate. The federal government
has reached its legal debt limit. That is the borrowing limit, set by Congress, for the
government. Congress will have to raise the debt ceiling by late February. That will
be the job of the 113th Congress, which was seated on Thursday. In addition,
lawmakers will have to make difficult budget decisions by March first. On that date,
big, automatic budget cuts, or sequestration is set to take place across the federal
government. (voa.com)

Interview with businessman and lawmaker Scott Bruun

Scott Bruun is not your typical business owner or Oregon State
Representative. He is one of only a handful of citizen legislators serving in Salem
who owns and operates a business enterprise. This business experience brings a
much needed perspective to the capital and the decisions affecting not only the
residents of West Linn, South Lake Oswego, and Tualatin, but every business and
employee in the state.

1.  Q: What do you feel is the greatest challenge facing your company and
other businesses in Oregon?

2. The regulatory structure in Oregon hamstrings businesses and our tax
policy is one of the worst in the country. This creates a drag on our economy because
it slows the growth of businesses and makes them less competitive. Business owners
are trained professionals in their industries, yet they are required to become masters
in jumping bureaucratic hurdles and navigating tax loopholes to succeed. These
roadblocks to business growth are the greatest challenge facing Oregon’s business
community today.

3. Q: In respect to this challenge, what role can/should the state
government play?

4.  We should stop passing laws for the sake of passing laws.
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5. Q: Regarding regulation, we should ask the questions, “What can we do
to help Oregon businesses succeed and what business owners believe would
streamline and simplify their dealings with the state?”

6. Take contractors as an example. Instead of going to the city for this, the
county for that, the contractor’s board for something else, we could be asking them
how the process could be modernized and improved, then write laws reflecting that
input. Regarding tax policy, eliminating capital gains is the first step, followed by
replacing half of our income tax with a consumption tax. This would mirror Idaho’s
tax system and would generate an additional 900 million dollars per biennium. By
creating a friendlier tax environment, Oregon becomes a more attractive location for
businesses considering relocating here. Speaking of attracting businesses to Oregon,
we could do a lot more than we’re doing. Gov. Schwarzenegger, if you’ll remember,
conducted a very successful campaign to bring businesses back to California, by
simply saying, “California wants your business!” By reducing regulation and
lowering taxes, Oregon and Oregon’s business will be more competitive on a national
and international scale and will make Oregon easier to sell.

7. Q: What would you say to Oregon’s business community about how
involved they need to be in this issue and the many issues that affect them?

8. Small business owners need to make their voices heard. They need to
unify to increase their influence. While I am always willing to take a call or answer
an email from an individual business owner or citizen, a group will always make a
bigger impact, simply because they’re louder than the individual. Take the
independent coffee houses for example. There are hundreds of small business owners
selling coffee to drivers in parking lots all over our state, competing with the giant
coffee brands. Competing for the attention of the legislature as a single, independent
business owner is a tremendous challenge. On the other hand, if 150 independents
coordinated their concerns in a unified message, it would really get attention. As a
business owner myself, I would recommend NFIB as a great option as they work
tirelessly on behalf of the 1000’s of small businesses in Oregon and around the
country.

9. Q: As a legislator, what business related legislation are you most proud
of?

10. First and foremost, let me mention the topic of taxes again. | am leading
a task force for tax reform. As I mentioned earlier, Oregon’s tax structure must be
improved to attract investment and jobs. My proposal would do that and more. This
proposal will eliminate capital gains, cut income taxes in half and institute a 4.5%
consumption tax. By reducing the state’s dependency on income taxes for funding
essential services like education, roads, and safety, and shifting it to a consumption
tax, Oregon will avoid the wild fluctuations in revenue it experiences in boom bust
economies. As you probably know the meth epidemic and the skyrocketing price of
metal products like copper has created major problems for the construction and
agriculture industries because of the rampant theft of wire, plumbing, and pipe. I am
proud to have been involved in enacting laws that are reducing metal theft. The new
law requires the middle men, the legitimate buyers of scrap metal, to inspect and
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document the 1.d. of questionable people or companies who are bringing in the scrap
metal to sell. This makes it increasingly difficult for thieves to find buyers for the
stuff they’re stealing.

11. Q: For this upcoming term, do you have a single burning issue that you
hope to impact as a legislator?

12. Well I have more than one. I am going to work to improve the tax and
regulatory environment in Oregon. Additionally, I am going to help reform
redistricting rules. Right now, the districts do not accurately reflect the political
make up of the population because of the partisan nature of the current system. In the
next legislative session, I will continue this work. My proposed reform would shift
the influence away from the governor, the legislature, and the secretary of state and
into the hands of a commission of non partisan judges. These judges would
objectively create re-districting proposals and then submit them to the people for an
up or down vote. By enacting this change, Oregon residents and businesses will be
more fairly represented in the legislature.

1. Ford Motor posted improved quarterly earnings Wednesday, as strong
sales and profit in its home North American market overcame rising losses in Europe.
Ford said a 20% jump in sales in North America helped it post the largest quarterly
profit in its home region since the automaker started breaking out those numbers in
2000. But the company losses in Europe more than tripled from its year-earlier loss,
to $462 million.

2. Ford has announced plans toclose two U.K. plants, along with a
third plant in Belgium, to try to stem European losses. But those plant closings won't
take effect until later this year or in 2014. The problems are not unique to Ford.
A worsening European recession has resulted in the worst industry-wide auto sales on
the continent in 20 years. On Wednesday, German carmaker Daimler AG forecast
that earnings for 2013 will be below 2012 levels, after reporting a 60% drop in net
profit for the first quarter.

3.  Volkswagen also warned it is struggling with what it called "ongoing
uncertainty in the economic environment." But it said it still hopes to match 2012
operating profits this year. The problems for Ford weren't only in Europe. South
America swung from a profit a year earlier to a loss in the quarter. But it went from a
loss in the Asia/Pacific/Africa region into a narrow profit, and earnings also improved
at Ford Credit.

4. Overall, Ford, second in U.S. sales behind rival General Motors, earned
$1.6 billion in the first three months of the year, up 15% from a year earlier. Its
revenue rose 10.5% to $35.8 billion, as the number of cars sold worldwide rose to 1.5
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million. Shares of Ford, which have lagged broader U.S. markets so far this year,
were down in early trading following the results, after being slightly higher at the
open.

5. After 15 years of deflation and economic stagnation, Japan is making a
bold bid to jumpstart growth through a series of policy actions. The central bank has
drastically increased its bond-buying program. The government is spending more on
infrastructure projects. The experiment has been dubbed "Abenomics" after Prime
Minister Shinzo Abe. It's far too early to call the program a success. But dramatic
results can be seen in the Nikkei 225, Japan's marquee stock index. Tire manufacturer
Bridgestone is one example. The company's stock is up 67% this year.

6. Fuji Heavy Industries, which makes Subaru-branded cars, is another
prime beneficiary. The automaker's stock is up 73% so far this year. Most of the rise
can be attributed to the weaker yen. Weak currency cheapens the price of a country's
exports, making them more attractive to international buyers by undercutting
competitors. As a result, even the smallest move in the yen has a big impact on
Japan's exporters. In February, Fuji Heavy raised its sales outlook for the year. The
company cited the yen's decline as the reason for the revision.

7. Kawasaki Kisen Kaisha, known for the "K Line" logo stamped on its
containers, is a Japan-based transport company. It's up 76% year-to-date. It's not that
prospects for the shipping industry are improving. Rather, Kawasaki Kisen Kaisha is
another beneficiary of the weak yen. As the yen loses ground against foreign
currencies, K Line contracts increase in value. So far this year, the yen has declined
14% against the U.S. dollar.

8. Kirin Holdings is a major alcohol producer, with a brand roster that
includes Kirin Ichiban beer and San Miguel. The stock is up 69% this year. The
relationship between the yen and Nikkei is very close, and the index has tracked the
currency closely since late 2012. It's not clear how long the dynamic will last, but
policymakers are likely to pull out all the stops to keep the ball rolling. "The weak
yen continues to be the Japanese 'wealth creation mechanism' par excellence," Steven
Englander, a currency strategist at Citi, wrote earlier this month. "The strength of the
relationship means that Japanese policymakers have tremendous incentive to continue
to exploit it to achieve their goals."

9. Sony shares have increased 69% since January. The company exports
many of its products, but changes in the yen don't entirely account for the stock's
stellar performance. Sony unveiled specs for the highly anticipated PlayStation 4 in
the first quarter, and the entertainment system is likely to play a big role in the
company's future. (cnbc.com)

Uneven Signs of Growth in the Transport Industry

1. A look at some industries in the United States shows that the economic
recovery is somewhat uneven. And growth seems to be slowing down. VOA's Jim
Randle spoke with experts in the transportation industry, which is easily affected by
economic changes. Economists say trucks carry nearly seventy percent of the freight,
or goods, transported in the United States. The American Trucking Association
represents the interests of the trucking industry. It says freight is a good measure of
the economy. This is because businesses have to move unprocessed materials, carry
parts to factories, and transport imports and exports.

2. Bob Costello is the chief economist for the group. BOB COSTELLO:
"We are actually a very good indicator, a leading economic indicator in fact. And so
if tonnage starts to fall, we get nervous. If it's going up, we are pretty happy. «The
amount of freight carried by trucks is going up slowly. The American Trucking
Association says total freight tonnage increased in June, but remained unchanged in
July. That is good news to Bob Costello.

3. BOB COSTELLO: "It is telling me that the economy is not falling into
another recession. It will continue as a sort of a slow growth recovery." Other
information about economic growth comes from air freight, or goods transported by
air. Recent reports show demand for air freight fell more than three percent around
the world during July. Perry Flint speaks for the International Air Transport
Association. That group represents about two hundred forty airline companies
worldwide. It gathers information about air passenger travel and air freight. The
group says the amount of international air freight decreased in July from the same
period the year before. But other signs show increases.

4.  PERRY FLINT: "It can also as you start to see air cargo dropping off
and you are seeing other signs it can also be a leading indicator of a downturn." The
same report shows that passenger traffic increased over three percent from last year.
That may be why a top official of Cambria Suites Hotels says travel, not just business
travel, is strong. Michael Murphy is with the company. MICHAEL MURPHY: "We
are seeing the highest demand in the history of the hotel industry right now. More
people are traveling now than ever before, and that's in all segments of travel."
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5.  Conflicting economic signs have made it difficult for economists to
predict future growth. For example, government experts first said the American
economy expanded at a yearly rate of one point five percent from April to June. But
they amended that prediction as new information became available and showed
growth was higher — more likely a rate of one point seven percent. Changes like that
have made it harder for many people to see the road ahead. (voa.com)

It usually means we
have recruited or chosen the right person for the job. Then we have given them clear
direction, appropriate training, and good tools. My role is to provide my organization
the right strategy and capability to succeed in our business.

7. What is the least favorite part of your job?

8.  Firing people.

9. Ifyou could change one thing about your career what would it be?

10. Upon inheriting a product management group, I chose to incrementally
improve a clearly underperforming organization. Many people were asked to perform
tasks they were ready and capable of doing. I should have introduced a more radical
change that involved recruiting a mostly new team and moving out the old team.

11. What sort of skill set do you need for your job?

12. The set I would chose in no particular order is good business sense,
leadership with strong interpersonal skills, strategic thinking, industry and technical
knowledge. A general manager is responsible for setting the strategic direction of a
business to drive the business progress promised to the owners of the business. With
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the direction set, the general manager must make sure the organization executes to
the strategic direction along operating plans and budgets. This involves making sure
every function in the business is working on the right things every day. It involves
making sure the employees compensation and recognition supports the business.
Finally, the general manager needs to be a good communicator outside the
organization so the business owners will invest and customers will buy.

13. What caused you to become interested in what you do?

14. Upon entering DuPont after college, I examined different areas of the
company. At my annual review with my boss, I stated that my overall career goal was
to become the general manager of a business. I wanted to be in the middle of making
a business successful and to be part of creating something that created jobs.

15. What would you tell someone who is interested in entering business?

I would ask them to self examine why they want to be in business. If the reason is to
make money so I can have fun, I would say you are on the wrong track. You will
probably spend more time working in business that having fun. Find another reason
you honestly want to enter business and use that as your guiding principle for
starting. The second thing I would tell someone is to find people you enjoy working
with. People who share your values, that you trust respect, that you can learn from
will all help you enjoy business more than anything else. Even if you are a single
employee business you will still at least have customers who you need to enjoy
working with.

1. Good afternoon and welcome. I think this Council has had a number of
useful discussions and some measures and good progress has been made. Four issues
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really: the EU budget, the British Presidency of the G8, the European economy and
the issue of Syria. I’ll just say a word about each.

2. Onthe EU budget, I remain of the view that we did a good deal; we did a
really important deal for the future of the EU budget. We cut the limit of the EU
credit card, and that limit is going to stay cut. There should be no change to the
ceiling that was agreed, and the Council is clear about this. Of course the European
Parliament will have points it wants to make, will have ideas it wants to put forward,
will have flexibility it wants to suggest, but the ceiling is the ceiling, the rebate is the
rebate, and they aren’t going to change.

3. Second, the G8. It was an opportunity for me to spell out the agenda that
we’ll be pursuing at Loch Erne in Northern Ireland in June: three key economic
issues on tax, transparency and trade. On tax, I do think it’s important that we have
international cooperation to stop tax evasion and to deal with aggressive tax
avoidance and that is the agenda we’ll be pushing at the G8 and obviously it applies
in the G20 and the OECD as well.

4. Transparency, this is important. Because we want to make sure that
when developing countries discover oil, gas, mineral deposits, we want to make sure
that these are a blessing and not a curse and too often in the past they’ve proved to be
a curse. And I think the most important thing we can do there is greater transparency,
greater transparency for governments, greater transparency for companies, greater
transparency about laws and rules, and I think the G8 can give a lead there.

5. The third issue is trade. As you know, the trade deals that are on the table
would add 2% to European Union GDP and help create 2 million jobs but of course
trade shouldn’t simply be an issue for the rich men’s club of the world, it should also
be an issue where we see an expansion of trade deals between developing countries
and indeed within developing continents, particularly Africa where there are still
many complex rules and bureaucracy that stop it achieving its full rate of growth.

6. Added to those three Ts of tax, transparency and trade, we’ll also have a
discussion — and I hope some progress — on issues related to terrorism, how we close
down the ungoverned spaces, how we confront the poisonous narrative that the
terrorists feed off, how we work together to improve security cooperation right across
North Africa and also how we deal with the problems raised by hostage taking. So
that 1s an 1ssue I want us to pursue and discuss at the G8.

7.  Third point to make is in terms of progress on European economic
growth. Last night’s discussion was useful. Chancellor Merkel, President Hollande
and I achieved, I think, an important breakthrough, which is this: the European
Commission has been looking at the greatest burdens identified by small and medium
sized enterprises. And remember, it is small and medium sized enterprises that have
provided 85% of the new jobs in the European Union over the last decade. They’ve
identified ten key areas, the SMEs, where they want burdens reduced and we have
now mandated the commission to set out in June how they’re going to reduce those
burdens. They’ve also by autumn got to produce a list of unnecessary European
Union rules that need to be reversed.
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8. As you know, I’ve spoken about the fact we are involved in a global
race, a race where we need to compete and succeed, we need a more flexible, a more
open, a more competitive Europe, that was the theme of my speech about Europe . |
believe we’re beginning to achieve some of those things, because we need a Europe
that doesn’t overregulate; in fact, we need a Europe that starts to take regulation off.
We need the ratchet to go in the other direction, and with the Commission’s help we
are now starting to see some progress on that front in the two ways that I identified.

International Labor Organization Predicts Higher Unemployment

1. International Labor Organization says nearly 200 million people are
without jobs. And the ILO is warning of even higher unemployment this year. The
United Nations agency this week released a report called "Global Employment
Trends 2013". It says the number of unemployed worldwide rose by more than four
million last year, compared with 2011. The report says one fourth of this increase was
in developed economies. The remaining 75 percent were in mainly developing
economies in Asia, and in African countries south of the Sahara Desert.

2. The report says an estimated 39 million people stopped looking for work
last year. It says the average length of unemployment increased sharply in developed
economies. One-third of all job seekers there were unemployed for a year or more.
The ILO's Director-General, Guy Ryder, is concerned about the world economy. He
says the recovery is not expected to be strong enough to reduce unemployment
quickly. "We see that unemployment is set to rise again. Our projection would be for
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5.1 million more in 2013 and still a further 3 million in 2014. So the trends are very
much in the wrong direction."

3. The ILO report says the labor market is especially difficult for young
people. It says almost 74 million people between the ages of 15 and 24 are
unemployed worldwide. That represents an unemployment rate of 12.6 percent. The
report says more and more young people who experience long-term unemployment
stop looking for work. It says this prevents young people from gaining on-the-job
experience. Guy Ryder says the ILO has been warning about the risks of what it calls
a "lost generation." He has called on policy makers to support youth employment.

4. Mr. Ryder says all countries, especially developed ones, must provide
more predictable policies. He says these policies must include measures to increase
wages and support stronger consumption. And he says countries should enact reforms
to strengthen the banking industry, so banks can support investment and provide
credit. While the I.L.O. believes there is reason to be concerned about the world
economy, the International Monetary Fund expects the international economy to
grow slowly this year. A new IMF report predicts that international growth will reach
3.5 percent in 2012. That would be three tenths of a percent better than the rate last

1. Burger King's first-quarter earnings more than doubled even though
revenue fell, as the fast-food chain took steps to reduce its restaurant-related expenses
by selling more company-owned outlets to franchisees. That move lowers Burger
King's Worldwide Inc.'s overhead costs. Instead of booking sales from those
restaurants, that means Burger King would collect franchise fees instead. Burger
King said competition and a strong first quarter last year hurt U.S. and Canadian sales
comparisons to this year's quarter. It said sales from those countries rallied in March
due in part to promotions like the $1.29 Whopper Jr.

2. ABB Ltd. recently announced its intention to acquire Power-One, Inc., a
leading provider of renewable energy and energy-efficient power conversion and
power management solutions. Board of Directors of both the companies have agreed
to this deal whereby ABB will be paying Power-One $6.35 per share in cash or
$1,028 million equity value. The proposed acquisition will be structured as a merger
and is subject to customary closing requirements which include the approval of
Power One's shareholders. The deal is expected to close in the second half of 2013.
ABB intends to fund the acquisition with its own funds.

3. Pascua-Lama is one of the world's largest gold and silver resources, with
nearly 18 million ounces of proven and probable gold reserves, 676 million ounces of
silver, and an expected mine life of 25 years. It was expected to produce an average
of 800,000 to 850,000 ounces of gold and 35 million ounces of silver in its first five
years of operation. Earlier this month, the Chilean court agreed with the concerns of
local indigenous tribes that Barrick is mining in pristine glacial regions and causing
environmental damage. It ordered the project suspended until the miner addresses
those concerns. The Reuters report of the executive resignations indicated that it was
part of a larger effort by Barrick to shake up the project and meet the regulatory
mandates necessary to get it back on track.

4. Sixty-eight percent of business owners surveyed last month by the
advocacy group Small Business Majority said too many companies gain an unfair
advantage by hiring immigrants who aren't eligible to work in the U.S. In 2008, the
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Pew Research Hispanic Center estimated that 8.3 million people were working in the
U.S. without permission. Current estimates put the total number of people in the U.S.
without permission at about 11 million. The issue is in the forefront now as
lawmakers propose ideas to reform the country's immigration laws.

5. The number of businesses that hire ineligible workers is hard to pin
down, although a study last year by the Federal Reserve Bank of Atlanta found that
1.6 percent of the 365,000 businesses it examined in Georgia had employees who
weren't authorized to work in the U.S. It also showed that those employers had an
advantage. Companies that employed people not legally authorized to work in the
U.S. had a 23 percent chance of failing, compared with an average for all companies
of 28 percent. The study confirmed what anecdotal evidence has shown: Businesses
get a competitive benefit from hiring people who don't have permission to work in
the U.S., says Julie Hotchkiss, one of the study's three authors.

6. About 61 percent of small businesses don't see any return on investment
on their social-media activities, according to a survey released Tuesday from Manta,
a social network for small businesses. Yet, almost 50 percent say they've increased
their time spent on social media, and only 7 percent have decreased their time. What
businesses are trying to get out of social media: 36 percent said their goal was to
acquire and engage new customers, 19 percent said to gain leads and referrals, and 17
percent said to boost awareness. Facebook was most cited as the hardest to maintain
social-media platform, according to the survey. (cnbc.com)

The End of Tax-Free Online Shopping Draws Nearer

1. The days of tax-free online shopping could be numbered. A bill to
impose sales tax on Internet purchases took one step closer to being passed
Wednesday, when the Senate voted 75-22 in favor of considering The Marketplace
Fairness Act. A vote on passage could come this week.

2. The bill is supported by the White House and e-commerce
giant Amazon.com and embraced by brick-and-mortar retailers, their trade
association and the National Conference of State Legislatures. But it has been sharply
criticized by online merchants led by eBay, as well as anti-tax advocates.

3. Despite the debate over the issue, experts say it won't change the way
most Americans use the Internet to shop. "Ultimately, customers are used to paying
taxes on goods they purchase, just not necessarily online," said Clark Fredricksen,
vice president of communications at eMarketer. "It wouldn't be surprising to see
some outcry but in fact very little impact on actual sales."

4. "Consumers only care on big ticket items," said Tom Forte, Internet
analyst at Telsey Advisory Group. "If you think about why people purchase from
catalogs or e-commerce companies, selection and convenience are numbers one and
two... Price is not as important."

5. "On an average basket size of $40 to $50 it's not going to have an
impact," said Aaron Kessler, senior analyst at Raymond James & Associates.
Fredricksen said it also wouldn't stop the pervasive practice of showrooming, where
customers visit brick-and-mortar stores to see an item, then buy it somewhere else.
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6. "Price comparison is only one component of why consumers
showroom," he said. "Showrooming is a broader phenomenon encouraged by rapid
adoption of smartphones and growing use of mobile phones as purchasing and
shopping devices."

7. Even the National Retail Federation agreed that, sales tax or not,
showrooming is probably here to stay. "I think retailers will adapt to it," said David
French, the group's senior vice president of government relations. "What this will do
is eliminate the built-in price advantage online retailers have," he said.

8. But Brian Bieron, eBay's senior director for global public policy, said the
legislation would hurt small online retailers, and analysts like Forte agree that
compliance would carry a cost burden. Although eBay can't quantify how many
businesses the legislation would impact, Bieron said "far too many" would be
affected. The NRF's French contends that it would be less than a few hundred.

9. Although Amazon already collects sales tax in some states, on the
surface, its support for the measure is counterintuitive. Kessler said it has more to
lose than eBay based on its merchandise mix. "Amazon typically sells more
commodity type items," he said.

10. Amazon could lose sales to big-box retailers, although Forte estimated
that only about 14 percent of Amazon's retail sales come from big-ticket items like
TVs. "I think Amazon realized it was inevitable," Kessler said.

11. The other reason behind Amazon's support for Internet sales tax
legislation is its growing brick-and-mortar footprint. Current law requires that a
retailer with a physical presence in a state — like a store or warehouse — has to
collect sales tax there. As Amazon has moved more aggressively into same-day
delivery, it has expanded its network of facilities. And if it has to collect sales tax, it
wants to make sure competitors like eBay have to, as well.

12. For shoppers, the upshot means paying taxes on purchases they might
not have before. Technically, customers are supposed to self-report those taxes, but
almost nobody does. The Marketplace Fairness Act replaces this broken honor
system with one that puts the onus on the merchant.

13. Whether or not this will prove a windfall for state coffers, though, is
unknown. Estimates of how much money is lost because people don't self-report tax
owed on online purchases range from $11 billion to around $24 billion annually, but
evidence from California, which has had its own Internet sales tax rule in place since
September, indicates that the amount might be even lower.

14. The other X-factor is whether or not the act can pass through the
Republican-controlled House of Representatives. With a majority hostile to taxes of
just about any kind, Forte suggested some sort of compromise — like matching sales

World Bank Makes Predictions for Global Economy

1. The World Bank released its Global Economic Prospects report this
week. World Bank experts are using the words "fragile" and "uncertain" to describe
the economic recovery this year. The report predicts the international economy will
grow a little over two percent in 2013. Slightly greater economic expansion is
expected in 2014 and 2015.

2. Predictions of limited growth have become familiar since the financial
crisis four years ago. Wealthy countries are expected to have slower growth than
developing ones as they deal with larger amounts of debt and big budget deficits.
World Bank President Jim Yong Kim is urging developing countries to become
drivers of growth. But he notes that it was important to build a foundation for growth
that can last over time.

3. He said, "What we are suggesting is that we cannot wait for the return
growth in the high income countries. We really need developing countries to think
about setting the stage for medium- and long-term growth. We have to continue to
support developing countries in making investments in infrastructure, in health, in
education."

4. Andrew Burns is lead author of the report. He says it is not only
important to build roads and bridges, but to invest money in health care and effort in
government reforms. Some high-growth developing countries, such as China, are
spending a lot on public works projects, but spend little on health care.

5. The report notes the threat of European nations failing to make debt
payments has eased. The World Bank President says Europe and America have
approved some measures to deal with economic weakness. But financial policy
remains a work in progress. He said, "So despite promising, and sometimes
courageous measures taken in Europe...issues remain in the Eurozone and of course
we have fiscal policy issues in the United States."
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6. The World Bank notes that budget deficits are decreasing in most other
high-income nations. But these nations continue to carry a lot of debt compared to the
size of their economies. Developing countries are positioned for stronger growth. But
they will face basic risks to economic progress over the next few years. World Bank
chief Kim said he is concerned that low supplies of important grains, such as wheat
and corn, could bring high food prices, hurting the poor.

7. The World Bank offers knowledge, assistance and loans to developing
countries. Economic conditions in high-income nations affect the developing world
because they are the largest and most developed markets for exports. Such nations are
also the providers of investment that can fuel economic growth. (voa.com)

I. On 11 February 2011, Nokia's CEO Stephen Elop, a former head
of Microsoft business division, unveiled a new strategic alliance with Microsoft.

2. As part of the restructuring plan, Nokia planned to reduce spending on
research and development, instead customising and enhancing the software line for
Windows Phone 7.

3. After this announcement about the alliance with Microsoft, Nokia's share
price fell about 14%, its biggest drop since July 2009.

4. Because previously increasing sales of Symbian smartphones began to
fall rapidly in the beginning of 2011, Nokia was overtaken by Apple as the world's
biggest smartphone maker by volume in June 2011.

5. In August 2011 Chris Weber, head of Nokia's subsidiary in the U.S.,
stated "The reality is if we are not successful with Windows Phone, it doesn't matter
what we do elsewhere."

6. Nokia reported "well above 1 million" sales for its Lumia line up to 26
January 2012,

7. 2 million sales for the first quarter of 2012, and 4 million for the second
quarter of 2012.

8. In this quarter, Nokia only sold 600000 smartphones (Symbian and
Windows Phone 7) in North America.

9. For comparison, Nokia sold more than 30 million Symbian devices
world-wide still in Q4 2010 and the Nokia N8 alone sold almost 4 million in its first
quarter of sale.

10. In Q2 2012, 26 million iPhones and 105 million Android phones have
been shipped, but only 6.8 million devices with Symbian and 5.4 million with
Windows Phone.

11. On October 29, 2012, Nokia said its high-end Lumia 820 and 920
phones will run on Microsoft's Windows Phone 8 software.

12. On December 5, 2012, Nokia introduced two new smartphones, the
Lumia 620 and Lumia 920T.

13. In January 2013, Nokia reported 6.6 million smartphone sales for
consisting of 2.2 million Symbian and 4.4 million sales of Lumia devices.

14. In North America, only 700,000 mobile phones have been sold including

1. Q: Looking back at the G-21 Medium-Term Business Plan, what were
the concrete achievements and what issues remain?

2. A:We prepared G-21 based on a reassessment of business conditions in
light of the increasingly adverse effects of deflation. Under the previous Medium-
Term Business Plan, we strengthened competitiveness by adhering to our growth
strategy while stepping up the pace of business development, profit structure
improvements, and the reorganization of businesses with low profitability. Under G-
21, we improved our business, asset, and regional portfolios. In our business
portfolio, we expanded core material businesses and rebuilt mature businesses to
enhance profitability.

3. In assets, we reduced inventory assets, financial assets, and such non-
operational assets as land while increasing operational assets through capital
investment and M&A. In our regional portfolio, we grew overseas operations through
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the expansion of core material businesses in Europe and North America and the
establishment of a processing base in China. In Japan, revenues decreased.
Meanwhile, as part of structural reform efforts aimed at speeding up management we
introduced an in-house company system and an executive officer system. These
changes have fostered a more rounded approach to business management because the
head of each in-house company considers issues from the three perspectives of
marketing, development, and production. Nevertheless, it became evident that a lack
of perspective or sectionalism was negatively affecting some operational areas,
evidenced, for example, by a reluctance to release personnel.

4. These issues resulted from splitting operations into sections that were too
small. To rectify this, in April 2006 we reorganized the Group into three companies
responsible for specialty resins and films, fibers and textiles, and chemicals. This new
structure will enable us to manage business from a medium- to-long-term
perspective, accelerate our responses to demand, and enhance the effective use of
management resources. As for future issues, we need to step up the speed of our
responses in relation to such areas as reducing inventory months, reflecting increases
in raw material and fuel costs in product prices, realizing the benefits of capital
investments, and bringing new products to market.

5. Q: Could you explain the backdrop to your structural reform efforts to
date in more detail?

6. A: The 1990s are referred to as Japan’s lost decade. But I do not
necessarily see it that way. Most Japanese business managers had never experienced
the business conditions that followed the collapse of the bubble economy and the
onset of deflation. As in the period after the first oil shock, companies took belt-
tightening measures, including cost reductions and personnel rationalizations.
However, faced with stagnant sales due to deflation, business managers realized that
simply expanding market share through increases in price competitiveness or
offerings of general-purpose products were no longer effective.

7. Japan’s business leaders saw that to survive in world markets they had to
build up corporate strength, not downsize. Furthermore, today’s companies cannot
keep business strategies close to their chests and move forward in whichever
direction they please. They have third parties assess management strategies
objectively and change their strategies if needed. To realize such checks, the
establishment of relevant company structures is the first priority. Accordingly, we
have bolstered our audit system and created a management advisory council. We
consult with outside experts on important management issues two or three times a
year. Although we came through tough times in the 1990s, the experience shook up
our business management and has set us on the right track for the future.

8. Q: Why did you prepare both a three-year Medium-Term Business Plan
and a 10-Year Corporate Vision?

9. A: Under our past two five-year plans, operations diverged from the
proposed plans, forcing us to review plan targets. Considering the fast-paced changes
of the current era, discrepancies between operational developments and plans are
almost unavoidable. Therefore, we decided that a three-year period was more
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practical. At the same time, we wanted to clarify the Company’s orientation over the
longer term, based on the assumption of changing business conditions. Taking an
overview of business conditions in the coming decade, the main changes we
anticipate are the further manifestation of global environmental issues and the rapid
curbing of economies’ volume-based expansion. Because natural resources are finite,
the global environment and sustainable economic growth will likely become major
issues.

10. Other large trends will include intensified global competition among
companies and markets’ accelerated regional expansion and change. As a result, the
life spans of businesses and products will shorten, and the development of new
products and applications will determine companies’ survival. Only high-quality
businesses and products that are internationally competitive or that have particular
advantages in their markets will win out. In light of these trends, we believe
companies must shift the focus of management strategies from quantity growth to
quality enhancement. With our sights set on becoming a world-class company with
net sales of ¥1.0 trillion, in 10 years we want to make the Kuraray Group a
sustainable and growing diversified specialty chemicals company aimed toward
exciting innovation and outstanding earnings and recognized throughout the world. In
an era that values quality over quantity, the Kuraray Group will draw on a long-

Nobel prize in Economics recognizes “Market Designers”
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1.  This year, the Nobel Prize for economics recognizes two Americans for
their work. Staffan Normark, Permanent Secretary of the Royal Swedish Academy of
Sciences, made the announcement Monday. “The Royal Swedish Academy of
Sciences has decided to award the Sveriges Riksbank Prize in Economic Sciences in
Memory of Alfred Nobel 2012 to Professor Alvin Roth at Harvard University,
Cambridge, Massachusetts, USA... And to Professor Lloyd S. Shapley at University
of California Los Angeles.”

2. Staffan Normark added the reason the two men won the prize. “For the
theory of stable allocation and the practice of market design.” The Nobel Prize in
economics 1s often awarded for discoveries in how markets work or how market
actors behave. But Alvin Roth and Lloyd Shapley thought of ways to design markets.
Per Krusell of the Royal Swedish Academy of Sciences explained it this way. “This
year’s prize in economic sciences is about economic engineering. It’s about how to
practically design certain markets so that they work well.”

3. Lloyd Shapley worked with David Gale on a research project in the
1960s. It dealt with how to match up ten men and ten women in strong, successful
marriages. The two researchers developed an algorithm or mathematical formula. It
provided a model suggesting a way that all those couples could be matched best. The
algorithm did not do very much to solve anyone’s marriage issues. But it did suggest
ways to understand some kinds of markets better.

4. David Gale died a few years ago. Alvin Roth built on the work, although
he and Lloyd Shapley did not work together. Mr. Roth recognized the value of the
Gale-Shapley findings. And he applied it to real-life markets. These included markets
where the normal supply and demand relationship does not work, and where payment
is not used. These markets require matching market factors such as organ donors and
recipients, or students with public schools. Mr. Roth’s work was also used to match
new doctors with hospitals.

5. The Royal Swedish Academy called the work of Mr. Roth and Mr.
Shapley an outstanding example of economic engineering. Alvin Roth said market
design is a new field and the prize may draw more attention to it. "You know, my
colleagues and I work in an area that we're calling 'market design', which is sort of a
newish area of economics and I'm sure that when I get to class this morning my
students will pay more attention." Alvin Roth and Lloyd Shapley will share the prize,
which is worth over one million dollars. (voa.com)
